View PTA gets a donation from that retailer. 
 

The best thing about Scrip is it doesn't cost you anything extra. You don't have to buy candy bars, gift 
wrap or cookie dough. There is no selling, no boxes of goods, no catalogs to carry around. All you have 

to do is shop at the same stores you already shop at--just buy your "spending money" in advance with us.
