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FROM THE PRINCIPAL

What a wonderful Oregon summer it has been this
year! School is starting later this year because of the Labor
Day holiday and I find myself getting anxious to have kids back
at school. Iam looking forward to meeting all of our new 6"
graders and to reconnecting with our 7" and 8" graders.

There are a few changes in store for students when
they return that I wanted to make you aware of. Over the sum-
mer our courtyard has gotten a little makeover. Our landscape
crew has removed all of the ivy, replanted grass, planted some
hardy plants and flowers, and given the courtyard a new look.

We experienced some difficulties last year with our
courtyard becoming home to vermin. This is due to two fac-
tors. First, they tended to live and nest in the ivy. Second, they
were attracted by the food that was eaten and left in the court-
yard. Which brings me to our second change: the lunch routine.

This year due to budget cuts, fewer personnel to super-
vise lunch, and our courtyard issues, lunch will look a little
different for students.

When your student will be absent from either a full or
partial day of school, it is very important to report the absence
to the school by 9:00 a.m. the day of the absence by calling the
school attendance line.

Voicemail is available for attendance messages around
the clock. When leaving an attendance message, please give:
1) your name, 2) the

If you are making plans to take a vacation outside of
the scheduled school year vacations/days off, you will need to
be preapproved for an excused absence by the Principal or As-
sistant Principal.

If your student will be picked up at school by anyone

other than their own parent or guardian with whom they live, or
a person on their emergency contact list, a written permission
must be turned into the school office prior to their departure
from school. This is for the safety of all our students.

SCHOOL PHONES

Telephones are located in every classroom and in the
office. Phones may be used, with staff permission, for school-
related business or emergencies. Use of school phones for so-
cial calls or to arrange after school activities is not permissible.

FREE/REDUCED MEAL PROGRAM

If you think your student may qualify for the free or re-
duced meal program, please complete an application form and re-
turn it to the office when you come to school for Schedule Pick-Up
later this month. Even if your student was eligible last year, you
must complete a new form this year. Application forms are
available in the Cheldelin Office.

Please remember that applications CANNOT BE SUB-
MITTED MORE THAN 30 DAYS BEFORE THE START OF
SCHOOL (AUGUST 9TH, 2009).

Students who were approved for free or reduced meals
as of the end of the 2008-2009 year are carried over for the first
30 days of school in the fall, but you will still need to complete
an application for this school year.

GRADE 7 VACCINE REQUIREMENTS

Seventh graders need one additional dose of Tdapd
Tetanus/Diphtheria/Pertussis (Whooping Cough)d vaccine if it has
been at least five years since their last Tetanus containing vac-
cine. Your 7th grader should have this vaccine no later than Janu-
ary, 2010 in order to avoid being excluded from school attendance
per Oregon law. An appropriate medical or religious exemption is
also acceptable.

BUS SCHEDULES

MEDICATION AT SCHOOL

If your child needs to take medication at school, you
must complete a Medication Permission and Administration
Form at the school office. All medication to be taken by a stu-
dent while at school must be delivered to the school office by a
parent and remain in the health room for safekeeping. No
medications, including over the counter medications and
herbal remedies, are be stored in student lockers.

All medications must be in their original containers.
Prescription medication must have the pharmacy label with the
childés name, medication n
name and prescription date. Any changes to a prescription dos-
age or to administration times must be verified by a written
prescription from the doctor, addressed to the school.

JOIN LITERACY PARTNERS

The middle school grades are pivotal in the develop-
ment of literacy skills. Research shows reading scores often
drop dramatically in the middle school years. It is during these
years that students shift their focus from learning to read to
using reading to learn. Through Literacy Partners, mentors meet
weekly with a middle school student to share their love of read-
ing and focus on improving reading skills.

In its second year, 35 volunteer mentors from 15 Cor-
vallis businesses including Hewlett Packard, Samaritan Health
Services, OSU Federal Credit Union and Central Willamette
Community Credit Union all met with 30 students at Cheldelin
and Linus Pauling Middle Schools. After participating in train-
ing sessions, mentors meet for one hour per week with students
to do simple reading activities designed by teachers.

Principaldés report

Everyone is busy with year end activities, 8th grade Mock Congress, field trips, and award ceremonies to name a few. The 8" grade
promotion is to be held on June 9™ at 6:00 in the gym.

A participant at last month CPO meeting requested that more information about the student focus group/district diversity study be
shared at the May meeting. Principal Harlan explained that the focus group consisted of 10 students from 6-8" grade. The students
represented a wide variety of backgrounds and experiences. A facilitator unknown to the students asked the questions. One of the
major themes had to do with verbal bullying, especially in the hallways. Students felt there should be more supervision in the halls
to address this problem.

Destination ImagiNation (DI), sponsored by Corvallis 509J Destination Imagination Organization, is a creative prob-
lem-solving program for students in grades kindergarten through 12. Imagine a program where kids have FUN learning creative
problem-solving skills, construction techniques, set and costume design, script writing, and improvisation. This is DI! Students work
in teams to create and perform a solution to one of five challenges. Each challenge blends a different mix of skills - some are more
technical, some more mechanical or mathematical and others are more theatrical in nature. Teams also perform an instant challenge,
given to them with just minutes to prepare. . There is a Rising Stars (non competitive) challenge for k-2 and Project Outreach, a ser-
vice project challenge, as an additional opportunity for High School students only. Crazy? Yes! Fun? You bet!

How do teams form? Parents of interested students usually start the ball rolling. Teams of 5 to 7 students are grouped by
age or grade (k-2, 3-5, 6-8 and 9-12). While teams are usually students from the same school, they can also be friends or neighbors.
Teams need an adult team manager who facilitates the meetings (training and materials are included with registration). The registra-
tion costs are $75 per student ($55 for the second student in a family) and only $30 for Rising Stars Participants. Teams form in Oc-
tober and work some in the fall, but January and February are busiest as teams prepare for the March regional tournament. Higher
scoring teams progress to the state tournament at Oregon State University in April.
