High School Diploma Requirements

Personalized Learning
These requirements personalize the diploma for each student and help pre-
pare them for their postigh school goals.

Education Plan and Profile Students develop an Education Plan and
Profile to guide their learning and document academic achievement
and progress toward their personal, career, andhigistschool goals.

Career-Related Learning Experiences Students participate in experi-
ences that connect classroom learning with real life experiences in the
workplace, community, and /or school relevant to their education
plan.

Extended Application: Students apply and extend their knowledge in
new and complex situations related
reer interests and pekigh school goals through critical thinking,
problem solving, or inquiry in real world contexts.

Career-Related Learning Standards (CRLS): Students demonstrate
personal management, communication, problem solving, teamwork,
employment foundations, and career development. The CRLS will
merge with the Essential Skills in 2012.

Essential Skills

Beginning in 2012, students must demonstrate proficiency in identified
Essential Skills (ES). These are thé'2éntury skills needed for
success in college, the workplace, and civic life. The State Board
approved three assessment options for students to demonstrate Essen-
tial Skills Proficiency:

(1) state tests, or
(2) local assessments consistent with state criteria, or
(3) approved national standardized test.

College Bound Students

Students should be aware that graduatiolNBNIMAL REQUIREMENT __ andis notsufficient to meet entrance
requirements at colleges. Students who intend to continue formal education at a college or university should
consult with a counselor or supervisor of Beyond CHS when planning schedules. Since most colleges and univer-
sities have differing standards and requirements, the counselor or supervisor of Beyond CHS will be able to advise
which courses are needed to pursue personal interest as well as those needed for admission!

Advanced Placement (AP) classes (highly recommended for the College Bound Student) are offered at CHS in
Biology, Physics, Chemistry, Environmental Science, English, French, German, Spanish (offered at CV), U.S. His-
tory, Math. The student takes an exam in May which could result in the student being granted college credits for
the course. The exams are provided and scored by the College Entrance Exam Board for a fee. The teachers can
help you decide if you are ready for the exams.

Specific requirements have been established for entrance to all colleges and universities in the Oregon University
System (EOU, OIT, OSU, PSU, SOU, U of O, and WOU). College bound students should build thgsafour

plans around these proposed requirements. CONSULT WITH BEYOND CHS OR YOUR COUNSELOR for cur-
rent information. See page 7 for college requirements.

Students interested in playing college sports after graduation need to keep current with NCAA requirements. See
counselors and/or staff in Beyond CHS and the Athletic Office faptgate information.

College Requirements
At a minimum, college bound students will need to have:

English 4 Credits
Shall include the study of the English language, literature, speaking and listening, and writing with emphasis on
and frequent practice in writing expository prose dughdour years.

Mathematics 3 Credits
Includes a minimum of Algebra 1, Geometry, and Algebra 2 with a strong recommendation4d/tdkes of
Math.

Second Language 2 Credits

Shall include two years (2 credits) of study in the same second langudgs.[8eferred. Students may demon-
strate proficiency in a second language at the intermediate low level on the American Council on theTeaching of
Foreign Language scale in replacement of this standard.

Science 2 credits
Shall include 1 credit each in two fields of college preparatory science such as Biology, Chemistry, Physics, or
Earth and Physical science (3 years of laboratory science is recommended).

Social Science 3 credits
Shall include 1 credit of US History, 1 credit of Global Studies, (World History, Geography, etc.) and 1 credit of a
social studies elective (Government strongly recommended).

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As part of their 7-12 education, students in the Corvallis School District are required to complete career-related
learning activities designed to help them develop an understanding of their personal strengths and interests and to
set goals for their future. The hope is that by exploring during their middle and high school years students will learn
career-related life skills and values that will help them to be successful in the world of work and/or the pursuit of a
higher education degree.

Career-related learning experiences and activities help your child to connect what they are learning in school to the
real world. They give them an opportunity to demonstrate their employability skills i like communication, problem
solving, and teamwork 7 in real situations. They also give them the chance to explore a variety of work settings and
jobs and learn valuable new skills. If they approach their experiences thoughtfully, they will gain new insights about
their education plans and career goals.

