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Principal’s greeting

Happy New Year! The teachers and staff of Corvallis High School join me in wishing you and your family the very best in 1997.

Last month I shared some of the steps we are taking at CHS to become a standards-based school. As I said, the Corvallis School District has adopted standards in the areas of communications, math, science and technology. These standards are helping us insure that all students have opportunities to learn the knowledge and skills we've agreed are most important. Projects and assignments are designed to allow students to demonstrate their learning. When teachers are clear about what they want students to learn, and use well-designed assessments to give students clear feedback about their performance, student learning increases.

Another project currently underway across the district is the development of Personalized Education Plans. These plans will not be like the procedurally rigid IEP's (Individual Education Plans) that we typically associate with special education. Instead, "PEP's" will begin with a variety of activities that help students better understand their learning strengths, interests and abilities. The information gained from these experiences will allow students and parents to work together to develop personally appropriate learning plans. PEP's will identify activities and strategies to help students achieve their learning goals, and will be reviewed regularly to insure that they reflect the learner's development. At Corvallis High School we plan to store this information on our computer system, so that it can be easily accessed by students and parents.

It has been nice to see so many new faces at our monthly Spartan Club meetings. The next Spartan Club meeting is Wednesday, February 5, at 7:00 PM in the Staff Dining Room (next to the cafeteria). You will have an opportunity to see a 10th grade student work sample in mathematics, and use a scoring guide to determine whether it meets the criteria to be counted as one of a student's required work samples for the Certificate of Initial Mastery. You will also learn about the alternative education opportunities that are available in the Corvallis School District to students who find that the regular program is not meeting their learning needs. I hope you will plan to join us February 5.

We plan to host parent conferences March 20 and 21. Please look for more complete information about conferences in the February CHS newsletter.

Our commitment at CHS remains firm: we will provide our students a safe, supportive environment in which to learn; we will have our students engaged in meaningful work and learning to use the knowledge and skills they acquire to create high quality products; and we will continue our efforts to include parents in the educational decisions affecting students. As always, I invite you to let us know how we are doing in these areas, and I welcome your suggestions for improvement.

Words from the Assistant Principal

School improvement vocabulary

As we communicate our strategies to effectively educate students at Corvallis High School, we often use words that may have  different meanings. Our common understanding of the words as well as our common understanding of the ideas is essential. We offer a brief list of words that we are frequently using to explain our curriculum, instruction strategies and assessment methods.

· Basic, proficient, advanced - levels used to describe a student’s achievement.  Students need to be at the proficient level to earn the CIM.

· Benchmark - developmental  checkpoints that describe what students should know or be able to do (CIM benchmarks at grades 3 (Level l), 5 (Level 2), 8 (Level 3), and 10 (Level  4). In Corvallis we’ve also set a benchmark at grade 1 (Level 0).

· CIM — Certificate of Initial Mastery — is a certificate that will be awarded to students who meet the content and performance standards near grade 10. The first group of students eligible to achieve a CIM in Corvallis School District is the current 8th grade class. They will demonstrate their skills and knowledge in English and mathematics through multiple choice tests and a collection of work samples. The work samples will be writings, speeches, math problems and responses to complex questions or topics.

· CAM - Certificate of Advanced Mastery - a certificate that will be awarded to students who meet the content and performance standards, participate in an endorsement area through work, community and school-based career learning and achieve career-related learning standards near grade 12. The current 8th grade class will, again, be the first group with the opportunity to demonstrate the skills and knowledge required to earn a CAM.

· Curriculum - what is to be learned over time.

· Instruction - strategies and techniques used to support students in meeting learning targets that take the unique characteristics of each learner into account.

· Learning environments - settings and/or resources that structure, support and enhance student learning.

· PEP - personalized education plan; mutually agreed upon (student, teacher, family) plan that serves as a goal-setting tool to help students direct their own learning toward the benchmarks.

· Performance standard - criteria that describe how well a student must demonstrate learning to meet the requirements.

· Portfolio of Evidence -  POE - purposeful collection of significant work that demonstrates progress toward the CIM, CAM and district benchmarks.

