I hope this newsletter finds you well. The last few weeks have been extremely busy at CHS, and the weeks following winter break promise to be no different.  

The Corvallis School District is continuing the process of adopting academic “standards” that identify the knowledge and skills we want our students to have. But what does this really mean at the school level? Let me briefly summarize the progress we’re making at CHS in becoming a standards-based school.

All staff are learning about the adopted standards in communication, math, science and technology. During this school year, each staff member will use a state-adopted scoring guide to assess student work in reading, writing, speaking and/or math. Students will have multiple opportunities to produce work samples and have them assessed against the standards. Parents will have opportunities to learn about the standards and participate in scoring student work. By the end of January, our staff will identify which standards will be learning targets in each class that is taught. This allows us to insure that every student has adequate opportunities to demonstrate that they have learned the knowledge and skills required by the standards.

The next chance for parents to learn about the standards comes at the January meeting of the Spartan Parent Club. Representatives from the CHS Math Department will present an overview of the adopted math standards, and explain how instruction and curriculum are changing to address these standards. The meeting is Wednesday, January 8, at 7:00 PM in the staff dining room. All CHS parents are welcome to attend.

We will be mailing home second semester student schedules when school resumes in January. I encourage you to review your student’s schedule and contact the counseling center if you have any questions. 

Our commitment at CHS remains firm: we will provide our students a safe, supportive environment in which to learn; we will have our students engaged in meaningful work and learning to use the knowledge and skills they acquire to create high quality products; and we will continue our efforts to include parents in the educational decisions affecting students. As always, I invite you to let us know how we are doing in these areas, and I welcome your suggestions for improvement.

Best wishes to you and your family during this holiday season, and throughout the coming year.

Words from the Assistant Principal

Reading/writing skill center

We are implementing a new course next semester that will strengthen our students' reading and writing skills. By reviewing our state assessment results and listening to teachers, students and parents, we are convinced that some of our students need additional skill development in these two areas. Reading and writing are very complex tasks which require the use of many skills simultaneously. If a student is seriously lacking in even one of the skills, he/she is not able to read or write effectively.

The class will focus on improving student skills in reading fluency, comprehension and recall and transferring those skills to the analytical process of writing. We believe that students who attend regularly and participate actively will greatly improve their reading rate and level and make improvements in their writing ability.

If you are interested in your CHS student participating in this class, please phone his/her counselor or have your student contact the counselor. We are very hopeful that this class will have a significant impact on students.

Student success — class attendance

We believe that student success is directly related to class attendance and participation. In an effort to improve attendance in classes, the cafeteria has been closed during class time to all students who have classes. Students must check in with a campus support person if they want to study or visit during class time in the cafeteria. This is another measure to encourage students to be in class and not socializing.

Beyond High School:

Transition for Students with IEPs

On Thursday, January 9, from 7 to 8:30 PM, in the Highland View Middle School library the Special Education Advisory Committee (SEAC) has scheduled a program designed to give parents of middle and high school students with IEPs information about the transition process, Beyond High School:  Transition Program for Parents of Students with Individual Education Plans.

A statement of transition services must be included in the Individual Education Plan (IEP) of all students who are 16 years of age and older. These services may include instruction and activities. The instruction and activities are designed to help students prepare for life beyond high school, and may include preparation for post high school education, work, and/or community living. The services are determined by the individual student’s needs, interests and preferences.

Parents will learn about the legal requirements, how transition services are included in the IEP, about their role and about the student’s role in designing transition services. Becky Venice, the regional COPE representative and a parent who has been through transition with her own child will share information and resources. Bring your questions!

School-to-Career News

Sixty individuals representing different careers in our community will speak to the freshman English classes in January as a part of the career awareness unit.

