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Principal’s greeting

An issue which continues to be one of the most controversial at Corvallis High School is our daily schedule. As you know, our students attend classes that are offered as either 90 minute blocks or 43 minute split blocks. We are completing our fourth year on this schedule, and have come to understand that it has its advantages as well as disadvantages.

We have also come to understand that there is no perfect schedule; nonetheless, we continue to explore scheduling alternatives to insure that our students have the greatest opportunity to learn.  

Over the last two months a study group consisting of teachers, parents and students has been exploring the advantages and disadvantages of a trimester system. We currently have two 18 week semesters each year; in a trimester system there are three 12 week grading periods. Presently, our daily schedule consists of four 90 minute blocks (each of which can be divided into 43 minute split blocks); in a trimester system there are five 70 minute periods and no split blocks.

The Trimester Study Committee recently reported their findings to the site council. The committee found that trimesters might offer a number of advantages over our current schedule, including the more efficient use of instructional time and the possibility of reducing the amount of independent study time typically found in student schedules. On the down side, the committee found that moving to trimesters would result in a school calendar which no longer aligns with other schools in the district, and a daily bell schedule which is even less compatible with that of Crescent Valley. We won’t be making any immediate changes to a trimester system, but I expect that the discussion will carry forward into the coming year in search of the best possible daily schedule.

I hope you will come to the last Spartan Parent Club meeting of the year, scheduled for Wednesday, May 7, at 7:00 PM in the staff dining room (next to the CHS cafeteria). In addition to the group’s regular activities and discussions, you’ll have an opportunity to hear assistant principal Cathi Alden share reflections on her first year at Corvallis High School. Cathi has been a tremendous addition to our staff. I credit her with providing outstanding leadership in behalf of curriculum development, instructional improvement, and program assessment. The enormous progress we’ve made this year towards becoming a standards-based school clearly indicates that Cathi is an expert teacher who understands the process of school improvement. Please join us May 7 for what I’m sure will be an enjoyable and informative evening.

As April draws to a close I am reminded how fast this school year has gone! Our commitment at CHS remains firm: we will provide our students a safe, supportive environment in which to learn; we will have our students engaged in meaningful work and learning to use the knowledge and skills they acquire to create high quality products; and we will continue our efforts to communicate with parents and include them in the educational decisions affecting students. As always, I invite you to let us know how we are doing in these areas, and I welcome your suggestions for improvement.

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Preregistration for 1997-1998

It seems early to be thinking about September 1997, but that's what students have been asked to do. All students have completed their preregistration for next year; this allows us to plan for appropriate numbers of courses and teacher schedules. We have stressed the importance of this process to students and will be reluctant to add courses to their schedules for which they have not preregistered. We are hopeful that students and parents will receive their schedules early in the summer so that any errors can be corrected well before school begins.

Statewide assessment

Whew…we have finished our statewide assessments for 1997. Tenth grade students were tested in writing in February and in reading and math during April. Each assessment lasted approximately 90 minutes and will give our students individual scores in several specific areas of the general category. Based on writing an essay, students will receive scores in content, organization, voice, word choice, sentence fluency and conventions. Reading scores reflect the student's ability to identify word meaning, comprehend literal information, identify inferences, evaluate text and locate information. Math scores will be given in calculations and estimations, measurement, statistics and probability, algebraic relationships and geometry. The reading test contained various types of passages and  multiple-choice questions while the math test had problems with multiple-choice answers and an open-ended problem that required students to write out their thinking and their answer. The school's composite results will assist us in evaluating our curriculum and student achievement as compared to other schools in Oregon and our district standards. Results should be available in early June and will be sent home.

Sheila Shafer was selected for the NAACP Anti-discrimination Award for 1997. She will be recognized at a banquet on May 17. This is a wonderful tribute to Sheila and all of you who celebrate diversity on a daily basis. Congratulations Sheila.

School-to-Career News:

Sophomore Job Shadows

All sophomores who applied to participate in the job shadow program met with Barbara Stalick, STC coordinator on April 22 to get their assignment and go over requirements to complete the activity. Sophomore shadows, a three-hour visit to a place of employment, will take place the first two weeks of May. Before the shadow students need to phone their host to confirm the time and date. This information and the signed parent permission form for travel was to be turned in to the STC office at CHS by April 24. During the shadow, students will interview their host and observe firsthand their daily routines and activities. The interview questions and a student reflection sheet  should be turned in to the STC office the day after the shadow. A thank you letter to the student’s host is due within one week of the experience. Parents can help by reminding their student of the requirements, checking to see their student is dressed appropriately and making sure transportation is arranged so students arrive on time.

