Schedule change

Beyond CHS news:

Beyond CHS (located in Room 209) will be open in August on Wednesdays from 9:00 AM to 1:00 PM. Beyond CHS was started several years ago by a group of volunteers who saw the need to help students with the complex task of looking for and applying to colleges. Beyond CHS has expanded its scope to include information about careers, since not all students plan to continue their education after high school.

Parents of last year's seniors had this advice for other CHS parents: start looking into colleges, careers, and requirements early in the student's high school career. It's not too early for freshmen and sophomores to be thinking about what they want to do after high school. Some futures take a considerable amount of planning.

PSAT/NMSQT

The PSAT/NMSQT measures verbal and mathematical reasoning abilities that are important for success in college. Taking this test enables students to practice for the SAT I: Reasoning test, enter national merit scholarship competitions, receive information from colleges and get feedback about critical academic skills.

Juniors and sophomores should plan to sign up in September for the PSAT, which will be on Saturday, October 18. The cost of the test will be about $10. Anyone who needs a fee waiver for the PSAT must request it from the Counseling Center. 

Juniors and seniors:  SAT alert

There will be an SAT prep course offered this fall sponsored by Assistance League of Corvallis. Session I classes will be held on Saturday mornings beginning September 20 from 9:00 - 11:30. Session II will be held Tuesday evenings beginning September 23 from 7:00 - 9:30.  All classes are held at Cheldelin Middle School. The charge for the six sessions will be $35, including tuition, a book and snacks. There are a limited number of scholarships available. Look for a letter and an application form in your mail by mid-August.

If you do not call, the computer will record your child’s absence as unexcused. After 48 hours, absences cannot be excused. Notes are not accepted in place of the phone call.

Absences may be excused at the request of a student’s parent/guardian because of illness, disability, illness in the immediate family requiring the student’s presence, a family emergency, religious reasons, or anything the school deems appropriate (up to 5 pre-arranged absences per semester). Students who are eighteen can request their own absences be excused. 

Please encourage your child to attend all classes; but, if a class is missed, please clear excused absences in a timely fashion.

Getting cleared for sports

Conditioning week (optional) begins Monday, August 11. Official practice starts on Monday, August 18. To start practice, you must first be cleared for sports in the Activities Office (open beginning Monday, August 11). To be cleared for sports:

· Parent and student must read and sign the code of conduct, including academic requirements, training rules, and citizenship expectations.

· All freshmen and juniors must have a sports physical (also sophomores and seniors if no report is on file from the previous year).

· Each athlete must complete a health history/emergency information form for the athletic trainer.

If you do not have the forms required for fall sports, stop by the Activities Office.

Athletes may get a physical at the CHS training room after 10:00 AM on Wednesday, August 13. Bring a completed health history form, and the form for a physical. Athletes will be examined on a first-come-first-served basis. The cost of the exam is $20 (checks should be made payable to "CHS Training Room"). Questions should be directed to Bryan Painter at 752-3258.

An athletic user fee of $50 per sport (not to exceed $100 per athlete or $200 per family for the school year) must be paid, as well as a transportation fee of $25 per athlete per sport (no maximum). Checks should be payable to "Corvallis High School." CHS is pleased to hold fees to the same amount as the last two years — among the lowest athletic fees at a 4A school in Oregon (compared to $150 per student, no maximum, at many schools). Sports participants must also carry medical insurance and purchase a student body card at registration.

Once school begins, each athlete's attendance will be monitored daily. Unexcused absences will not be tolerated. Grades will be checked every nine weeks to make sure athletic eligibility is maintained. Involvement in high school sports can improve student grades and leadership skills.

Attention Senior Parents!!

After last year's seniors graduated from high school and celebrated that milestone with family and classmates, their parents passed on to us valuable information that we can use for our students' graduation. One piece of advice that came from them is:  START PLANNING NOW!!!
The Senior All-Night Party has been a tradition in Corvallis for the last 43 years.  It began 44 years ago, when two seniors were killed in an alcohol-related accident while celebrating graduation night. Because of the accident, a Corvallis woman worked to provide an all-night party for the next year’s graduating class — a safe, alcohol-free way to celebrate. Corvallis was the first community in Oregon to have a senior all-night party. It has become a tradition, and is an event that the parents (with much community support) provide for the graduates. In addition to being a safe way to celebrate, it has become a wonderful evening for the students to visit with friends, sign yearbooks, dance, play games and look at picture collages compiled by parents. In recent years, swimming, sumo wrestling, volleyball, and basketball have been added to the party. Many graduates say it is one of their favorite high school events! This year's party will take place after graduation on June 8, from 11:00 PM until 6:00 AM on June 9.

Because we budget and begin fund-raising early in the fall, parents/students need to buy their party tickets during school registration in August. Almost all seniors attend the graduation party. Please detach and fill out the bottom portion of this flyer, attach your check for $20 to the CV/CHS Senior All-Night Party, and send it with your student to registration. Tickets will be distributed in June after the graduation ceremony. Help is available for those with financial need—contact the counseling center.

Please note that the Senior All-Night Party is provided by senior parents, and is a joint celebration for CV and CHS graduates. The success of the party depends on parent volunteers, who plan and work on the party for nearly a  year in advance. Watch for more information on how you can help with the party!

Meal accounts

The district food service program uses a computerized payment system:

· Money is deposited in advance in a student’s account. Charges are not allowed at the high school level.

· When a meal is purchased, the appropriate amount is subtracted by the computer, based the status of the account (paid, free or reduced-price).

· The remaining balance and whether a deposit is required will be indicated at the time of the transaction.

· In order to maintain privacy for students receiving free meals, their transactions will appear the same as a paid account—this does not reflect an actual balance in the account. Forms and instructions for the free and reduced price lunch program are included in registration packets.

Parking and pick-up tips

Students and parents should be reminded that some parking areas are off-limits to students, including the front lot, the industrial compound and the area near the home economics wing. With restricted parking on some neighboring streets, parking has become difficult. Student cars parked improperly or in inappropriate areas will be cited; continued offenses may lead to towing.

Your cooperation in making the east parking lot safe for students and drivers is appreciated.

· When you drop individuals off in the parking lot in front of the main entrance to CHS, please drive to the far (south) end, so that cars do not back up on 11th Street in front of CHS. When cars stop as soon as they get into the parking lot, traffic jams and unsafe conditions are created while students and staff are trying to get into the building.

· Pulling into a parking space in the parking lot to discharge passengers increases congestion—you’ll have to back out of that space! Remember, parking is limited, and staff must park before going in to work.

· Try to stay within the yellow marked lane.

· Pierce Street is a good option. While the buses unload on Pierce Street, it is not as congested as the parking lot.
