CIM progress reports:  what parents can expect


You already know about the CIM (Certificate of Initial Mastery), which students will earn around the 10th grade starting next year. In Corvallis, we’ve been preparing students for several years. This June we’ll report student progress toward earning a CIM.


All parents of fifth to ninth graders will receive a CIM progress report. The report tells parents how their student is progressing toward meeting state standards. It also introduces parents to the new CIM reports that will be sent home when the system is officially in place next year. These reports will generally accompany report cards.


A student can earn a CIM by meeting the standards that have been set by the state.  The standards require students to demonstrate what they have learned through statewide tests and classroom assignments.


The state tests are given to students in grades 3, 5, 8 and 10. These tests are called the Oregon State Assessment Tests (OSAT), and they cover the areas of reading, writing and math. Work samples are classroom assignments that have been rated to specific criteria set by the state. For students in the fifth through ninth grades, schools will send parents CIM progress reports that include scores on state tests as well as work samples scores. The progress report will include a description of these criteria and the rating scale used.


The CIM progress report is designed to gauge how each student is progressing toward meeting CIM standards. Because the state has set the bar higher for next year than in the past, many students may not meet these new criteria initially. Regular classroom instruction will address the needs of most students who do not meet the criteria. For others, learning opportunities through “Summer Connections” classes in reading, writing and math and school-based alternative learning options will be available.


As a district we’ve made significant gains in bringing our students up to state standards. Over time, the majority of our students should be on track to meet the new criteria.

The 1997-98 school year is rapidly drawing to a close. In my judgment it has been one of our best years ever. We've made significant progress toward becoming a standards-based school, and we're continuing to create the supports our students need to achieve these higher standards.

This is why I believe the future is bright at CHS! Thank you all for your time, energy and support.

Our commitment at CHS remains firm: we will provide our students a safe, supportive environment in which to learn; we will have our students engaged in meaningful work and learning to use the knowledge and skills they acquire to create high quality products; and we will continue our efforts to communicate with parents and include them in the educational decisions affecting students. As always, I invite you to let us know how we are doing in these areas, and I welcome your suggestions for improvement.

College credit through FEAT

Oregon State University’s High School Outreach Program will be offering a Freshman Early Achievement and Transition Program (FEAT) Summer Camp August 17 – 21. The summer camp is the first component of the FEAT Program. It will offer a five-day introduction to college, introducing transition programs and advising for students to help them successfully adjust to the difference between high school and university expectations. Juniors with a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher (or the recommendation of a high school counselor) qualify for the program. 

Students begin the second component of FEAT by continuing the preparatory process through a series of mini-workshops offered in a one credit OSU course in September, prior to OSU’s fall term. FEAT students will then enroll in an OSU course for college credit during fall term, without being formally admitted to the university. Students may choose any OSU course for which the prerequisite requirements are met. FEAT students will receive a performance assessment during a midterm workshop, followed by specialized assistance and advising, if necessary or desired.

A post fall term assessment workshop will track students, assess performance and assist in any necessary adjustment of learning strategies prior to the student enrolling in another course winter term. Completion of both components of the FEAT program will result in special recognition for students.

The summer FEAT camp will cost $200, the fall mini-workshop course will cost $100, and OSU courses can be taken for $75 per credit hour. Students will earn college credits through OSU for the FEAT program, and CHS will simultaneously grant credit on a three-to-one basis (three college credits translate into one high school credit).
