Myths and Facts about the CIM


As a parent, you undoubtedly have heard many things about the Certificate of Initial Mastery or CIM. These are the myths that I hear most frequently in conversations with parents — and the facts to give you more information.

Myth: Oregon school districts can decide if they want to implement the CIM.

Fact:  Every district in Oregon is required to implement the CIM starting in 1998-99. Initially passed by the Legislature in 1991, the Oregon Educational Act for the 21st Century establishes higher standards for what students ought to know and be able to do in reading, writing, mathematics, science and other basic subjects. The law requires that at about 10th grade students will have an opportunity to earn a CIM by demonstrating through classroom assignments and state tests that they have met or exceeded state standards for learning. 

Myth: My child will not receive a diploma. 

Fact:  Neither the district nor the state have changed current requirements for diplomas. Students will be able to earn diplomas with or without earning a CIM.

Myth: Our district doesn’t have the financial resources to pay for necessary changes to implement the CIM.

Fact: Although we’ve experienced a decline in resources, the shift to higher standards is too important to postpone for more prosperous times that may or may not come. Like all of our household budgets, when priorities shift, resources are redirected. That premise has held true in the Corvallis School District for the past several years. The Corvallis School Board has placed a high priority on CIM implementation. For example, it funded additional training for staff during the past several years. 

Myth: My son or daughter will no longer have a GPA.

Fact: Middle and high school students will continue to have a GPA. In addition, progress toward meeting CIM standards will be reported to students and parents starting in the third grade.

Myth: Colleges will not recognize the CIM as part of their entrance requirements.

Fact:  Colleges and universities across the country, including institutions such as Stanford and the University of Washington, have expressed strong support for applicants with records from this new system. Proficiency-based reports actually provide more information about student performance than the traditional transcripts. Oregon is one of more than 45 states moving toward standards-based education. Locally, the Oregon University System recently adopted entrance standards based on proficiency rather than credits earned as in the past. This new system looks at the student’s level of proficiency on state standards. Both grades and proficiencies will continue to be accepted. 

Myth: No evidence exists to show that this new system works.

Fact: Although many states and districts have only recently adopted standards, evidence already exists that a standards-based system leads to improved

student performance. In Kentucky, nearly 80 percent of the state’s schools showed gains in student achievement since the 1992 implementation of the Kentucky Education Reform Act’s standards and assessments. School districts in Colorado also have seen increases in student performance on tests of reading, writing and mathematics. Please call me or assistant principal Cathi Alden if you have other questions or need additional information about the Certificate of Initial Mastery.

Our commitment at CHS remains firm: we will provide our students a safe, supportive environment in which to learn; we will have our students engaged in meaningful work and learning to use the knowledge and skills they acquire to create high quality products; and we will continue our efforts to communicate with parents and include them in the educational decisions affecting students. Scholarships and awards

Apple Music College Scholarship—Deadline: 5/15/98—Offers an annual $1,500 scholarship to a graduating high school senior. Applicants are judged on basis of financial need, academic record, career and educational goals and school and extracurricular activities. Must have a music or music-related major and can play any instrument in any style.

Irene Barry Scholarship— Deadline: 5/1/98—This is a $215 scholarship awarded a senior who has a 3.0 GPA, is college bound to either a 2 or 4 year institution, and is pursuing a major in a foreign language, business, journalism, or music. You will need to write a letter indicating your goals and aspirations and why you should receive this scholarship. One letter of recommendation from a teacher, sealed with their signature across the back of the envelope is required.

Burlington Northern Santa Fe Foundation Scholarship Programs—All applicants must be US citizens or legal residents and have been accepted or enrolled in a college or university.
· Native American Scholarship Program—The Foundation awards five four-year college scholarships annually to outstanding Native American high school seniors. High school seniors with one-fourth or more Indian blood are eligible. Applicants need not be related to BNSF personnel to qualify.

· Hispanic American Scholarship Program—Scholarships are awarded to high school graduates of Hispanic origin through the League of Latin American Citizens (LULAC) National Scholarship Fund. Three types of scholarships are available. 

· LULAC National Scholastic Achievement Award is designed specifically to recognize scholastically outstanding Hispanic high school graduates.

· Honors Awards are for students who have maintained a good school record and demonstrate a solid potential for college graduation.

· Need Awards are for students with a financial need who have demonstrated academic potential.

Corvallis Clinic- James A. Riley Health Occupation Scholarship—Deadline: 5/9/98—This is an annual scholarship for one senior for $500 who has a minimum GPA of 3.25 and expresses a desire for a career in a health-related profession. Applications are available in Beyond CHS.

