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Principal’s greeting

The 1997-98 school year appears to be off to a great start. As of September 17 our enrollment stood at 1,156 — just over our projected enrollment. We’re still the smallest school in the Valley League, where the Salem schools average over 1,800 students (Sprague High School’s enrollment exceeds 2,000!). 

I think there are some real advantages in our relatively small student population. One advantage is that teachers and staff have a greater opportunity to get to know our students and their parents on a more personal level. Personal relationships are the foundation of a positive learning environment. Our goal is for every one of our students to be known well by at least one adult at CHS. 

Last month I introduced a number of teachers and counselors new to CHS. Our classified support staff also has some new members. This is a talented group of people who contribute greatly to the work of our school. New this fall are Library Assistant Denise Murschel, Learning Resource Center Assistant Peter Riley, Learning Lab Coordinator Julie Shaw, and Campus Support Assistant Ed Strowbridge.

One of my interests in the coming year at CHS is that we develop a plan to improve the condition of our facility. Since CHS opened in 1935, much has been done to improve and preserve our facility. Nonetheless, a number of factors (the age of our school, recent budget cuts, program changes, etc.) have combined in recent years to create some significant challenges. This is a broad topic but one that deserves attention and energy. And I am convinced that parent and citizen involvement will be required for the process to be successful. My proposal is to establish an advisory group that will assess the current status of our buildings and grounds, make recommendations for improvements, and develop strategies for generating the resources needed to make these improvements. This group might also serve as an advisory body when changes which alter existing uses are proposed. Please contact me at 757-5871 if you are interested in being a part of this effort.

 I hope you’ll be able to attend the next meeting of the Spartan Parent Club on Wednesday, October 1, beginning at 7:00 PM in the Staff Dining Room. ALL CHS parents are welcome and encouraged to attend. We’ll be sharing information about some of the more significant projects and activities ahead this school year, and finding out what topics parents would like to learn more about in future meetings. We’ll briefly report on the progress we’re making in implementing the district’s standards, and how standards are beginning to influence instruction and learning at Corvallis High. Finally, we’ll share the great results our students produced last spring on the Oregon State Assessment Tests. 

Our commitment at CHS remains firm: we will provide our students a safe, supportive environment in which to learn; we will have our students engaged in meaningful work and learning to use the knowledge and skills they acquire to create high quality products; and we will continue our efforts to communicate with parents and include them in the educational decisions affecting students. As always, I invite you to let us know how we are doing in these areas, and I welcome your suggestions for improvement.

The PSAT is scheduled for October 18 at 8 AM in the CHS cafeteria. Students must bring their receipt, #2 pencils, and a calculator. Sign up with Linda in the Counseling Center (cost is $10). Remember, taking this year's PSAT allows juniors to be considered for next year's National Merit Scholarships. Students should be sure to get enough rest and eat a good breakfast before the test.

CHS National Merit results:  Congratulations to seniors Kris Biskeborn, Bryan Cook, Darby Foreman, Claire Lunch, Yoko Minoura, and Eleanor Wershow, who as National Merit Semifinalists are moving to the next level of competition for this year's 6700 Merit Scholarship awards. The 15,000 top scorers from last year's PSAT are designated Merit Semifinalists.
Congratulations also to seniors Matt Adams, Kevin Allstot, David Corliss, Denise Giles, Alison Leonard, Gwen McKee, Peter Prows, and Trevor Storch, who are National Merit Commended Students. 50,000 students who scored very high on last year's PSAT are honored as having shown outstanding academic potential.
1997 Advanced Placement (AP) scores:  In May ninety-four Corvallis High School students took AP exams in nine different subject areas. On a five-point scale (3 is considered a passing score), 80% of the students scored a 3, 4, or 5; in fact, 45% scored a 4 or 5! These scores translate into credit earned and money saved as a student enters college. While colleges and universities differ in granting credit for a 3, 4, or 5 in various content areas, most schools consider these scores worthy of credit.

This year Corvallis High School offers AP courses in United States History, English, Chemistry, Physics and Biology. If you have questions about the AP program at CHS, visit the counseling center, Beyond CHS or one of the AP teachers.

1997 SAT scores:  CHS seniors who took the Scholastic Aptitude Test last year also demonstrated excellence. This test is required for admission to most colleges and universities, and is pivotal in the selective admissions process. CHS average student scores were well above both state and national averages. We should all congratulate these students and recognize the solid academic preparation at Corvallis High School that supported their efforts.

1997 Oregon State Assessments:  Last year CHS 10th graders demonstrated their writing, reading/literature and math skills on statewide tests. In February students wrote essays in response to given topics. In April students took multiple-choice tests in the areas of reading and math, and solved open-ended math problems. Average scores for Corvallis High School students were consistently higher than both district and state averages.

To be proficient in writing, a student must earn a score of 4 (on a 6-point scale) in at least four of the six areas listed below. Average scores at CHS ranged from 3.8 for conventions to 4.2 for voice.

63% of CHS students demonstrated proficiency in reading/literature, as compared to 62% in Corvallis School District, and 49% statewide. While only 45% of CHS students met or exceeded mathematics proficiency standards, CHS students again outperformed both district and state averages.

Oregon changed direction in 1991 when the legislature passed the Oregon Educational Act for the 21st Century. The Act calls for raising student achievement by:

· raising expectations for students;

· focusing curriculum and instruction on high standards;

· improving the collaboration among teachers;

· holding students accountable for achieving the standards through assignments and assessments;

· using the community as a learning resource;

· forging new working partnerships among schools, parents, employers and communities.

Corvallis High School will award the Certificate of Initial Mastery (CIM) in 1999 to 10th grade students who have demonstrated proficiency in reading, writing, speaking and math. This is a new system for all of us—students, staff, and parents.

National Honor Society

What it is, and how to join

NHS is sponsored by the National Association of Secondary Principals to recognize students who excel in scholarship, leadership, service and character.

NHS sends out letters of invitation to 10th, 11th and 12th graders who have been at CHS at least one semester and have a cumulative GPA of at least 3.60. Applicants must write an essay and complete a form listing 

· extracurricular activities from middle and high school such as participation in clubs, teams, and musical groups;

· leadership positions held;

· volunteer community service activities.

A five-person faculty council uses a scoring guide to rate scholarship, service, leadership, and character to determine whether each candidate meets NHS standards. Members must continue to maintain NHS standards, or be dismissed (those who are dismissed may not re-apply).
