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Principal’s greeting

The opening days of school are just around the corner. I know that teachers and staff join me in welcoming you to a new school year. We really look forward to getting reacquainted with our students after a summer apart, and we especially look forward to getting to know our incoming ninth graders and any other students who are new to CHS. I am confident that this will be one of the best years ever!

We’ll be continuing in our efforts to insure that our students are prepared for the challenges of the next century. Our incoming ninth graders -- the class of 2001 -- will be the first to be held to the Corvallis School District’s adopted standards in reading, writing, speaking and mathematics. By the end of the 1998-99 school year, this group of students will have had an opportunity to demonstrate their proficiency against the standards in each of these four areas.

Students will likely notice a number of changes this year at CHS. One change, intended to increase the instructional time available to teachers, has to do with our daily schedule of classes. During normal weeks last year our “split block” classes were taught every day for 43 minutes. This year these classes will be taught every other day for 90 minutes. (Two credit block classes are not affected by this change!) Be sure to see the visual aid further in this newsletter to better understand your student’s daily schedule.

Students who drive to school and park on campus will be required to display parking permits in their vehicles. Permits are available free of charge in the main office. Independent study privileges are still available during the school day for older students, but all ninth graders will be assigned to the cafeteria for supervised study time when they are not enrolled in regular classes. And in an effort to clean up our campus and display a more welcoming appearance in our building, students will not be permitted to eat and drink in the hallways.

Our teaching staff includes some new faces. You’ll enjoy getting acquainted with the following new teachers this year:  Jenni Peterson, Mathematics; Helene Becker, Photography; Judy Riggs, Counseling; Jan Elliott, Counseling; and Rob Duvall, Technology Education. In addition, long-time CHS teacher Barb Locey has taken on a new role as our School-to-Career Coordinator.

Like last year, I intend to reprint the following paragraph in each of this year’s Principal’s Greeting messages in the CHS Newsletter. “Our commitment at CHS remains firm: we will provide our students a safe, supportive environment in which to learn; we will have our students engaged in meaningful work and learning to use the knowledge and skills they acquire to create high quality products; and we will continue our efforts to include parents in the educational decisions affecting students. As always, I invite you to let us know how we are doing in these areas, and I welcome your suggestions for improvement.”

Parents, please know you are always welcome on our campus. We look forward to seeing you in the weeks ahead. Best wishes throughout the school year.

Attendance 

CHS needs your help in reporting absences. If your child has been, or will be absent, please call the CHS Attendance Office at 757-5888 as soon as possible. If you do not call, the computer will record your child’s absence as unexcused. After 48 hours, absences cannot be excused. Notes are not accepted in place of the phone call.

Absences may be excused at the request of a student’s parent/guardian because of illness, disability, illness in the immediate family requiring the student’s presence, a family emergency, religious reasons, or anything the school deems appropriate (up to 5 pre-arranged absences per semester). Students who are eighteen can request their own absences be excused. 

Please encourage your child to attend all classes; but, if a class is missed, please clear excused absences in a timely fashion.

Credit denial

Attendance is important - it is impossible for a student to learn from a teacher when the student does not attend class. Regular attendance is a key element in academic success. Poor attendance may result in failing grades or dropping out.

Corvallis High School has a policy allowing teachers to deny credit when a student has missed too many classes. The details of each class's credit denial policy rest with individual teacher, who must:

· identify how attendance and class participation relate to course instructional goals, and

· inform parents and students of the details of the policy.

There are procedures to appeal credit denial. Only unexcused absences can be counted toward credit denial. See article above for information about what constitutes an unexcused absence.

Make sure your child knows the credit denial policy in each class - details of the policy rest with each teacher and will vary.

Rules

1. No locker changes will be made until after the second week of school.

2. After making a schedule change, a student must show teachers a revised schedule that has been signed by Counseling Center staff or an administrator.

3. No checks can be cashed at CHS.

4. Please do not send large bills to pay for books etc. and expect change. CHS is not always able to handle cash transactions.

School-to-career news:

Let me begin by introducing myself as the new School-to-Career Coordinator at CHS. I am Barb Locey, who began teaching at CHS in 1985 as a health and PE teacher and a coach. When Barbara Stalick decided to retire, I became very interested in this new and exciting program. To become more familiar with this program I participated in an internship of various business organizations in Corvallis, attended a conference on Jobs for the Future, and have attended various Chamber events this summer. I look forward to the challenge of continuing to develop this important program. Here are some of the opportunities that are planned for CHS students:

Freshman English:  During the career unit, sixty speakers representing the six CAM strands will give presentations. The purpose of this activity is to expose students to a variety of careers as they begin to think about the future.

