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Principal’s greeting

Greetings!  It’s been a long, rainy winter; best wishes for a dry spring!

Without a doubt, the biggest challenge I’ve faced as principal at Corvallis High School is in the area of budgeting. The year before I was named principal there was the equivalent of 70 teacher salaries in the CHS budget; today, six years later and 150 students greater, there are fewer than 60 salaries!  

The Oregon Legislature is still trying to determine the amount of school funding for the 1999-2001 biennium. The “best case” scenario would allow Corvallis’ schools to offer our current level of services; the “worst case” reduces district programs and services by almost ten percent! Given this uncertainty, I’ve been asked to develop a budget for the 1999-2000 school year that carries forward our current level of service but also identifies two packages of reductions. Each set of reductions equals two percent of our total allocation, or $78,000. (Please note: in either event, we’ll still need to meet our projected enrollment of 1,220 by October 1, 1999; fewer students will mean additional reductions.)

By March each year principals in the Corvallis School District receive budget allocations from the district office, to be used in planning for the coming year. This allocation covers almost all of the costs of delivering the school’s program, including teachers and secretaries, substitute staff, materials and supplies, and the activities and athletics programs. 

We are currently planning for next year’s budget. Three community forums were held in March for citizens to provide input on the proposed district budget. The March 10 Spartan Parent Club meeting was exclusively devoted to providing CHS parents an opportunity to share their views about Corvallis High’s budget priorities. My budget recommendations for CHS are due April 2; I welcome your thoughts and suggestions. Please call me at 757-5871.

The next meeting of the Spartan Parent Club is Wednesday, April 21, beginning at 7:00 PM in the Staff Dining Room. ALL CHS parents are welcome and invited to attend. I hope you’ll join us.

Our commitment at CHS remains firm: we will provide our students a safe, supportive environment in which to learn; we will have our students engaged in meaningful work and learning to use the knowledge and skills they acquire to create high quality products; and we will continue our efforts to communicate with parents and include them in the educational decisions affecting students. As always, I invite you to let us know how we are doing in these areas, and I welcome your suggestions for improvement.

Parent conferences

Parent conferences will be held this spring on Thursday, April 15 (tax day!) from 2 - 4:30 and 5 - 7 PM in the CHS cafeteria. Students will be dismissed at 12:05 that day. Parents can pick up student report cards in the cafeteria lobby and then proceed into the cafeteria to meet with teachers. All conferences will be drop in. If you are unable to attend on that date, please call the counseling office (757-5881) to arrange meetings with teachers, or call teachers directly to set up appointments. This is a great opportunity for staff to meet parents and for parents to hear about student learning.

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Forecasting for next year’s classes

During the week of April 5 - 8, all CHS ninth, tenth and eleventh graders will be involved in forecasting, that is selecting courses for next year. This year, we have slowed the process, hoping to help students and their parents make more informed choices. On Monday, April 5, from 7:40 - 8:15 AM, students will meet to hear about specific requirements and recommendations, and to pick up a copy of the course catalogue and their academic record. Parents are welcome at these sessions and throughout the week. Tuesday through Thursday from 7:40 - 9:00, students will be able to visit each department and hear about specific courses and recommendations based on future plans. Ninth graders will tour with two teacher leaders in groups of approximately 30 and hear about all areas. Tenth and eleventh graders will select their visit sites. Registration materials with a parent signature will be collected on Thursday, April 8. Regular classes for all students will begin at 9:20 on Monday, and 9:10 the rest of the week. Friday, April 9, is a non-student day. 

Important to note:  All course scheduling and teacher assignment are based on student forecasting information. We are often unable to allow students to take courses for which they have not forecasted because of severe space limitations. Please be thoughtful and accurate.

8th grade registration

All potential 1999-2000 CHS 9th graders received a Transitions Newsletter before Spring Break welcoming them to Corvallis High School. We have a variety of activities scheduled to acquaint them with our school, staff, students and programs. The kick-off event is the 8th Grade Open House on March 30, beginning at 7 PM. Parents and students will tour the building and gather information about our elective and academic programs.

March 31 - April 2, CHS counselors will visit the middle schools to explain the registration process and hand out course catalogues. On April 6, from 4 - 6 PM, these 8th graders and this year’s CHS 9th graders are invited to a pizza party and sporting events at CHS. Finally, on April 8 and 9, our counselors will meet with 8th grade parents and students in small groups at Highland View and Western View to answer questions and begin the four-year planning process. Another evening opportunity for parents to gather information and ask questions is April 13 at CHS. We LOVE those 8th graders!!!

