-follows a chosen theme


-the analogies make sense
-includes all important structures and organelles pertinent to type of cell you have chosen (see organelles in chapter 5)

-does not include structures from a different type of cell (no plant cell parts in an animal cell

-is neat and complete (not just thrown together)

-is accurate 

-shows creativity 

The Poster (25 points):


Categories listed below are worth 5  points each.

-explains how the structures of the model are analogous to the cell

-explains the function of each structure (organelle)

-explains how molecules get into and out of the cell

-easy to follow and understand

-is neat, complete, and professional looking (groups' names, title, easy to understand)
