2. Know the differences and similarities between prokaryotic cells and eukaryotic cells (know differences in appearance, organelles, and function). What organisms are prokaryotic? Eukaryotic?

3. Know the differences and similarities between an animal cell and a plant cell (know differences in appearance, organelles, and function). 

4. For 3-4 organelles, be able to explain how their structures or locations are related to their functions (i.e. ribosomes are on the endoplasmic reticulum, so the endoplasmic reticulum plays a role in transporting these ribosomes).
