Step 1: Choose a partner. 

Step 2: Choose one type of cell that you are interested in. 

· Choices – 

1. Stem cell

2. E.coli bacterium cell

3. Salmonella bacterium cell 

4. Bread Yeast cell 

5. Human breast cancer cell

6. Human liver cancer cell

7. Human red blood cell

8. Cancer cell
9. Human skin cell
10. Human muscle cell

11. Human nerve cell

12. Guard cell (plant)
13. Parenchyma cell (plant)

14. Any other cell you are interested in (let me know and have me approve it first)
Step 3: Decide what you are going to use to build your 3-D cell model. 

· Here are some ideas – 

1. Styrofoam

2. Food (i.e. candy, pizza toppings, jell-o, vegetables, fruits, etc.)

3. Kitchen appliances

4. Cardboard
5. Anything you can think of; just let me know. 

For your cell model, I want you to include the major cell organelles of the cell (include at least 5 organelles on your cell model). Each pair will create one cell model.  
Step 4: Create a brochure to sell your cell! 

· What you have to include in your brochure – 
1. The cell name
2. The cell type (prokaryotic or eukaryotic)
3. The cell’s function
4. The major cell organelles and their functions in the cell (at least 5)
5. Movement in and out of the cell (whether things get in by active or passive transport and which type).  
6. The cell’s importance to humans and to you
7. A convincing paragraph to why your fellow students should buy the cell 
Each person in the group will create their own brochure. Make your brochure catchy and interesting because you are trying to sell your cell! 
Step 5: An 8-10 minute presentation to sell your cell to the class. 

· You will both present your cell model and brochure to the class. 

· You will talk about all of the topics that you were supposed to cover in your brochure. 

· Be convincing! 

· The class will rate how convincing you are and whether or not they will buy your cell. 

· At the end, each student will bid on the one cell (other than theirs) that they found is worth the most and the one that came from the most convincing group.
