* What is an oak savannah landscape and why are they so rare? (1
paragraph)
* What is the role of fire in W.V. prairie ecology? (1 paragraph)
Section 2 Kincaid’s Lupine and Fender’s Blue Butterfly
* How are Kincaid’s Lupine and Fender’s Blue Butterfly linked
ecologically (and what might happen if Fender’s Blue Butterfly
disappeared)? (2 — 3 paragraphs)
* What are the current and historical locations and populations of K.L.
and F.B.B.? (1 paragraph)
* What are the scientific descriptions of these organisms and how can
we identify them? (2 paragraphs)
* How have other people evaluated the health of K.L. populations? (2
paragraphs)

You will find a lot of research available on the internet. Two good sites to begin your
research are Dr. Mark Wilson’s website at Oregon State University
(http://oregonstate.edu/~wilsomar/Species/Lusuki.htm) and the Institute for Applied
Ecology website (http://www.appliedeco.org/reports.html#lupinus).
