London 2012 Games Project:  Assignment #1
Prioritizing Large Topics

Today you listened to a presentation regarding the Aquatics Center that has been designed for the 2012 London Olympic Games.  Soon, you will be a part of a team of students developing your own design for this aquatics center.

This assignment is intended to get your creative juices flowing.  In class today, our guest speaker identified eight “priority themes” that were identified in the design process for the actual 2012 London venues.  You will use these for this assignment.

For this assignment, you are to do the following:

1. Prioritize the eight “priority themes” presented in class by listing the item you feel to be the most important first, then listing the second-most important, then the third-most important, etc…..).  There can be no ties – YOU MUST MAKE A DECISION!
2. Below each item, explain why this item isn’t higher on your list, and why it isn’t lower.  YOU MUST GIVE A REASON OTHER THAN “Item #2 isn’t as important as Item #1.”  For instance, if you believe the issue of “constructability” should receive higher priority than sustainability, you might justify this by stating that 

“I feel that constructability is most important – there is a tight schedule to keep here.  Using materials and techniques, or employing designs that might be sustainable is great and should be done, but SHOULD NOT be done at risk of schedule or budget.  There is only $20 billion to spend on the entire project.  What’s more, there are just over two years remaining before the actual Olympics and if the venue isn’t ready, there are no alternatives but to not hold those events.”
