London 2012 Games Project:  Assignment #2
Looking At 2010 Venues
Introduction to Engineering 2009-2010

We are fortunate in this project for at least two reasons.  First, this is a unique opportunity to look in at a world-impacting project completed by individuals right here in Corvallis.  Secondly, we have timed the start of this project to occur during the 2010 Winter Olympics taking place to the north of us in Vancouver B.C.  In Vancouver, as in London, a couple of new buildings were required.  Designers for the Vancouver facilities had to go through a process very similar to the process used by London designers on the Aquatics Center.

In this assignment, sometime before returning to school on Wednesday, you are to watch some events taking place at either the Richmond Olympic Oval (non-short track speed skating) and/or the Vancouver Olympic Center (Curling).  Before doing this, reflect again on the eight priority themes identified for Assignment #1 (sustainability, community, security, technology, health & safety, constructability, accessibility, and inclusivity).  When watching the events this weekend, consider how these eight priority themes were (or were not) incorporated within the Richmond Olympic Oval or Vancouver Olympic Center for the current winter games.
For this assignment, you are to do the following:

1. Watch some events occurring at either the Richmond Olympic Oval (non-short track speed skating) and/or the Vancouver Olympic Center (Curling).
2. Based only from watching the events on TV or online, list and discuss the things you see that suggest whether or not each of the eight priority themes used in London were used in Vancouver on these new venues.  Likely, some of the themes will be easier to find evidence for than others.  Do your best.  Remember, an absence of evidence suggests something too!
3. Be sure to list each priority theme, fully describe the evidence you see, and fully explain how you reach your conclusions based upon the evidence you observe.

4. This assignment is to be NEATLY handwritten, or word processed (your choice).

5. This assignment is an individual assignment – everyone does it.

6. This assignment is due at the BEGINNING of the next class period.
