This assignment is to help get everyone thinking about those things that will need to be completed by group members BEFORE becoming a part of a larger group.  
For this assignment, for each of the items from the London Proposal Guidelines listed below, you are to 

a) List all of the things that are necessary to complete this item of the proposal.

b) Number these items in what you think would be chronological order.  For instance, the item you feel needs to be completed first should be assigned a #1, the next a #2, and so on until all items are numbered.  If items could occur simultaneously, give these items the same number.
Do this for each of the following parts of the proposal:
3.  Complete an ACAD D-size drawing.

4.  Designing the building meeting the criteria listed on the London Proposal Guidelines.

5.  Complete calculations (listing all of your assumptions) for the 

a) Cost of the energy required to maintain water temperatures at specified levels.

b) Cost of the energy required to heat and cool the building.

c) The cost to complete the Earthwork required (excavation, disposal, etc…) for your building.

6.  Determine the LEED rating for your building (including justifying your claims).

There are a large number of steps for each of these items.  Do not call it good at five steps for each – that is not nearly enough.  Your grade on this assignment will lie largely with your thoroughness and effort.  The more you think about this now, the more able you will be to assist your group when you are assigned to a group.