Career-related learning experiences and activities take many forms:

Community-based experiences (for example, career shadows, work experience, internships, and service learning)

School-based experiences (for example, school-based enterprises, student leadership organizations, and school
newspaper or yearbook)

Project-based experiences (combining community and school, for example, extended application projects)

Career-related learning activities (for example, writing a resume, mock interviews, listening to career speakers,
Oregon Career Information System (CIS) career assessment activities, goal setting)

Oregon Career Information System (CIS) helps students and educators address Oregon's career-related graduation
requirements. Created specifically for Oregon schools, CIS tools assist students in building meaningful, personal
education plans and profiles and in documenting career-related learning standards, career-related learning experi-
ences, and extended applications. Starting in 7" grade your child will create an online CIS portfolio where they will
record their career-related learning, academic, and personal/social activities and goals.

Introduction to Computer Programming

Prerequisite:  Algebra 1, Geometry or other math recommended; Computer Keyboarding Skills

Credits: .5Applied Arts
This class explores logic, problem solving and programming methods used in computer programming. No prior
experience with a computer language is necessary for this class, which begins with basic methods and processes,
and works through the procedures most computer programming languages use; this learning is not necessarily lan-
guage based. Students who enjoy puzzles and problem solving are encouraged to sign up for this class. Elements
of computational thinking, logical discovery and development of programming methods are brought together in a
fun learning environment. Potential alignment of class content with LBSS competencies means this class could
earn students college credit. ADBprogramming language may be included for student experience.

Advanced Computer Programming

Prerequisites: Intro to Computer Programming, Algebra 1 required; Geometry or other math

recommended.

Credit: .5 Applied Arts

English Language Development 1

Students acquire a basic vocabulary which they use for functioning in school, the workplace, and the community.
Using student generated topics, students will study and practice basic grammatical structures in a variety of situa-
tions in order to master these structures. By the end of the year students will express their own ideas in sentences
and understand simple conversations. Finally they will give an impromptu speech in this class.

English Language Development 2

Prerequisites:Completion of ELD | or equivalent level

Credits: 1 elective
This course is designed to develop listening, speaking, reading and writing skills at the intermediate level of Eng-
lish. This course is guided by the Intermediate proficiency benchmarks in the Oregon ELD Standards. Students
develop a richer vocabulary which they will use to express their opinions, participate in discussions, and demon-
strate critical thinking skills. Using student generated topics, students will study and practice more complex gram-
matical structures and verb tenses in a variety of situations in order to master these structures. By the end of the
year students will master writing at the paragraph level using topic sentences and supporting details and read and
comprehend articles, essays and short novels. Additionally, they will be required to give an impromptu speech.

ELD Content

Prerequisites: Instructor placement

Credits: 1/0 Elective
This course is designed to develop listening, speaking, reading and writing skills at the beginning level of English
in the content areas. Students will acquire basic vocabulary for content area classes such as math, social studies,
science and health. Students will study and practice basic grammatical structures in a variety of situations found in
content area classes using the vocabulary and sentence structure appropriate to the situation. By the end of the year
students will express their own ideas in sentences and understand simple conversations related to content area
classes.
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English Language Development 3

Prerequisites:Completion of ELD Il or equivalent level

Credits: 1 elective
This course is designed to develop listening, speaking, reading and writing skills at the early advanced/advanced
level of English. This course is guided by the Early Advanced/Advanced proficiency benchmarks in the Oregon
ELD Standards. Students develop a strong vocabulary which they will use for academic purposes. Students will
study and practice complex grammatical structures and verb tenses in order to fully participate in all classroom
discussions and assignments. Students will develop study skills necessary for success in academic settings. Stu-
dents will practice compare and contrast and cause and effect writing, concentrating on format, topic sentences,
organization sentence fluency and the mechanics of English. Students will read novels, short stories, poetry and
nonfiction and use essential strategies and skills to construct meaning and respond thoughtfully.

Foundation. Students will improve food preparation, knowledge and skills and develop supervision and manage-
ment techniques. Students will participate in a restaurant/catering experience and may work in food service estab-
lishments. Students may also earn certification through the National Restaurant AssociaBtartF8ohocto
Career Program and College Now credit through LBCC.

Introduction to Theater

LBCC Credit Option
This class is a comprehensive introduction to the theatre from acting to history and literature to design. We will
read plays from the various time periods and styles, view videos of productions and film adaptations and study
production aspects such as lighting, set, costume, and prop design, as well as the fundamentals of acting: Students
will perform and design a variety of projects during the term.

Fundamentals of Acting

Prerequisite: Introduction to Theatre and approval of the instructor

Credits .5 Fine Arts
This is a further study into the skills required of actors. Students should have a basic understanding of the princi-
ples of performance prior to enrollment. Students will learn speech for stage, period theatre styles, character devel-
opment, basic stage combat, script analysis, acting for the camera, producing a radio play, resumes and headshots,
choosing an agent, auditioning techniques including choosing and performing a monologue, selling a song, and
basic choreography.