· Scoring guide - scale (rubric) used to judge the quality of student performance.

· Working portfolio - a  collection of student work over time, including both work in progress and completed projects. Students draw from this collection to compile a portfolio of evidence (POE).

Expand horizons

Oregon state writing assessment

In mid-February (tentatively scheduled for Feb. 10, 11 and 12), all tenth grade students will take the Oregon State Writing Assessment during their Global Humanities class. Students not taking Global Humanities will be scheduled to take the assessment during independent study time, if possible.

Students will be given brief topics; they will select one and write a response. The writing assessment takes two to three days because students develop first drafts, revise their writing and then complete final copies. All student writing is read by two trained scorers; students are assessed to see how well they:

1. develop a main idea and support it with details (content),

2. organize their ideas and move from one idea to the next (organization),

3. use varied and effective sentences (sentence fluency),

4. spell, punctuate, capitalize and use grammar (conventions).

Students receive scores of 1 - 6 in each of the four categories listed above. Scores from 1 - 3 are not meeting grade level expectations; scores of 4 are meeting grade level expectations and scores of 5 or 6 are exceeding expectations. Score reports will be sent home in June.

You can help your student be well prepared by:

· providing good rest and nutrition during the assessment time,

· being positive about the experience and the results,

· helping your student with the skills of writing.

Editor’s note: The Oregon State Department of Education has decided that students will not able to use computers for the assessment this year—it is an “equity issue” that is under investigation. There is some controversy on this subject. How state tests help 509J students


In the coming months every school in the state will test third, fifth, eighth and tenth graders in the areas of writing, reading and math. The purpose of these tests is to:

· 
Provide the district with information for decisions regarding instructional programs.

· 
Help teachers provide individual students with the instruction they need.


Originally, the state required these assessments to gauge how Oregon students were performing collectively. Now, in addition to giving education decision-makers insights into student achievement, the tests can be used to measure how individual students are progressing. This information also helps teachers to tailor their teaching to meeting individual needs.


But 509J Program Assessment Coordinator Bill Auty reminds us that scores from statewide assessments are not the only indicator of student achievement.


“The state tests are only a part of what we use to judge student achievement,” he said. “Classroom work always has and always will make up the bulk of how we judge student performance.”


Assessments begin in February with writing. Students choose one of several topics, and in three sessions, write a rough draft, revise and edit, and then create a final copy. These papers are scored by groups of teachers from across the state using a common standard.


Reading and math assessments follow in April. Both tests include a multiple-choice component and an open-ended question. The open-ended question for reading requires students to read a passage and write short essay responses to questions. Students are scored on how well they understand and think critically about main themes and how they relate the reading to their person experience or current events.


For math, students must solve a real-life problem and clearly demonstrate that they know a variety of mathematical concepts and strategies. In addition, they must communicate how they solved the problem and show that the answer is reasonable. Only fifth, eighth and 10th graders take the open-ended portions of the reading and math tests.


Since the state started requiring these tests in 1991, district scores in reading and math have stayed relatively constant. Last year’s test scores show that a clear majority of students meet the proficiency standards at all levels in reading and math. The state has never set a proficiency standard for writing.


District teachers will be working to improve instruction and learning so that students will meet the more rigorous standards required for the Certificate for Initial Mastery (CIM) in 1998-99.

School-to-school youth exchange

Corvallis Sister Cities Association announces an opportunity for CHS and CV students to participate in a youth exchange for a portion of the 1997-98 school year.

The focus of the Sister Schools Initiative is forming institutional partnerships and developing curricula between U.S. and NIS schools. Corvallis and Uzhgorod sister cities will have a joint theme of environmental issues and government, drawing on the natural connections between these themes. Ukrainian students will also explore methods that will assist them in establishing student governments. All 20 students will work together to create a web page that allows them to establish a school linkage computer network with other teens around the world.

Ten Corvallis students, ages 14 to 18 from CHS and CVHS will travel to Uzhgorod with an adult chaperone to study for one month in September 1997. Ten Uzhgorod students and an adult chaperone will spend approximately three months attending school in Corvallis beginning February 1998.