The program will take place Wednesday through Friday the weeks of January 6 and 13. Each block will have one speaker representing a different career path each day of the event. In preparation for the classroom presentations, the students visited Beyond CHS where they researched careers and completed a career assessment. The purpose of the unit is to give the students information regarding specific careers such as:

education needed to enter a profession

opportunities within a profession and related fields 

skills and traits necessary to succeed in the profession 

advantages/disadvantages of working in the profession

Oregon Girls’ State

For junior girls who are interested in the operation of government:  Oregon Girls’ State is for selected girls to learn the fundamentals, structure, and operation of our government. City, county, and state officials will be elected; governments will be set up and mock trials conducted. Legislative representatives will be elected, will introduce, debate, and pass bills. Through actual practice, the rights, duties and responsibilities of American citizenship will be a reality for a week at Girls’ State.

Applications are now available in the Counseling Center and due by January 7th.

ESL program

Corvallis High School, like many public schools, has an English as a Second Language (ESL) program for students who speak a different language at home and are in the process of learning English. The program at CHS currently serves around 45 students and is growing. One of the two instructors, Karin Krueger, graduated from CHS and has a Master of Arts in ESL and teaching. She divides her time between CHS and HVMS. Judy Storie, the other instructor, teaches at both CHS and CV, and is a swim coach for CHS.

CHS’ ESL students come from Thailand, Laos, Vietnam, Japan, Mexico, El Salvador, Puerto Rico, and Ghana. Many are immigrants or permanent residents of the United States. Some are just beginning to learn English, whereas others have a good grasp of spoken English, but need help in reading, writing, and English vocabulary. Students generally pick up spoken English within a year or two, but it often takes longer to acquire language, reading, and writing skills needed for high school classes. ESL Humanities is offered as an option for these students.

ESL Humanities is offered during A block. The class is studying U.S. History from a multicultural perspective. Students receive 2 credits of social studies (U.S. History) and 2 credits of English on completing the course. ESL Humanities is offered alternate years with ESL Global Studies, which will be taught next year.

ESL Skills is a class for students who need more fluency in English, or would like to work on their reading and writing skills. It is a good class for ESL students who need assistance from time to time in their regular academic courses. It is offered during D block.

Seniors & their parents:

Financial aid help

Beyond CHS will hold two sessions to answer questions and help fill out the FAFSA. These will be held on January 7 from 3 - 6 PM and again on January 14 from 1 - 3 PM in Room 209 at CHS. You are strongly encouraged to come and get help during one of these sessions especially if you were not able to attend the financial aid night in December. The forms are available in Beyond CHS, pick one up or have your student pick it up, review it and then come to either session. Barbara Dunn, a parent volunteer at CHS and recently retired from the Financial Aid Office at OSU will be directing the session. We are extremely fortunate to have her and we thank her. The CHS counselors are also available to help you.

All Ivy League and over 450 private colleges require the FAFSA and the College Board’s Profile—forms are available in Beyond CHS as well as online at http://www.collegeboard.org/profile.html

Send the FAFSA as soon as possible after January 2—don’t wait until you file your taxes, estimate and correct it later—send it by January 31, 1997

Make a copy of the FAFSA to use as a worksheet—40% of the forms have miscopied Social Security numbers and math errors—mistakes can reduce aid and cost precious time—expect an error-free application to take six weeks to process

FAFSA Express (http://easi.ed.gov), automatically scans for math errors—be careful to enter the information correctly

Remember, questions apply to the student applying for aid, even though the parent is filling out the forms—don’t give a parent social security number when the form asks for a student social security number

College credit 

Thirty-six seniors in College Writing at CHS may qualify to earn three hours of Writing 121 credit through Linn-Benton Community College by passing a writing skills test at Benton Center and taking LBCC’s final exam for WR 121 at CHS. The grade in WR 121 will be determined by LBCC’s  evaluation of the final exam (40%) and the grade earned in College Writing (60%).

Oregon Governors’ School:

Leadership and community service

Applications are available in Beyond CHS for the 1997 Oregon Governors’ School for sophomores, juniors and seniors. Participants will attend a three-week, residential summer institute held at Willamette University and then have a follow-up year-long program at the community level. There will be the opportunity to learn what it takes to serve as a leader in a diverse and ever-changing community. The skills and experience gained will benefit school and community, as well as the individual. Application deadline is March 15, 1997.