Summer Employment

With the approach of summer many students are seeking employment. While this is an excellent opportunity to develop job skills, apply knowledge learned at school or earn extra money, students and parents need to be aware of potential work related hazards. Each year approximately 70  adolescents in the United States die from job related injuries. Hundreds more are hospitalized and tens of thousands require treatment in hospital emergency rooms. The following jobs are especially hazardous to adolescents:
· Working in or around motor vehicles

· Operating tractors or other heavy machinery

· Working near electrical hazards such as overhead power lines while using poles, ladders, pipes or boomed vehicles.

· Working in retail and service businesses where there is a risk of robbery-related homicide

· Working on ladders, scaffolds, roofs or construction sites

· Working around cooking appliances

· Continuous manual lifting and lifting heavy objects.

Child Labor Laws protect young people in the work force. Parents and employer should be aware of the laws that pertain to employment of minors. During the summer 14 and 15-year-olds may work 40 hours per week between the hours of 7 a.m. and 9 p.m.. Sixteen and 17 year olds may work any hours of the day up to 44 hours per week. Minimum wage is $5.50 per hour. For a complete listing contact the United Stated Department of Labor, Wage-Hour Division in Portland at (503) 326-3057 and request the Child Labor Bulletin No. 101. 

Although the major focus of the STC office is not summer employment jobs are posted on our board when employers call regarding opportunities for students. Summer work provides our youth with the opportunity to develop skills, earn money and apply knowledge, but safety should be an important criterion when accepting a position.

Health information

We’d like to take this opportunity to remind parents of some seasonal health.

One of the most dangerous things faced by students is the thing they seek most, the sun. Please remind your child to use sunscreen. Athletes should bring it to practice as well as to games and meets.

Allergy and hay fever victims need to remember their medicine. It is against the law to dispense medicine at school without a physician’s approval. However, students may bring over-the-counter medication to school one dose at a time. It must be clearly labeled. Remember, a student staying after school will probably need extra medication.

Bee stings are common in the spring, please be sure the school is aware of any problems. If your child is allergic to bee or insect bites and requires a kit, please be sure to contact Cindy Gullege at 757-5871. Also, if your child plays sports, you will need to leave a kit with the coach.

Hepatitis B is usually spread by contact with infected blood or blood products; i.e. illicit-drug use, tattooing and piercing. The virus is also found in body fluids. Transmission can occur through close interpersonal contact.  While most patients recover, the disease can be very serious, even fatal. There is a vaccine available. Please seek the advice of your physician or the Benton County Health Department.

Wescon Scholarship—Deadline: May 1—Awards of $3,000 to $5,000 for the best essays on the importance of electronics technology and the future of electronics in the United States. Awards go to students who will major in electronics or associated fields at four-year colleges. Recipients will be honored at a presentation during the Wescon Electronics Show in Santa Clara/San Jose, California.

Oregon School Employees Association John Brown Scholarship Award—Deadline: May 4—One to three scholarships will be awarded, for a total of $800, to graduating seniors. A parent or guardian must be a current classified employee of the Corvallis School District, the student must have a 2.5 GPA, and must be enrolling in an accredited college or vocational school in the fall.

Dixon Creek Dental Health/Sciences Scholarship—Deadline: May 5—$250 scholarship to assist students interested in pursuing careers in the health or science field. May be used to attend any accredited two-or-four-year program.

Corvallis Clinic Foundation, Inc., James A. Riley, M.D., Health Occupation Scholarship—Deadline: May 9—Scholarship is for seniors with a minimum GPA of 3.25, who have interest in a career in a health-related profession.  A letter of application is required, along with three references, including two educators and one community member.

Western Culinary Institute Graham Kerr “The Galloping Gourmet” Scholarship and High School Senior Scholarship—Deadline: May 16—Graham Kerr award is a $1,000 tuition waiver available to one graduating senior. Senior Scholarship is $500 for one graduating senior from each Oregon high school.

FEEA Scholarship—Deadline: May 30—For federal employees or their dependents, these awards are based entirely on student merit. To qualify the federal employee must have at least three years of federal service, and the applicant must have a 3.0 GPA.

Benton County Livestock Association Scholarship—Deadline: June 1—Two $300 scholarships for any Benton County resident freshmen entering college pursuing a career in an agricultural field, including environmental science, fisheries and wildlife, marine science, forestry, range management, and veterinarian medicine.

Olin L. Livesey Scholarship Fund—Deadline: June 1—Preliminary applications from high school seniors will be classified into community, regional, state and national categories, for which awards range from $250 - $25,000. Academic work and financial situation are considered, and award may be used at any college. Also available to parents who qualify, is the Scholarship-Savings Membership Program, which offers a savings of 20 - 40% of the total expense of a college education.

Scholarships continued . . .

National Service Scholars Program—Deadline: June 15—High school juniors and seniors who have performed community service for at least a year may be selected to receive a $500 scholarship from a local organization, which will be matched by a $500 scholarship from the Corporation for National Service.