(CEA) Corvallis Education Association 1998 Scholarship—Deadline: 5/5/98—This is open to any graduating senior in the Corvallis School District for use in a higher education four-year program, two-year community college transfer program, or community college vocational/technical program. One scholarship will be awarded to a CHS graduate, the other to a CV graduate. Each award is $600 and shall be used for tuition, room, boards, books or other academic supplies. Applications are available in Beyond CHS.

Corvallis Education Association-Tom PFAU/CEA Teacher Memorial Scholarship—Deadline: 5/5/98—This is open to any graduating senior whose parent is a Corvallis Education Association member. This award is for $600 and shall be used for tuition, room, board, books or other academic supplies in a higher education four-year program, a two-year community college transfer program, or a community college vocational/technical program. Applications are available in Beyond CHS.

Corvallis High School Business Student Award—Deadline: 5/1/98—$200 award for a high school senior with GPA of 3.00 or better and must be a business major in high school and/or active in Future Business Leaders of America. Applications are available in Beyond CHS.

FEEA (Federal Employee Education & Assistance Fund) Scholarship Program—Deadline: 5/8/98—For civilian federal and postal employees and their dependent family members (spouse/child).

1998 Good Samaritan Hospital Auxiliary Virginia Welch Scholarship—Deadline:  5/4/98—Several scholarships are awarded each year to men and women who plan to pursue a career in a medically-related field in a hospital setting. Applications are available in Beyond CHS.

Immagia Foundation Scholarship—Deadline: 5/1/98—Scholarships for CHS and CVHS high school seniors for the purpose of encouraging the pursuit of post secondary education. Twenty awards of $1,000 each will be awarded to CHS students. Each scholarship has the possibility of being renewed annually for three years, for a total of $4,000. Short answers to five questions are required. Applications are available in Beyond CHS. A committee will select the recipients.

John Brown Scholarship Award (OESA)—Deadline: 5/2/98—Minimum of $250 to graduating senior planning to attend college or vocational school. Parent must be classified employee of the Corvallis School District. Essay required.

Kip Smith Writing Award—Deadline: 5/25/98—$100 award to one Corvallis area high school senior whose original signed writing shows promise and a commitment to quality. All seniors are invited to submit poems, essays, plays or fiction.
Phagan’s Beauty Schools—Deadline: 5/1/98—$500 scholarship to be used towards tuition for any of Phagan’s educational program options. 

ROTC Scholarships for the Air Force, Army, Navy, and Marines—Deadline: varies—Several scholarship types for high school seniors wishing to pursue college degrees. Some full tuition scholarships are available. All scholarships include a $150 monthly allowance. 

Wescon Scholarship—Deadline: 5/1/98—Open to juniors interested in obtaining a BS in a major related to electronics.

Summer and exchange programs

American Field Service—For almost 50 years, AFS has opened doors to international experiences for high school students ages 15-18 in an attempt "to change the world one person at a time." For 1997-98, AFS offers over 100 exchange programs in 50 countries. In addition to full school year and semester exchanges, there are numerous summer programs involving family home stays, language studies, outdoor adventures, international service, and special interest programs on ecology, politics, economics, artistic traditions, etc.

Experiment in International Living Summer Programs—Choose from 28 programs traveling to 19 countries. Catalogue available in Beyond CHS.

Genesis at Brandeis University, Waltham, Massachusetts—A summer program for high school students integrating arts, humanities, Jewish studies and social action. Designed as an opportunity for students to explore their own identity and relationship to society in an interdisciplinary environment.

Leysin American School in Switzerland—This is a semester or year abroad study program for high school students grades 9-12.

Presidential Classroom Scholar—Deadline: 5/1/98—Since its founding in 1968, Presidential Classroom has worked in partnership with high school principals, teachers and guidance counselors to identify students who would benefit from and enjoy a thought-provoking, challenging week in Washington, DC. Applications will be accepted on a first-come, first considered basis.

School for Field Studies—This provides students with exceptional educational experiences in environmental problem solving. These 30-day summer programs are ideal for high school students or students making the transition from high school to college. The admission department is currently accepting applications for the 1998 spring and summer programs. Come into Beyond CHS for further information.

University of Oregon-Summer Science Internship—Deadline: 5/4/98—This summer they will sponsor eight outstanding high school students as research apprentices in labs from several participating institutes and department at the UO, including neuroscience, molecular biology, ecology and evolution, chemistry, psychology, and exercise physiology.

On the prevention front

As I continue to meet students in the classroom, in groups, and in one-on-one situations, I find there is a growing curiosity and concern regarding drug use issues. There is certainly a student demand for the 'real scoop' on the potential effects of drug abuse. Although students often express a cursory knowledge of the immediate effects substance use can have on their bodies, their capacity to personalize and utilize the drug information we provide can be quite limited. It is our challenge to help students understand how drug use and abuse can directly impact their daily lives.