Job Shadows:  In partnership with the Corvallis Chamber of Commerce, four hundred students will have the opportunity to observe an employee at work and obtain a realistic view of a specific job. This will be a 2-4 hour job site visit. Participating classes will be all sophomores, Living on Your Own, Personal Finance, Photography, and Media Research. More information will follow as to during which semester these will occur. Parents will be asked to sign permission forms, help with transportation when needed, and encourage students to follow-through with the requirements of the job shadow.

Mentorships:  Students in AP Biology, Health 2C, and possibly AP Physics will be placed with mentors in professions relating to the curriculum of the courses. A mentorship is similar to a job shadow, but for a longer period of time. Students will participate in research projects or other activities at the mentor's job site.

Internships and Structured Work Experience:  These programs are for juniors and seniors wherein elective credit is earned by criteria for each program.

LBCC Youth Job Fair:  For all high school seniors in Linn and Benton counties, it is scheduled for December. Those attending will practice interview skills and participate in career-related workshops. Each participant is required to bring two copies of a resume to the job fair, so seniors should start writing or updating now!

Work Experience and Youth Transition Programs return for their second year at CHS with expanded services. Targeted are students who are either 504 eligible, on IEPs, or "at risk" and likely to benefit from direct intervention. Services include developing workplace readiness skills by participating in job shadows, mentorships, and volunteer work experiences. They also learn independent living skills, resume writing, interviewing skills, job search techniques, and how to transition into post-secondary education. In addition to working one-on-one with the students, specialists Judie Ratner, Jerry Lasater and Ben LeRoux will begin presenting material in certain classrooms this coming year. For more information call them at 757-5913, or drop in for a visit at the School-to-Career office in room 214.

New ruling for pass/no pass

A student may take a maximum of two credits (which might mean one class) per semester on a Pass/No Pass basis and must designate this within the first two weeks of the semester. A student must earn a "Pass" to receive credit, but neither a "Pass" nor a "No Pass" will affect the student's grade point average. To get a "Pass," a student must meet the teacher's requirements for passing. These changes reflect current board policy.

PSAT/NMSQT

The PSAT/NMSQT measures verbal and mathematical reasoning abilities that are important for success in college. Taking this test enables students to practice for the SAT I: Reasoning test, enter national merit scholarship competitions, receive information from colleges and get feedback about critical academic skills.

Juniors and sophomores should plan to sign up in September for the PSAT, which will be on Saturday, October 18. The cost of the test will be $10. Students can start signing up the 2nd week of September.

SAT alert

There will be an SAT prep course offered this fall by the Assistance League of Corvallis. Session I classes will be held Saturday mornings starting September 20, 9 to 11:30. Session II will be Tuesday evenings starting September 23, 7 to 9:30. Classes will be at Cheldelin Middle School. The six sessions will cost $35. A limited number of scholarships are available.

Seniors

Parking and pick-up tips

Students and parents should be reminded that some parking areas are off-limits to students, including the front lot, the industrial compound and the area near the home economics wing. With restricted parking on some neighboring streets, parking has become difficult. Students who drive to school and park on campus will be required to display parking permits in their vehicles. Permits are available free of charge in the main office. Student cars parked improperly or in inappropriate areas will be cited; continued offenses may lead to towing.

Your cooperation in making the east parking lot safe for students and drivers is appreciated.

· When you drop individuals off in the parking lot in front of the main entrance to CHS, please drive to the far (south) end, so that cars do not back up on 11th Street in front of CHS. When cars stop as soon as they get into the parking lot, traffic jams and unsafe conditions are created while students and staff are trying to get into the building.

· Pulling into a parking space in the parking lot to discharge passengers increases congestion—you’ll have to back out of that space! Remember, parking is limited, and staff must park before going in to work.

· Try to stay within the yellow marked lane.

· Pierce Street is an option. While the buses unload on Pierce Street, it is not as congested as the parking lot.

SEAC welcomes parents

The Corvallis School District Special Education Advisory Committee (SEAC) is a group of parents and community members interested in special education issues. SEAC meets on the third Tuesday of each month from 12:00 - 1:30 p.m. at the Corvallis School District Administration Building, 1555 SW 35th Street. SEAC meetings are open public meetings. Committee membership is not required to attend.

SEAC gives parents an opportunity to become better informed about special education services. Monthly meetings often include presentations by district administrators and teachers on topics of importance to parents of students with Individual Education Programs (IEPs).

SEAC also studies special education services and advises the Superintendent and the School Board. An annual report is given to the Board each fall with recommendations for improvements in services.

This year, SEAC will be focusing on the topic of Parent-Professional Collaboration. There are plans for a Collaboration Workshop, an IEP Workshop, and Parent-Professional Coffees. SEAC will also monitor inclusion of students with disabilities in school improvement efforts and in the implementation of the technology bond.