OSAT for 10th graders

All tenth graders will be tested on multiple choice exams in math, science, social studies, and reading/literature during the week of April 5 - 8. This assessment will occur simultaneously with forecasting. While it will be a busy week for our tenth graders, we are confident that they will do well in both of these important activities. 

Each of these assessments is approximately 50 minutes in length and measures student achievement based on Oregon's content standards. Scores should be available in mid-May. Score reports will be mailed home as well as documented on the transcript.

1999 National Merit Finalists

Two Corvallis High School students, Mary E. Sullivan and Philip Kast, are among the eighty Oregon high school seniors named 1999 National Merit Finalists. This year’s 14,000 National Merit Finalists are eligible to compete for 7600 Merit Scholarships offered nationwide, and comprise the top 1.2% of students graduating this year who took last year’s PSAT.

Advanced classes

CHS offers a full-range of advanced classes in foreign languages (AP French, AP German and AP Spanish), mathematics (through calculus), science (AP Biology, AP Chemistry and AP Physics), social studies (AP US History, Advanced Politics & Rhetoric and Honors Government), and language arts (AP English and College Writing). These classes are more difficult than most high school courses, and are not for everyone.

Social studies and language arts classes do not have complicated prerequisites. Students who decide late in their high school career to opt for the advanced sections must expect to work harder, but should have no trouble gaining admission.

However, advanced classes in foreign languages, mathematics and science require advance planning. A student who is interested in AP Biology should take note that Chemistry is a prerequisite. Many of the science classes require completion of a certain level of mathematics.

At this time of year, when students are choosing classes for next fall, parents and students should spend some time investigating the options available. The relevant information is contained in the 1999-2000 course catalogue, which will be distributed to students on April 5. Counselors and teachers are available to answer your questions.

Prom is coming! The junior class has planned a wonderful dinner dance for the senior class this year. The prom will be held at the Corvallis Country Club from 7:00 PM to midnight on Saturday, May 15. Students who are signed up for 1999 Advanced Placement exams must pay the balance due by May 7. This year each test costs $77 — $13 of that is a non-refundable deposit on the exam. CHS makes no profit on administering  AP exams. If you have questions about the AP program or exams, ask your AP teacher or in Beyond CHS.

CHS’s advanced placement classes give students both a challenging curriculum and the opportunity to earn college credit. Last May sixty-three CHS students took a total of 103 exams in eleven different subject areas. On a five-point scale (5 is considered a perfect score, 3 a passing score), 79% of the students scored a 3, 4, or 5; in fact, 55% of the students scored a 4 or 5. These scores translate into credit earned and money saved as a student enters college. While colleges and universities differ in granting credit in various content areas, most schools consider these scores worthy of credit. For example, a score of 4 or 5 on the AP Physics B exam results in fifteen credits at OSU!

Student risk survey

On May 4 CHS will be participating in surveys sponsored by the Oregon Department of Education, Oregon Health Division, and the Center for Disease Control. The surveys will gather information about risk behavior in high school and middle school students. Questions may be asked about nutrition, alcohol, tobacco or drug use, sexual behavior, suicide attempts, and knowledge of health issues. The data gathered will help in planning prevention activities both locally and statewide.

Freshman, sophomore and junior students will be asked to complete a 45-minute questionnaire administered by high school staff and employees of Northwest Professional Consortium. Each student will be taking either the Youth Risk Behavior Survey (YRBS) or a survey from the Office of Alcohol and Drug Abuse Programs (OADAP).

It is important to remember that this survey is:

· Anonymous. Students will not put their names on the questionnaire. No one will be able to connect any individual student with his or her responses. School staff will not see any student responses.

· Voluntary. Any student may decline to participate at any time or skip any question.

· Results will be presented in summary form. No individual responses will be identified in any report.

We believe this survey is worthwhile and may help our community in reducing risky behavior by youth. We hope that you will allow your student to participate. If for any reason you do not wish your student to participate, please return the attached form to me at the CHS Counseling Office by April 30, and your student will be excused from participation.

If you wish to review the survey, CHS principal Steve Kunke has copies of each questionnaire. Further questions can be directed to the Health Department at their toll-free number, 1-800-SAFENET, Monday-Friday, 8:00 AM to 8:45 PM.