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Geometry

Prerequisites: Algebra 1 with a grade of A orBC with Teacher Recommendation

Credits: 1 Math
This course consists of an integrated and interactive study of many topics including algebra, geometry, probability,
and problem solving. Both deductive and inductive reasoning are used in the study of geometry topics, which in-
clude: (1) reasoning and proof, (2) points, lines, angles, and planes, (3) polygons, with a special focus on triangles,
right triangles, and quadrilaterals, (4) congruence and similarity, (5) circles, and (6) area, perimeter, surface area,
and volume. Math work samples at level 4 will be offer€dlculator required: Scientific calculator required,
graphing calculator is recommended .

Algebra 2
Prerequisites: Geometry or both Informal Geometry and Algebra with Statistics, (A, B, or C grade)
andTeacher Recommendation
Credits: IMath
This course is the third in a sequence of college preparatory mathematics courses. Topics include equations and
inequalities, linear equations and functions, linear systems and matrices, polynomials, rational exponents and radi-
cal functions, exponential and logarithmic functions, counting methods and probability, and data analysis and sta-
tistics. Mathematical models and their graphs, problem solving, applications, and technology are strongly empha-
sized and are woven throughout the course.

AdvancedAlgebra

Prerequisites:Geometry @ or B grade) andeacher Recommendation

Credits: IMath

LBCC: CreditOption
This course is designed for the student who is ready for a significantly faster paced, rich integfdtjenraf2
and College Algebra. Besides topics frAlgebra 2 mentioned above, students will study conic sections, practice
basic programming on the graphing calculaémd enhance their study of functions, complex nhumbers, and matri-
ces.

CollegeAlgebra/Trigonometry

Prerequisites: Algebra 24 or B grade) andeacher Recommendation

Credits: 1Math

LBCC: CreditOption
Students in this course will explore and extend algebraic relations and functions, focusing on polynomial functions,
rational functions, conic functions, exponential and logarithmic functions, and trigonometric functions, and the
graphs and zeros of each. In addition, systems of equations and inequalities, matrices, complex numbers, and trigo-
nometric identities will be studie@alculator required: Graphing.
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AP Statistics

Prerequisites11'" or 12" grade,Alg. 2 (A or B grade) an@ieacher Recommendation

Credits: 1Math

LBCC: CreditOption
Students will build on their knowledge of graphical displays of one and two variable data, descriptive statistics and
basic probability. New topics include: sampling procedures, experimental design, probability distributions, confi-
dence intervals and hypothesis testing. Real data is used throughout the course and an extended learning project
will be completed. Videos, software, and83 calculators complement the course to prepare students for the Ad-
vanced Placement Statistics test in early M8tudents may also choogedarn LBCC cedit if theyregister and
complete the course witma& or B and have passed the LBCC placement test.

AdvancedPre-Calculus

Prerequisites: AdvancedAlgebra (A, B, or C grade) aniikacher Recommendation

Credits: IMath

LBCC: CreditOption
This course is designed for students who have successfully completed an Advanced Algebra course. (Please note
that Advanced Algebra at CHS incorporates both Algebra 2 and College Algebra; therefore transfer students are
expected to have completed a course equivalent to College Algebra prior to enrolling in AdvarCealt Hees.)
Topics range from analytical geometry (conic sections) to trigopnometric functions and graphs, polar equations,
parametric equations, vectors and determinants, and sequences andGsdelsitor required: Graphing.

AP Calculusw/Analytic Geometry

Algebra Prep

Prerequisites: Teacher Recommendation

Credit: 1 elective (not for math credit)
Placement in this class is dependent upon teacher recommendation. Recommended for students to review
arithmetic skills with whole numbers, integers, decimals, fractions, and percent. Problem solving using algebra,
geometry, probability, and statistics will be introduced. Hands on exploration will be used to meet the needs of
diverse learners. Students will advance to Algebra 1A upon teacher recommendation.
No calculators allowed in this class.
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Physical Education

One Physical Education credits required to Graduate

Ninth graders must pass one half credit of Fitness Concepts but may elect to take the additional one half credit
from any PE class. All PE classes may be repeated. Students unable to take Physical Education because they are
under a physician's care must see their counselors. Certain classes may require fees to cover costs to the class. If
waivers for these classes are needed please see the PE staff.

FitnessConcepts
Prerequisite: None
Credits: .ZPE.