Student selection in Corvallis will be completed by April. An information night will be held for students and parents Monday, March 17, 7:30 PM. at the Crescent Valley Career Center where applications will be available. Interested students may also contact Diane Jaquith at 757-4524 to have their name and address recorded for further information. Priority will be given to students who have not participated in a previous youth exchange with Uzhgorod. Sister Cities International is also offering two scholarships for low-income students. Students with disabilities are urged to apply.

This Sister Cities International educational program is funded by USIA’s (United States Information Agency) NIS Secondary School Initiative, a program resulting from Senator Bill Bradley’s conviction that only through the young people of the Newly Independent States (NIS) of the former Soviet Union could true democracy be realized. Corvallis is one of five cities nationally to receive a grant to implement this exchange.

Qualifying employees must have been employed for at least three years.  Two one-page essays must be submitted in addition to the applications required essays.  Awards may be received for a maximum of twelve quarters.  Awards at a 2-year institution are received for no more than six quarters.

Oregon Public Employees Union ossc—DEADLINE: Mar. 1—1. OPEU members; 2. children, grandchildren, and spouses of active or retired members in good standing; 3. dependents of deceased members who were active OPEU members at time of death; 4. laid-off members. Qualified members must have been active members for at least one year. Applicants must apply and compete annually.

Wilani Council Camp Fire Boys & Girls ossc—DEADLINE:  Mar. 1—Graduating high school seniors who are members or alumni of Wilani Council Camp Fire Boys & Girls.  One-time award.

Troutman’s Emporium ossc—DEADLINE:  Mar. 1—Emporium employees for at least one year and their dependents. Applicants must be planning to enroll at least half time in an undergraduate course of study.  Preference will be given to applicants planning to attend colleges in Oregon, Washington, Idaho, or California. One-time award.

Disabled Peace Officer Grant ossc—DEADLINE: Variable—Natural, adopted or stepchild of any peace officer in Oregon who was disabled or killed in the line of duty. The $2,500 award is made on an annual basis and may be received for a maximum of twelve quarters, or their equivalent. Recipients must attend an Oregon community college or state system school.

Portland Legal Secretaries Association—DEADLINE: Mar. 14—High school seniors preparing for a career as a legal secretary or for a legal support staff position. Must have at least a “B” average or the equivalent work/life experience, and be in need of financial assistance.

OreALS Scholarship Fund—DEADLINE: Mar. 21—Scholarship of $1,200 for persons beginning or furthering a career in a legal support staff position (someone who works under the supervision of an attorney). Financial need, merit, ability are considered.

Child Support for Children Scholarship—DEADLINE: April 1—Scholarship is dedicated to those students wishing to further their education and are having difficulty doing so due to the non-payment of child support. Can be used to attend accredited four-year colleges or universities, a two-year community college, or a trade or vocational school.

Oregon Association of Public Accountants—DEADLINE: April 1—Recipients must be Oregon residents and plan to attend an Oregon institution of higher education as full-time students. Scholarships of $1,000 to $2,000 may be applied to tuition, fees, books or other academic expenses. Selection is based on financial need, scholastic achievement, personal qualifications and professional promise.

Corvallis Ambassadors Scholarship—DEADLINE: April 8—Minimum award of $500 for seniors graduating from CHS or CVHS and planning to attend OSU. Must have a 3.00 GPA.  Essay required. Preference is given to applicants who participate in high school athletics, but it is not an eligibility requirement.

Very Special Arts Playwright Discovery Program—DEADLINE: April 14—Age 25 or under with disability—Writers are invited to submit an original script exploring the way disabilities shape the human experience. Two categories will be judged:  ages 18 and under, and ages 19-25. The winner will receive scholarship funds, a trip to the John F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts in Washington, D.C. to see the play produced, and a one-on-one tutorial with a professional playwright.