Educational tour scholarships—Deadline:  1/31/97— for students in grades 9-12—Applications are available in the Counseling Center for EF Educational Tours, an 11-day expense-paid educational tour. Ambassador scholarships are granted based on a student’s proposal to change the world, either at a local or global level. 

Newark College of Engineering Engineering Design Competition—Deadline:  12/9/96—For high school students. Enrollment in Newark College of Engineering is required before scholarship prizes are awarded. The contest involves demonstration of technical talent and ingenuity by creating an engineering design solution to a real engineering problem for a major corporation in the state of New Jersey. First prize: four-year, full tuition scholarship. Second prize:  four-year, half-tuition scholarship. Third prizes:  four $250 cash awards.

Lafayette College Scholarships—Deadline: with application—Several academic and need-based scholarship programs are available to students who are admitted to the college and meet various criteria.

Linn-Benton Community College Foundation Scholarships and Awards—Deadline: varies—Many programs offer awards ranging from $75 to one-year full tuition, to students who meet selection criteria and will attend LBCC.  Several are need-based, others are based on merit.

Regis University Scholarships—Deadline: with application—Over $1,500,000 is awarded annually through several scholarship programs for students admitted to Regis University. Board of Trustees, Science, Blue & Gold and Forensics scholarships are available.

Tufts University Balfour Scholarship—Deadline: with application—An endowed scholarship established to assist African American students who select Tufts University, the award is based on financial need, demonstrated academic strength and the potential for leadership. All nominated candidates will have a campus visit and interview in March.

University of Texas at Dallas Academic Scholarships—Deadline: with application—All freshmen who are admitted to the university are automatically considered for several academic scholarship awards. Students are selected based on SAT scores, class rank, GPA, honors coursework, and National Merit Scholarship recognition.

Swarthmore College Lang Opportunity Scholarships for Social Action—Deadline: 1/1/97—Commitment to effective social change through activities during high school is the basis for selection for the award. Students who will attend Swarthmore and are chosen as Lang Scholars may apply for generous financial resources to support initiatives they decide to undertake in the areas of community service and social change. Applicants must submit a one-page essay describing their role in community service, social or political change efforts, and/or hopes for such involvement in the future.

Elks Vocational Grant Program—Deadline: 1/16/97—A grant program for students planning to attend a two year or less vocational/technical program. It is based largely on financial need.

Elks Most Valuable Student Scholarship Award—Deadline: 1/16/97—The award is for seniors, and is based on financial need, leadership and scholarship. Scholarships will be awarded on a local, district, state and national level, and range from $1,000 to $5,000 per year for four years.

Cornish College of the Arts Kreielsheimer Scholarship Competition—Deadline: 2/1/97—Four year full-tuition scholarships for prospective students, who must be admitted to the College and participate in auditions or portfolio reviews before Mar. 1.

Hobart and William Smith Colleges Art Scholars Program—Deadline: 2/1/97—Fine or Performing Arts students who will attend Hobart or William Smith College are selected by the fine arts faculty and awarded merit scholarships of $5,000 annually. Application, letter of recommendation and an Audition and Portfolio Review are required for consideration. Audition and Portfolio Review Days are offered on campus Jan. 18 or Feb. 15, 1997.

Lawrence University Scholarship Opportunities—Deadline: 2/1/97—Merit scholarships ranging from $5,000 to $10,000 per year are offered, based on  academic achievement, an essay and an interview. Music scholarships, based on an audition, are available, ranging from $1,000 to $2,000 per year. Scholarships are renewable subject to specific criteria described in the award letter.

Milwaukee School of Engineering Scholarships—Deadline: 2/1/97—Awards ranging from $1,000 yearly to full four-year tuition are available to qualified students who will attend the school. Criteria vary.