Brooks, W.A. “Pete” Scholarship (Independent Insurance Agents of Oregon)—Deadline: June 16—Maximum award of $2,500 to a student who will enroll in the University of Oregon School of Business.  Scholarship is intended to further students’ interest in an insurance-related career. Applicants are judged on academics, leadership and contribution to their school and community.

Brigham Young University Electronics and Manufacturing Engineering Scholarships—Deadline: July 1—Scholarships are available to students who will enroll in the BYU engineering programs.

George Washington Awards (Orphans International Foundation) —Deadline: June 30—The purpose of the program is to encourage future generations to take leadership roles, benefiting abused, exploited and abandoned children. You do not need to be an orphan to apply. Five or more students will be selected for awards ranging up to $20,000 for tuition at any accredited college. If selected, recipients must volunteer 20 hours in a public service program for disadvantaged children within one year of the date the award is made. GPA, financial need and chosen fields of study are not factors in the selection process.

Wendy’s High School Heisman Award—Deadline: Sept. 12—For students who are juniors in 96/97, and who have achieved success through involvement in academics, community service and athletics.  One male and one female from each of six geographic regions, will be chosen to travel to New York City and be honored during the Heisman Memorial Trophy national telecast on ESPN.

Tufts University Balfour Scholarship—Deadline: with admission—An endowed scholarship established to assist African American students who select Tufts University, the award is based on financial need, demonstrated academic strength and the potential for leadership. All nominated candidates will have a campus visit and interview in March.

University of Texas at Dallas Academic Scholarships—Deadline: with admission—All freshmen who are admitted to the university are automatically considered for several academic scholarship awards. Students are selected based on SAT scores, class rank, GPA, honors coursework, and National Merit Scholarship recognition.

Lafayette College Scholarships—Deadline: with admission—Several academic and need-based scholarship programs are available to students who are admitted to the college and meet various criteria.

Linn-Benton Community College Foundation Scholarships and Awards—Deadline: varies—Many programs offer awards ranging from $75 to one-year full tuition, to students who meet selection criteria and will attend LBCC. Several are need-based, others are based on merit.

Regis University Scholarships—Deadline: with admission—Over $1,500,000 is awarded annually through several scholarship programs for students admitted to Regis University. Board of Trustees, Science, Blue & Gold and Forensics scholarships are available.

Summer opportunities

Beyond CHS is receiving many summer opportunities for students. Some are workshops, some are summer employment opportunities. Please encourage your students to look at these excellent opportunities.

· Boston University High School Honors Program—Dates: June 29 - Aug. 9—Two six-week residential programs, Research Internship in Science or Engineering and General Honors Program are open to high school students who will enter their senior year in fall, 1997 and are 16 years old by June 30.  Qualified students must also have a B+ average and combined PSAT scores of 118 or SAT scores of 1180.

· College of the Siskiyous Summer Camps—Dates: Various five-day sessions throughout the summer—Camps are offered in basketball, volleyball, football, golf, vocal jazz and performing arts.  All are held at the college.  Fees include dorm room and meals.

· Cornell University Summer College—Dates: Three-week, eight-week, or six-week courses June 4 - Aug. 12—High School juniors and seniors may take part in the comprehensive academic summer program involving credit courses and a career exploration seminar.

· Cornell University, Career Exploration in Architecture—Dates: June 28 - Aug. 9—Application deadline:  May 2—Cost:  $4,950 (Some scholarship funds are available) —Career exploration program for high school and college students considering a career in architecture. Lectures, seminars, field trips and studio projects are all parts of the program. Two workshops on study skills and college application procedures are also available.

· Junior Statesmen Summer School—Dates: Six sessions over the summer at various locations (Princeton, Stanford, Georgetown, Northwestern, U. of Texas, Yale)—Application deadline:  May 9—Any outstanding high school student may apply.  Admission is competitive. Advanced Placement American Government courses and a debate program are offered for high school credit.  Scholarships are available.

· Lewis & Clark College, Fir Acres Workshop—Dates:  July 7 - 18—Cost:  $1,100—Intellectually curious and motivated high school students in grades 9-12 who like to write and want to develop greater fluency and confidence in their writing can attend the two-week program, or one of the five other programs throughout the country and sponsored by the National Writing and Thinking Network.

· Genesis at Brandeis University—Dates: July 6 - Aug. 3—Application deadline:  April 30—Cost: $3,000 (some full and partial scholarships are available) —This program was established with funding from Steven Spielberg’s Righteous Persons Foundation.  It is for high school students interested in the arts, humanities, Jewish studies and social action.  Academic classes, workshops and discussion groups, community service projects, field trips and cultural and social activities are part of the program.