 One of the ways we, as a community, can all support our students is to take the opportunity to educate ourselves about current substance abuse issues. In that vein, I want to share two events that indicate a local commitment to community education. Benton Together/Commission for Children and Families sponsored the Marijuana Education Conference on April 18. Benton Together recognized a need to promote more drug education specifically on marijuana. The conference was open to the entire community with the goal to provide up-to-date information on the short and long-term effects of marijuana use. The conference was designed also to explore the social ramifications of marijuana abuse.

   Marijuana is one of the top three drugs (along with nicotine and alcohol) used by adolescents both here in the Corvallis area and nationally. According to the November 1996 Youth Behavior Risk survey done by the Benton County Health Department, 20% of youth respondents (grades 9-12) reported using marijuana within 30 days of the survey date. The survey noted a continued rise in marijuana use among local youth. County statistics also indicate that a significant number of youth who enter drug treatment programs state marijuana as their drug of choice.

 Another event that took place on April 21 was the Crescent Valley Parent Organization Roundtable. Crescent Valley parents extended an invitation to CHS parents to participate. Back by popular demand was a panel on student substance abuse. Parents were encouraged to join in an active discussion about the dilemmas and problems facing our youth. This was an initial effort by CVHS to collaborate with CHS on substance abuse issues.

 I am continuing to run in-school student education groups and am available to meet with students and/or family when the need arises. I am pleased to report that CHS staff, students, and parents have been responsive to the addition of an in-house Prevention Specialist. I believe we are slowly building an atmosphere where realistic dialogue and intervention can take place. I invite any concerned parents and/or family members to call with questions and concerns.

School to career:

Labor law and summer jobs

Child Labor Laws protect young people in the work force. Although minors are no longer required to have work permits, young workers, parents and employers should be aware of laws and regulations that apply. During the summer fourteen and fifteen-year-olds may work a maximum of 40 hours per week, between the hours of 7 AM and 9 PM, from June 1 through Labor Day. Sixteen and seventeen-year-olds may work any hours of the day, up to 44 hours per week. Minimum wage is $6.00/hour. For more information write: Bureau of Labor and Industries, Wage and Hour Division, 800 NE Oregon #32, Portland, OR 97232 or call 731-4074. 

While summer jobs are an excellent opportunity to develop skills, apply knowledge learned at school or earn extra money, students and parents need to be aware of potential work-related hazards. Each year approximately 70 adolescents in the US die from job-related injuries. Hundreds more are hospitalized, and tens of thousands require emergency room treatment. The following jobs are especially hazardous to adolescents. 

· Working in or around motor vehicles

· Operating heavy machinery

· Working near electrical hazards, such as overhead power lines, while using poles, ladders, pipes or boomed vehicles

· Working in retail and service businesses with a risk of robbery-related homicide

· Working on ladders, scaffolds, roofs or construction sites

· Working around cooking appliances

· Continuous manual lifting and lifting heavy objects

Although the major focus of the School-to-Career office is not summer employment, jobs are posted on our board when employers call regarding opportunities for students. Drop by Room 214 and check out current job listings.

Now is the time to bring all these memories together for you and your senior to enjoy. A favorite pastime at the Senior All-Night Party is the Memorabilia area. Parents and seniors are invited to prepare collages of memorabilia for display.

Here is what to do:

1. Gather a collection of photos such as: your senior at different ages, maybe include snap-shots that also show your senior with other classmates. You could also include portions from posters or programs from sporting, music and drama events, dances, news articles, etc.

2. Arrange the materials on a sheet of 11 x 17 paper. No larger, please. You don’t need to cut up your photos, just “stick” them to your base paper with a dab of glue or a roll of tape. The items can overlap with each other, and can extend a bit beyond the edge of the paper (the extension will not be photocopied). The best part about the collages will be the opportunity for your student and classmates to reflect their “history”. Have fun, and don’t worry about being “most” creative!

4. Take your collage(s) to your favorite print shop, and request that a color copy be made. Be sure to make extra copies to keep for yourself or send to family and friends. (We know that these following stores do color copying: Copies by Design, Henderson’s, Kinko’s, and Paperworks Design. The cost ranges from $1.50 to 2.00 each.)

5. Place your student’s name on the FRONT of the collage(s). On the BACK, print your student’s name, address, phone number, school and graduation year. This is important for identification purposes. (Return your photos to your albums or shoebox collections!)

6. Deliver your collage(s) to your student’s high school office by May 21. We will laminate the collage and will arrange the display for the party. After the party, the collages will be stored for display at the ten-year reunion (2008)!