This class is required for graduation and will consist of basic weight training and conditioning concepts. It will
also include introduction to various recreational sports such as softball, volleyball (sand), badminton, indoor
hockey, ultimate frisbee, racquetball, basketball, and sodtlerk samples to be included are: rehearsed, prepared
speeches.

play, umpiring, and field design and maintenance.
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Court Games
Prerequisite: None
Credits: .5PE.
Units will cover fundamentals, rules, and strategy involved in basketball rsanddockey and team handbéfidi-
vidual skills and team concepts will be discussed. The primary focus will be basketball and the conditioning re-
quired to keep up in this fast paced game.

Aerobics/Conditioning

Prerequisite:  None

Credits: .5PE.
This class is designed to increase your cardiovascular fitness, flgxibiliscular strength, and muscular endur-
ance. Activities will include aerobic movement to music, jog/walks on designated routes, body part exercises to
music, weight nutrition, relaxation, basic sefffense, and stretching techniques.

Weight Training/Plyometrics

Prerequisite:  None

Credits: .5PE.
This class provides students the opportunity to drastically improve strength and power. Each student will create
and implement an individual training plan as well as gain knowledge of different training systems. Each student
will also participate in flexibility/agility/plyometric workouts. Greater intensity in workouts is expected in this
class beyond the Fitness Concepts expectations.

Advanced Weight Training/Sports Preparation
Prerequisite: Fitness Concepts and Weight Training (A or B grade) or Teacher Recommendation
Credits:: .5PE.
This class is designed with the athlete in mind. The goal is to provide students the opportunities to participate in
very sport specific strength/power/and skill building activities. Each individual is asked to show improvement in
individually specified areas of strength training and sport skill. Serious training expected.

Outdoor Reaeation

Prerequisites: 11th or 12h grade status; current firsid card; access to working mountain bike

Credits: .5PE.

Fee: $40 to pay for equipment and facility use
Outdoor recreation provides a classroom for living skills. Students will learn the importance of responsible inter-
action with and appreciation for their environmenhey will engage in a variety of outdoor recreation types of
activities such as mountain biking, hiking, orienteering, running, weight training, and rock climbing. Community
experts in whitewater rafting, fly fishing, kayaking, backpacking, and mountain climbing will provide workshops
and discussions. Students will develop fitness levels that will encourage lifelong participation in outdoor pursuits
through cardiovascular training and weight trainifidpis class may include somé-@ampus activities, such as
bike trips and trips to the OSU climbing wall or orienteering site.

TriYoga

Biology

Credits: 1 Science

LBCC Credit Option

Protist, Fungi, Plant, amdhimal). Students will study cell structure and function, biochemigénetics, evolu-
tion, classification, ecology and physiology of representatigarasms. Students will complete lab activities, in
class assignments, and projects. Reading scientific material from a variety of sources will be required.

Chemistry

Prerequisites: Algebral; BiophysicalFoundation (or take BPF concurrently Widacher Recommenda-

tion)

Credits: 1 Science
Chemisty, the central science, is a course of study that is essential toriddystand how our molecular world works.
This course is one of the prerequisites foAfllscience courses at CHS and is strongly recommended for anyone
wishing to study a scieneeelated field in college and beyond. Students will study the basic structure and classifi-
cations of matter along with the descriptions and calculations dealing with mattgy/&aesformations. Course
work will emphasize practical laboratory experiments as well as the development of psolblérg skills and
laboratoryreports.

Physics

Prerequisite:  Algebra 2;BiophysicalFoundation, (or take BpF concurrently wiiacher

Recommendation)

Credits: 1 Science
This course is designed for students who are taking a strong academic prpgrécularly those who need a
sound science background. Students will study the most fundamental laws by which the universe operates and will
use these laws to understand everyday events. Mathematics will be used and reviewed gxtShsiegits will
analyze motion, emgy, electricit, sound, light, and others.

Anatomy and Physiology

Prerequisite: Biology passed with a C or better

Credits: 1 credit Science
This intensive year long course focuses on structure and function of the normal human body. We examine the ef-
fects of diseases, disorders and time on the human body. Technological advances are emphasized such as diagnos-
tic tests, medical treatments, and surgical procedures. Laboratory experiences include microscopy, examination of
models, tissue, bones, and dissection. Outside reading and slirdetdd research projects, both individual and
small group are assigned throughout the course.
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AP level courses are suited for Juniors and Seniors with a strong background in life science and physical science
(e.g. Biology & Chemistry or Biology & Physics).