1997 summer programs

Christopher Columbus Discovery Institute (Texas Christian University, Dallas/Fort Worth), Dates:  July 8-13, Application deadline:  April 1—Sponsored by the National Inventive Thinking Association, a non-profit organization, whose mission is to encourage the use of inventive thinking skills. Teams of 2 teachers, one administrator and one student, put together by schools, will be selected for the five day program, involving a curriculum which encourages creative thinking and inventive problem solving. Scholarships are available.

The George Washington University Next Generation Leadership Program, a four-week summer residential program for high school students. The goal is to introduce students to the study of Political Science through enrollment in college-level course work and first-hand observations of American political processes.

Harvard Summer School Secondary School Program, Dates:  June 22-Aug. 15, Application deadline: June 4—Must have completed junior or senior year of high school—Explore Harvard’s academic environment, gain insight for future academic decisions, take classes for college credit, attend workshop on writing the college application, trips to other New England colleges and a college fair.

Interlochen Center for the Arts, Dates:  June- August—A fine arts boarding high school, Interlochen offers a summer program for students ages eight through eighteen; with instruction in Music, Theatre Arts, Dance, and Visual Art. Two new programs are offered in the Creative Writing and Advanced String Quartet Institutes.  Thirty-five percent of Interlochen campers receive financial aid. One full tuition scholarship goes to a high school musician from each state.

Media Workshops, The, Dates:  (July 21- July 26), (July 28- Aug. 2), (Aug. 4- Aug. 9), (Aug. 11- Aug. 16)—This is the thirteenth year for the program, an opportunity for students to go behind-the-scenes of the American mass media. Participants will spend a week in Los Angeles, go “on location” to Hollywood movie studios, major network centers and newspapers to learn about the media and its production process.  Workshops located on UCLA campus. Cost is $735.

National Teen Leadership Program (Pacific University), Dates:  Aug. 8-10—Open to all high school students, the program emphasizes leadership, esteem-building and motivational seminars. Students who are leaders in any school or community activity are invited to attend. Opportunity to receive cash scholarships to the college of choice.  NTLP is a non-profit organization. Applicants are given information to help in raising the $275 sponsorship fee.

Oregon Governors’ School, Sophomores, juniors and seniors
Dates:  June 22-July 11, Application deadline: Mar. 15—Private, non-profit organization aimed at developing leadership and citizenship. Summer Institute workshops focus on skill building in areas of critical thinking, problem solving, communication, negotiation, conflict management, team building, and project development. After the summer program, students commit to initiating Community Leadership Projects in their community. Students are expected to make a year-long commitment to being

involved in their communities as well as participating in their Youth Initiative meetings each six weeks. Tuition fee of $850, $300 deposit required. Some scholarships are available based on need.

Savannah College of Art and Design “Rising Star,” Dates:  July 12-Aug. 16, Application deadline:  May 1—For students who have completed junior year of high school and are interested in a career in the visual arts. Ten hours of college credit may be earned as students take two classes per day and live in residence halls.  Essay required. Tuition is $3,985.

U.S. Air Force Academy Summer Scientific Seminar (SSS), deadline: Jan. 15—Two one-week sessions for students who have completed their junior year, are interested in becoming an Air Force Academy Cadet, and have an aptitude in science/math/engineering. Provides a firsthand look at academic program and facilities. Six hundred students are chosen nationwide based on interest and aptitude. Must have taken the PSAT, SAT, ACT or PACT. Financial aid is available if approved.

University of Miami Summer Scholar Programs, Dates:  July 6-25—For high school sophomores and juniors. Classes in the areas of Filmmaking, Law, Medicine, or Oceans and Atmospheres. Students live on campus, explore career options, and earn college credit. A limited number of partial scholarships available.

Western Oregon State College Summer Session, Dates:  June 23-Aug. 1—Summer 1997 Schedule of Classes will be available in February.
World Affairs Seminar at the University of Wisconsin-Whitewater, Dates:  June 15-20, For juniors—Study and discuss world issues with 1,000 students, including 250 foreign exchange students from throughout the world. Service clubs and other organizations are encouraged to “sponsor” students with the $300 tuition fee.