American Musical and Dramatic Academy National Scholarship Competition—Deadline: Audition dates in various cities throughout the country, Feb.-April—Several scholarships ranging from $2,000 to full tuition are available through audition, to attend the American Musical and Dramatic Academy’s two year program in New York City.

Zonta International Young Women in Public Affairs Award—Deadline: 2/10/97—For female graduating high school seniors planning to attend college next year. Local, district and international awards totaling $1,700 for students with a record of participation in student and community activities, awareness of international issues, views regarding women in decision-making position, and an ability to articulate a world vision.

Portland State University Music Scholarships—Deadline: 2/14/97—A total of over $100,000 available through several scholarships for students planning to attend P.S.U. and major in music. Awards range from $200 to full in-state tuition. Preliminary auditions will be held on campus on Feb. 22 (vocal) and Mar. 1 (instrumental).

Norelco Tripleheader Scholarship**—Deadline: 2/15/97—Students who excel in athletics, academics and school/community service will be nominated by coaches/athletic directors. Finalists, chosen from each of six regions of the U.S., will receive $1,000 scholarships. The top national winner will receive a $10,000 scholarship.

OSU Institute of Food Technologists Scholarships—Deadline: 2/15/97—Graduating seniors with outstanding scholastic ability and a “well-rounded” personality, planning to enroll in the Food Science and Technology Dept. at OSU. The $1,000 awards are intended to encourage outstanding students to enter the field.

Oregon Society of Certified Public Accountants (OSCPA)—Deadline: 2/19/97—Ten-twelve $1,000 scholarships are awarded to outstanding high school seniors who plan to major in accounting at one of nine Oregon colleges or universities. Selection is based primarily on academic achievement, with a minimum GPA of 3.75 considered.

Mensa Education & Research Foundation Scholarship Essay Contest—Deadline: 2/28/97—Applicants must write an essay on their academic or career goals. Approximately 100 scholarships from $100 to $1,000 are awarded, to be used toward a degree program. It is not necessary to be a member of Mensa.

Independence Essay Competition—Deadline: 3/3/97—Five $1,000 awards will go to the entrants with the best essays (2,000 words or less) on the Bill of Rights of the U.S. Constitution.

American Legion National High School Oratorical Contest—Deadline: 3/15/97—For grades 9-12. Scholarships ranging from $1,500 to $18,000 are awarded in the state and national competitions, and may be used at any U.S. college or university. An original Prepared Oration between 8 and 10 minutes is required. The assigned topic will be on some phase of the U.S. Constitution.

Oregon Institute of Technology Scholarships—Deadline: 3/15/97—A minimum of $1,000 is available to students who meet one of the following criteria: 1) GPA of 3.5 or better and combined SAT of 1100 or ACT of 24; 2) Class Valedictorian or Salutatorian; or 3) National Merit Finalist, Semi-Finalist, or Commended. Students must declare a major upon applying for admission in order to qualify.

Ayn Rand Anthem Essay Contest—Deadline: 4/1/97—For Freshmen and Sophomores.  Essays on Ayn Rand’s novelette, Anthem will be judged for style and content.  First prize, $1,000; $200 and $100 for 30 second and third prizes.

Ayn Rand Fountainhead Essay Contest—Deadline: 4/15/97—For Juniors and Seniors. Essay must address one of three listed topics about The Fountainhead. Cash award of $5,000 for best essay; $1,000 and $500 for 15 second and third prizes.

Summer programs

University of Miami Summer Scholar Programs—Dates: July 6-25—For high school sophomores and juniors. Classes in the areas of Film making, Law, Medicine, or Oceans and Atmospheres. Students live on campus, explore career options, and earn college credit. A limited number of partial scholarships available.

Western Oregon State College Summer Session—Dates: June 23-Aug. 1—Summer 1997 Schedule of Classes will be available in February.

World Affairs Seminar at the University of Wisconsin-Whitewater—Dates: June 15-20—For juniors. Study and discuss world issues with 1,000 students, including 250 foreign exchange students from throughout the world. Service clubs and other organizations are encouraged to “sponsor” students with the $300 tuition fee.