· Johns Hopkins Pre-College Programs—Dates: July 5 - Aug. 9—http://www.jhu.edu/~sumprog—For academically talented students who are at least 16 years of age. Complete two undergraduate courses in the five-week term.

· Junior Statesmen Summer School—Dates: vary (June - Aug.) —Application deadline: May 9—Cost: $2,475.  Several scholarships are available. —For any outstanding high school student who will not be graduating in June. Held at various locations, the nearest is Stanford University. Take two college level course in subjects such as Advanced Placement American Government and Speech Communication.

· New York University Tisch School of the Arts Summer Drama Program for High School Students—Dates: July 6 - Aug. 1—Explore an interest in theatre in the cultural center of New York City.  Professional training classes are offered through the Lee Strasberg Theatre Institute or the Musical Theatre Program.  Live in NYU residence hall.  Four college credits can be earned in the four-week program.  Selection is based on academic records, essays, resumes, and recommendations.

· Oregon Institute of Technology TWIST Program (Teen Women in Science and Technology) —Dates: June 22 - June 28—Application deadline: April 30—Cost: $395 (Full or partial tuition assistance may be available for eligible students). Program designed to acquaint young women with options in engineering-related careers.
· OIT, Rock and Role —Dates: July 27 - Aug. 1—For 7-9 grades. A residential geology summer camp on the OIT campus.

· Oregon Pacific Area Health Education Center Summer Camp (AHEC)—Dates: June 22-26—Application deadline:  April 30—The camp is designed to introduce students in grades 10-12 to career opportunities in health care.  It will be held at the University of Oregon, and students will be selected based upon their interest in a health career and two recommendations.  Cost is $225.

· Oregon State University Precollege Programs and Sports Camps—Dates: vary—Precollege programs in the arts and sciences and many sports camps, mostly one-week, are available throughout the summer for ages 9-18.

· Oregon State University Summer Session—Dates: June 23 - Sept. 5—Telephone registration begins April 17

· Pacific Summer Music Institute—Dates: June 15-21 (Junior Division) and June 22 - 28 (Senior Division)—The Conservatory of Music at the University of the Pacific offers band and orchestra courses, plus a wide range of electives, including chamber groups, jazz and chorus. Merit scholarships and free private lessons are available in the Senior Session.

· RAP Career Camp (Resources and People)—Dates: July 6 - 12—Application deadline: April 1—Located in the mountains near Lakeview, OR, the camp’s objective is to educate participants about natural resource management, and to encourage students to stay in school and attend college.  Career opportunities are explored. Interaction between students from rural/urban areas and culturally diverse backgrounds is provided. Financial assistance is available.

· Seattle Pacific University Nursing Camp—Dates: June 22 - 28—Application deadline: May 28—Cost:  $295—Twenty-five applicants will be selected to explore the field of nursing, receive CPR training, go on daily hospital clinicals, and investigate specialty areas.

· Summer at Delphi—Over 250 courses and activities are offered to students age 5-17 in 4, 6, 7, or 8-week sessions.  Academic programs, effective study methods, sports camps, an English as a Second Language program, and recreational activities on the Oregon coast are all part of the program.

· Summer in Switzerland—Various programs for ages 9-19.  Creative arts and Alpine Adventure programs in the Swiss Alps.

· UCS Santa Barbara Summer Session—Dates: June 23 - Aug. 1—Pre-College Program, Language Institutes and other special programs are offered along with the regular summer session.

· University of Colorado at Boulder High School Summer Scholars—Dates: June 22 - July 12—Application deadline: May 23—Cost: $2,400—College credit may be earned and various courses taken in science, language and the arts.  Classes to prepare for college entrance exams, learn study skills, and various workshops are also available.

· University of Notre Dame Introduction to Engineering—Application deadline:  April 30—Dates: June 16 - July 3 and July 7 - July 24—For high school women between their junior and senior years.  A chance to explore college life and gain exposure to career opportunities in engineering.  A limited number of $100 scholarships will be offered.

· University of Oregon Youth Camps—Dates, cost and eligibility vary—A number of sports, academic, music and computer camps are available in June, July and August. Most camps are week-long, and can be attended on a resident or commuter basis.

· University of the Pacific Freshman Advantage Program—Dates: June 30 - Aug. 1—Five week residential program to smooth the transition from high school to college and to earn  up to nine units of college credit.  Need not be planning to attend UOP.

· University of Southern California Exploration of Architecture Program—Dates: July 6 - July 26—One, two or three-week sessions are offered for students who wish to explore career opportunities in architecture.  Financial assistance is available to eligible students.

WOSC Arts and Sciences Camp for High School Scholars—Dates: July 13 - 18—Cost: $435—For students entering grades 9 and 10 who excel academically. Live in the dormitory and take classes in botany, biology and creative writing. Approval is pending to receive one college credit.
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
