



















































































PERSONAL RELATIONSHIPS .5 credit

e Prerequisite: grade 110r12

e CVHS Credit: applied art, elective, social studies, or health elective*

e QOUS Credit:  none
The students in this course will develop the skills necessary to build successful peer and family relationships and develop a sense of
well-being.  Class activities will stimulate thought on vital issues such as roles, sexual decisions, conflicts in relationships,
communication, adjusting to marriage, stress management, parenting, and chemical dependency. Students will deliberate social
issues. Positive health habits and behaviors, which establish and maintain personal wellness and healthy interpersonal relationships,
will be studied. (*Satisfies health 2 requirement if Child Development 1, Child Development Il or Food and Nutrition is also taken prior
to graduation.)

HEALTH 1: HUMAN DEVELOPMENT .5 credit
e Prerequisite: grade 10
e CVHS Credit: basic health
e QUSCredit: none

This course focuses on the mental, social, emotional and physical health of students. Major areas of study include mental health,
nutritional health, diseases, substance abuse and human sexuality. Students learn the knowledge and skills necessary to make
healthy life choices.

HEALTH 2: MAKING RESPONSIBLE CHOICES .5 credit
e Prerequisites: grade 11 or 12; Health 1
e CVHS Credit: health elective
e QUS Credit: none

In this course students increase their understanding of the positive health habits and behaviors that contribute to personal wellness and
healthy interpersonal relationships. They deliberate on public health issues, and research specific and/or mental diseases and
disorders. Contemporary health issues such as HIV/AIDS, STDs, stress management, and the prevention of alcohol, tobacco, drug
addictions and obesity are highlighted. An in-depth living on your own project will help prepare young adults for the transitions needed
to leave high school. Incorporating healthy behaviors and life skills will make them self-directed leamers, critical thinkers and
responsible citizens. Students will learn to administer CPR and to use the Automatic External Defibrillator (AED).

SPORTS MEDICINE .5 credit
e Prerequisites: grade 11 or 12 (grade 10 with teacher recommendation); Health 1
o Fee: materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)
e CVHS Credit health elective
e OUS Credit:  none

Sports Medicine is designed for students interested in the care, prevention, and rehabilitation of athletic injuries. Students who feel
they might pursue a health career in medicine, physical therapy, athletic training, health or physical education will find this class
provides an excellent background for further study. Skills developed in the class include general anatomy, athletic injury treatment and
care, CPR and first aid training. There will also be a unit on drugs, eating disorders and nutrition, blood borne pathogens, sexually
transmitted infections and reproductive topics.
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HEALTH OCCUPATIONS 1 -2 credits
o Prerequisites: grade 11 or 12; Health 1; Biology recommended
e CVHS Credit: health elective (entire course must be completed)
e OUS Credit:  none (LBCC College Now credit in Medical Terminology & Health Occupations available)

Semester 1: During the classroom experience students have the opportunity to experience and learn about a variety of health careers
in an effort to prepare tomorrow's health care providers. Many local professional health providers will present career information.
Students will learn concepts basic to all health careers, technical principles in health care, and work habits for health care providers.
They may obtain CPR/first aid certification and learn how to take vital signs. This course also focuses on anatomy and physiology with
an emphasis on medical terminology. Students will have the opportunity to visit a cadaver lab and gain some "hands-on" experience.

Semester 2: Worksite rotations are designed for students who successfully complete semester 1 with a B average or better. Student
attendance, effort in class, personal health habits, punctuality and independent work habits will be considered before students are
allowed to participate in health care rotations. Students will have the opportunity to apply their skills’lknowledge from semester 1 in
various health care facilities in the community. An application from both student and parent are required for worksite rotation
participation.
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Learning Lab

Providing Academic Services to Customize Your Personal Education Plan

The following programs provide credit opportunities for students who would benefit from an alternative method of learning or require
additional academic support. Consult with a teacher, counselor or Learning Lab staff member to discuss if these programs are
appropriate to the development of your Personal Education Plan. Counselor approval is required to schedule classes.

ALTERNATIVE EDUCATION credit varies
e Prerequisites: counselor approval or Learning Lab teacher approval

Alternative Education courses provide students with small class or self-paced individualized courses in a variety of academic and
elective areas; as well as service learning opportunities and alternative career-related learning opportunities. Courses are developed in
an effort to expand the learning opportunities of all students. The curriculum is flexible and responsive to planned progress and change
in an effort to support the diverse needs of all learners. Placement is determined by reading and writing assessments.

General Equivalency Diploma (GED)

General Equivalency Diploma is a high school certificate of equivalency from the Oregon State Board of Education. Students who are
over 16 may earn this alternative high school diploma upon the completion of a five test series. Students wishing to pursue a GED
should schedule an appointment with their counselor.
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Mathematics

The Language and Application of Numbers

To many, mathematics is a tool that provides solutions to problems. To a mathematician, mathematics is a wondrous and fascinating
world of logic, connections, puzzles and investigations into why things mathematical work the way they do. The mathematics classes
at CV are designed to provide students with opportunities to acquire and use the tools of mathematics to solve problems and to
understand and appreciate how and why those tools do what they do.

MATH LAB .5 -2 credits
e Prerequisites: counselor AND math teacher recommendation P/NP

e CVHS Credit: mathematics
e QOUS Credit: none

This is an individualized mathematics course designed to help students prepare for the next course in a sequence or to remediate math
concepts not mastered. Students will use the computer program PLATO, workbooks, and/or texts. This class is graded pass/no pass
and meets every day for a semester. Four-function calculator required.

PREALGEBRA 1 credit
e Prerequisites: grade 9 or 10; Math Lab or teacher recommendation
e CVHS Credit: mathematics
e QUS Credit: none

This course is designed to prepare students for entry into the college prep curriculum. The main concepts include problem solving and
order of operations with integers and fractions, solving linear equations and inequalities, percent, proportions, ratios, and an
introduction to geometry topics. Problem solving is integrated throughout the curriculum with an emphasis on translation of written
phrases to equation form. This class meets every day for a semester. Four-function calculator required.

ALGEBRA 1 -semester long 1 credit
o Prerequisite:  PreAlgebra or Algebra A, or teacher recommendation
o CVHS Credit: mathematics
o QOUS Credit:  mathematics

Students in this course will explore topics including order of operations, solving single-variable equations, and proportions and
percents. Included are linear equations and inequalities and their graphs, and solving systems of equations. Basic probability and data
display, simplifying radicals, and products and factors of binomials are also essential components. Students will engage in problem
solving and real-world applications throughout this course. This class meets every day for a semester. Upon successful completion,
students will be prepared to take Geometry. Scientific calculator required.
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ALGEBRA 1 —yearlong 2 credits
o Prerequisites: PreAlgebra or Algebra A, AND teacher recommendation 1 mathematics / 1 elective
e CVHS Credit: mathematics
e QOUS Credit:  mathematics

This yearlong option is ideal for students who have passed PreAlgebra but are not ready for a rigorous college preparatory course. It
covers the regular Algebra 1 material and reviews some concepts from PreAlgebra. Students in this course will explore topics
including order of operations, solving single-variable equations, and proportions and percents. Included are linear equations and
inequalities and their graphs, and solving systems of equations. Basic probability and data display, simplifying radicals, and products
and factors of binomials are also essential components. Students will engage in problem solving and real-world applications
throughout this course. This class meets every day for a full year. Upon successful completion, students will be prepared to take
Geometry or Yearlong Geometry. Scientific calculator required.

APPLIED MATHEMATICS 1 credit
e Prerequisites: Algebra 1 (passed with a C or better), AND teacher recommendation
e CVHS Credit: mathematics
e OUS Credit:  mathematics

Applied Math is intended for students who are looking to take another math course after algebra 1 or geometry. This course is NOT
equivalent to an Algebra 2 course for OUS requirements. Students will have the opportunity to investigate how math principles are
used in business, industry, and everyday life. Topics of study will include finance, statistics, measurement, and more. Problem-
solving, applications, and the use of technology will be an important part of this course. Scientific calculator required.

GEOMETRY -semester long 1 credit
o Prerequisite:  Algebra 1 (passed with a C or better) or Algebra B, or teacher recommendation
o CVHS Credit: mathematics
o QOUS Credit:  mathematics

This course consists of an integrated and interactive study of many topics including algebra, geometry, probability, problem solving with
technology (calculators and computers) and many other essential learning skills. The geometry topics include reasoning and proof,
points, lines, angles, and planes, polygons (with a special focus on triangles, right triangles, and quadrilaterals), congruence and
similarity, circles, area, perimeter, surface area and volume. This class meets every day for a semester. Upon successful completion,
students will be prepared to take Algebra 2. Scientific calculator required.

GEOMETRY -yearlong 2 credits
e Prerequisites: Algebra 1 AND teacher recommendation 1 mathematics / 1 elective
e CVHS Credit: mathematics
e QUS Credit:  mathematics

This yearlong option is ideal for students who have passed Algebra 1, but are not ready for a rigorous college preparatory course. It
covers the regular Geometry material while reviewing concepts from Algebra 1. The geometry topics include reasoning and proof,
points, lines, angles, and planes, polygons (with a special focus on triangles, right triangles, and quadrilaterals), congruence and
similarity, circles, area, perimeter, surface area and volume. Students will read, write, solve, defend, question, and explore math. This
class meets every day for a full year. Upon successful completion, students will be prepared to take Algebra 2. Scientific calculator
required.

ALGEBRA 2 1 credit
o Prerequisite: Geometry (passed with a C or better) or Honors Geometry, or teacher recommendation
o CVHS Credit: mathematics
o QOUS Credit:  mathematics

This course is the third in a sequence of college preparatory mathematics courses. Topics include equations and inequalities, linear
equations and functions, linear systems and matrices, polynomials, rational exponents and radical functions, exponential and
logarithmic functions, counting methods and probability, and data analysis and statistics. Mathematical models and their graphs,
problem solving, application, and technology are strongly emphasized and are woven throughout the course. This class meets every
day for a semester. Upon successful completion, students will be prepared to take PreCalculus. Graphing calculator required.
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PRECALCULUS 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  Algebra 2 (passed with a C or better) or Honors Algebra 2, or teacher recommendation
e CVHS Credit: mathematics
o QOUS Credit:  mathematics

This course is the fourth in a sequence of college preparatory mathematics courses. College algebra topics include polynomial and
rational curve sketching, functions and transformations, and conic sections. Trigonometry topics include graphing, identities,
equations, law of sines and law of cosines, and applications. Problem solving, application, and technology are woven through the
course. Students will read, write, solve, defend, question, and explore math. This class meets every day for a semester. Upon
successful completion, students will be prepared to take AP Calculus (AB). Graphing calculator required.

CALCULUS 1 credit
o Prerequisite:  PreCalculus (passed with a C or better) or Honors PreCalculus, or teacher recommendation
e CVHS Credit: mathematics
e OUS Credit:  mathematics

This option is ideal for students who wish to take calculus but are not interested in pursuing college credit through the AP exam. The
class will cover material from the first two terms of college calculus. Major topic categories include functions, graphs, limits, derivatives,
and integrals. Students will learn theory, methods, and applications. Problem solving and technology are woven through the course.
This class meets every day for a semester. Graphing calculator required.

HONORS GEOMETRY 1 credit
o Prerequisites: Complete Algebra B (passed with a B or better), or Algebra 1 AND teacher recommendation
o CVHS Credit: mathematics
o QOUS Credit:  mathematics

This course is designed for high achieving students who plan to take math through AP Calculus. It covers the multiple theorems and
postulates of plane geometry (i.e. proof, congruence, similarity, basic knowledge of and relations between polygons and angles,
circles), three-dimensional solids, and basic probability. This class meets every day for a semester. Upon successful completion,
students will be prepared to take Honors Algebra 2. Scientific calculator required.

HONORS ALGEBRA 2 1 credit
e Prerequisites: Honors Geometry (passed with a B or better), or Geometry AND teacher recommendation
e CVHS Credit: mathematics
e OUS Credit:  mathematics

This course is a faster paced course than Algebra 2. It is designed for students who have shown especially fine motivation and talent
in mathematics and who are seeking to accelerate their math education. Most topics are similar to those in Algebra 2 but are explored
to more depth. Topics include equations and inequalities, linear equations and functions, linear systems and matrices, polynomials and
polynomial curve sketching, rational exponents and radical functions, exponential and logarithmic functions, counting methods and
probability, and data analysis and statistics. Mathematical models and their graphs, problem solving, application, and technology are
strongly emphasized and are woven throughout the course. This class meets every day for a semester. Upon successful completion,
students will be prepared to take Honors PreCalculus. Graphing calculator required.

HONORS PRECALCULUS 1 credit
o Prerequisites: Honors Algebra 2 (passed with a B or better), or Algebra 2 AND teacher recommendation
o CVHS Credit: mathematics
o OUS Credit:  mathematics

This course is intended for accelerated students who have completed Honors Algebra 2. Topics are covered in-depth and with a high
degree of abstraction. College algebra topics include polynomial and rational curve sketching, functions, transformations, vectors, and
conic sections. Trigonometry topics include graphing, identities, equations, law of sines and law of cosines, and applications. Problem
solving, application, and technology are woven through the course. This class meets every day for a semester. Upon successful
completion, students will be prepared to take AP Calculus (BC). Graphing calculator required.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS (AB) 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  PreCalculus or Honors PreCalculus, or teacher recommendation
e CVHS Credit: mathematics
e OUS Credit:  mathematics

Advanced Placement Calculus (AB) will prepare students to take the AP Calculus AB test in May. Major topic categories include
functions, graphs, limits, derivatives, and integrals. Students will learn theory, methods, and applications. Problem solving and
technology are woven through the course. This class meets every day for a semester. Graphing calculator required.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT CALCULUS (BC) 1 credit
e Prerequisites: Honors PreCalculus, or PreCalculus AND teacher recommendation
e CVHS Credit: mathematics
e OUS Credit: mathematics

Advanced Placement Calculus (BC) is intended for accelerated students who have completed Honors PreCalculus. It is a faster paced
course that covers more topics than AP Calculus AB. Major topic categories include functions, graphs, limits, derivatives, integrals,
polynomial approximations and series. Students will learn theory, methods and applications. Problem solving and technology are
woven through the course. Graphing calculator required. Students who have taken AP Calculus AB may take AP Calculus BC for .5
math credit and .5 academic elective credit.
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Online Courses

Program Description: Corvallis Online offers several online courses to high school students within the Corvallis
School District. There is no charge for a course if the course is part of the student’s regular 7-credit allocation. Courses
are available on a tuition basis for students who wish to add a course beyond their 7 credits. All courses are taught by
Oregon licensed teachers. There are a limited humber of slots available, and first-time online students are limited to one
course/semester. Students who are self-directed have been the most successful in this online environment.

Support for Online Students: Each high school has a staff member to specifically support students taking online
courses. All courses are accessed through the web with an updated web browser. Textbooks and other required
support materials are provided through the school’s bookroom. Attendance for online classes is mandatory until the
online class is completed. Students are expected to report to the online room during the time assigned on their
schedule, and use that time to work on their online class. Failure to do so will result in parent notification and possible
removal from the online class.

Registration Information:
1. Students request course by indicating an interest on the school registration form.
2. School counselors will determine student placement in online courses based on availability and need.
(See your counselor for additional information about registering for an online class.)
3. A separate registration packet, available through the counseling office, must be completed and
submitted to the counseling office for processing.

Program Expectations:

Student will attend an orientation to online courses.

Attendance in the online classroom is required.

Student must create and follow an 18-week course calendar.

If grade drops below a C, the student will be called in to speak with the support staff, and parents may be

notified.

5. If student does not participate in the online course for 5 days, parents will be contacted. After 10 days the
student may be dropped from the course.

6. The drop date for online courses is two weeks after the student begins the course. Students dropping after two
weeks will receive a grade of F.

e Prerequisites: none
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e QUS Credit: none

Coro Vivo is a yearlong non-auditioned women’s ensemble open to students who demonstrate a willingness to learn and commit to the
ensemble. Repertoire will be selected from a wide array of style periods and genres. Students will learn proper vocal technique
including intonation, tone quality, and stylistic accuracy. Students will learn to read and notate music independently and learn how to
be a leader in a musical environment. Students will demonstrate independent problem-solving skills through conducting, score study,
and sight-reading while making connections between world cultures and music. Students will learn to understand and appreciate the
relationships between music, the other arts, and other fields of study. Students will participate in approximately six concerts throughout
the year.

MEN’S CHOIR 1 credit
e Prerequisites: none
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e QUS Credit: none

Men’s choir is a yearlong non-auditioned men’s ensemble open to students who demonstrate a willingness to learn and commit to the
ensemble. Repertoire will be selected from a wide array of style periods and genres. Students will learn proper vocal technique
including intonation, tone quality, and stylistic accuracy. Students will learn to read and notate music independently and learn how to
be a leader in a musical environment. Students will demonstrate independent problem-solving skills through conducting, score study,
and sight-reading while making connections between world cultures and music. Students will learn to understand and appreciate the
relationships between music, the other arts, and other fields of study. Students will participate in approximately six concerts throughout
the year.
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CHAMBER CHOIR 1 credit
e Prerequisites: audition AND instructor approval
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e OUS Credit:  none

This is a yearlong auditioned ensemble open to women who demonstrate basic skills such as tone quality, intonation, and sight-
reading. Students will also be admitted based on their willingness to commit to the ensemble. Repertoire will be selected from a wide
array of style periods and genres. Students will learn to demonstrate independent problem-solving skills through conducting, score
study, and sight-reading. Students will continue to improve their musical skills through creative thinking such as improvisation,
composition, and arranging while demonstrating their understanding of world cultures in relation to music. Students will participate in
contests, and concerts throughout the year.

CONCERT CHOIR 1 credit
o Prerequisites: audition AND instructor approval
o CVHS Credit: fine art
e OUS Credit:  none

This is a yearlong auditioned ensemble open to students who demonstrate advanced skills such as tone quality, intonation, and sight-
reading. Students will also be admitted based on their willingness to commit to the ensemble. Repertoire will be selected from a wide
array of style periods and genres. Through multiple concerts throughout the community students will have the opportunity to improve
their lives and the lives of others through the exposure to the art of music. Students will continue to improve their musical skills through
creative thinking such as improvisation, composition, and arranging while demonstrating their understanding of world cultures in
relation to music. This choir has the highest out-of-class commitment with a large number of contests, tours, and concerts.

CONCERT BAND 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  previous instrumental experience or instructor approval
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e OUS Credit:  none

This ensemble is a year-long class for students entering high school. Having a general knowledge of musical notation, instrument
technique and basic music theory is suggested. Students will continue to develop musical skills which include playing with proper
intonation, posture, breath support and proper rehearsal techniques. Grading will be based on participation, citizenship, attendance
and required performances.

SYMPHONIC BAND 1 credit
e Prerequisites: previous instrumental experience; audition and instructor approval
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e OUS Credit:  none

This ensemble is a year-long class for students in grades 10 — 12.  Symphonic Band consists of two parts: 1) Marching Band (fall
quarter only); students learn the music and techniques of marching, drill reading and performing shows. 2) Symphonic Band; students
will continue to excel on musical instruments with focus on intonation, technique breath support and posture. Students will be able to
play a musical phrase and to experience feelings and emotion through the performance of music. Students are responsible for
preparing their music, care of music and instrument. Grading will be based on participation, citizenship, attendance and required
performances.

WIND ENSEMBLE 1 credit
e Prerequisites: previous instrumental experience; audition and instructor approval
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e QOUS Credit:  none

This advanced, year-long ensemble consists of limited instrumentation and students in grades 10 — 12, with advanced skills on their
instrument. This class consists of two parts: 1) Marching Band (fall quarter only); students will continue to develop skills in marching
techniques, field music and leadership. 2) Wind Ensemble students will perform a wide variety of advanced literature. All students will
be responsible for preparing their music for rehearsals. Advancing knowledge in the areas of technique, music theory, and music
history will be studied in this ensemble. Grading will be based on participation, citizenship, attendance and required performances.
(Private study is not required for participation in Wind Ensemble, but is encouraged.)
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JAZZ BAND 1 credit
e Prerequisites: audition and instructor approval;
concurrent enroliment in Concert or Symphonic Band or Wind Ensemble
o CVHS Credit fine art
e QOUS Credit:  none

This auditioned, year-long ensemble is for students with experience on a jazz-related instrument. These instruments include:
saxophone, trumpet, trombone, piano, bass, guitar and drum set. Repertoire will consist of a wide spectrum of styles and improvisation
will be introduced and studied. Jazz Band members are required to be in another performing arts ensemble. Grading will be based on
participation, citizenship, attendance and performances.

PEP BAND .25 credit
e Prerequisites: instructor recommendation;
concurrent enroliment in Concert or Symphonic Band or Wind Ensemble
e  CVHS Credit: fine art
e OUSCredit:  none

The Pep Band provides entertainment and support through musical performance at selected boys and girls varsity basketball games on
site. In addition to the regularly scheduled playing events, the band is expected to perform at tournament or playoff games.
Attendance at rehearsals and scheduled games is required.

CONCERT ORCHESTRA ("Concertato") 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  previous instrumental experience
e  CVHS Credit: fine art
e QOUS Credit:  none

The Concertato Orchestra is for moderately advanced students. In addition to regular orchestra rehearsals and performances,
students play in chamber music ensembles and study music theory. Students are expected to practice daily and attend all
performances.

CHAMBER ORCHESTRA ("Camerata") 1 credit
e Prerequisite: invitation from instructor/by audition only
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e OUS Credit:  none

The Camerata Orchestra is for advanced students only. In addition to regular orchestra rehearsals and performances, students play in
chamber music ensembles and study music theory and composition. Many students will be featured as soloists with the orchestra.
There are five to eight performances each year. Students are expected to practice daily and attend all performances.

THEATRE 1 .5 credit
e Prerequisite: none
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e QUS Credit: none

Students will explore the basics of theatre, focusing on some technical theatre and an introduction to acting. Grading will be based on
class participation, performance, and written work. Students will be introduced to individual and group performance with monologues,
open scenes, dialogues, group warm-ups, and improvisational theatre. In addition to performance, students will continually evaluate
both their characters and their own performance with an emphasis on self-improvement. Students will become familiar with self-
awareness and criticism, developing intuition, and classical and contemporary theatre. Class will culminate with a realistic-style final
audition.

Moving on from Theatre 1, students will explore theatre history by century and cultural period with written, oral, and visual
presentations, which includes examining works from their time period and how that text is reflective of that period’s relationship to
theatre. Character analysis is more in-depth, and students will also examine theatre design, with sets, costume, and makeup, in
relation to specific works. Students will be introduced to different styles of acting accommodating different genres, with emphasis on
the Stanislavski Method of acting. Students will examine play production in addition to performance and will put together a one-act

play. When possible, students will see plays in the area, and if possible, participate in the International Thespian Society Regional
Acting competition.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 1: FITNESS CONCEPTS .5 credit
e Prerequisite: none
o CVHS Credit: physical education
e QOUS Credit:  none
The emphasis in PE 1 is on assessing and achieving health-related fitness, continued skill development, participation in team and
recreational sports, and lifelong physical activities. An introduction to weight training techniques and strategies is emphasized.
Examples of activities used to promote fitness and physical activity include Ultimate Frisbee, soccer, tennis, basketball, badminton,
indoor games and volleyball. Tracking records will be used.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 2: COURT AND FIELD GAMES .5 credit
e Prerequisites: grades 10 —12; PE 1
e CVHS Credit: physical education
e OUS Credit:  none
e May be repeated for elective credit

PE 2 is the class for the person who wants to continue participation in a wide variety of sports, games and fitness activities. The
emphasis is on court, field and net activities. Fitness training is included to improve body composition, bone density and muscular
endurance as a part of the student’s personal fitness plan.

WEIGHT TRAINING AND CONDITIONING .5 credit
e Prerequisites: grades 10-12; PE 1
e CVHS Credit: physical education
e OUS Credit:  none
o May be repeated for elective credit

As part of a student’s personal fitness plan; weight training and conditioning are included to improve body composition, bone density,
and muscular strength and endurance. Using the FITT principle (frequency, intensity, time, and type), students participate in a variety
of activities. Students will be exposed to periodization, functional training, plyometrics, and circuit training. Exposure to free weights,
machines, agility, pyrometer, and band and ball training will continue throughout the semester. Tracking records and daily training
sheets will be used. Students will train and perform lifts safely and appropriately.
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AEROBIC CONDITIONING .5 credit
e Prerequisites: grades 10-12; PE 1
e CVHS Credit: physical education
e OUS Credit:  none
e May be repeated for elective credit

Get ready to move! The Aerobic Conditioning class focuses on the life-long conditioning benefits of aerobic exercise and muscle
strengthening. Aerobic dance, step aerobics, muscle fitness workouts, weight training and relaxation techniques are used to promote a
balanced approach to fitness. Students will choreograph and perform routines based on safe and effective movement guidelines.
Tracking records and daily training sheets will be used.

OUTDOOR AND LIFETIME RECREATION .5 credit
*  Prerequisites: grade 11 or 12; PE 1; access to a mountain bike and helmet
*  Fee: facility rental fee (see page 8 for additional information)

* May be repeated for elective credit

The Outdoor Recreation class is designed to provide exposure to a variety of outdoor activities such as mountain and road biking,
hiking, rock climbing, and golf. The emphasis of this class is on becoming fit through aerobic and muscular fitness activities, learning
and practicing safety guidelines, and being responsible in the outdoor recreation setting. There is a lab fee charged in order to
participate in off campus activities.
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School-to-Career

The School-to-Career program consists of school-based and work-based learning opportunities that allow students to apply their
academic skills to a work/community experience and to develop career-related learning skills (personal management, problem solving,
communication, teamwork, employment foundations, and career development). These opportunities encourage students to understand
what they need to learn in school and how it is related to their future career and educational goals.

STRUCTURED WORK EXPERIENCE (SWE) .5 -2 credits

SWE is a work-study program for students who want to enhance their employment skills. Students are responsible for finding their own
jobs and are paid by their employer. Students are required to attend monthly seminars and develop a portfolio with objectives to
enhance their workplace skills. (No more than 2 credits total over 2 years may be earned toward graduation.) Students are graded on
a pass/no pass basis.

INTERNSHIPS .5 -2 credits
o Prerequisites: grade 11 or 12 AND staff recommendation P/NP

Internships provide hands-on learning experiences. Students work under the supervision of a community mentor to develop specific
job-related competencies. It is recommended that students complete a related job shadow prior to the internship. Student interns will
be expected to develop a career portfolio and complete 65 hours of work at the internship site for each half credit. Students are graded
on a pass/no pass basis.

CADET TEACHING .5 -2 credits
o Prerequisites: grade 11 or 12 AND staff recommendation P/NP

Cadet teaching provides students the opportunity to explore a people-oriented profession, develop insight and knowledge about the
world of teaching, and work directly with children. Students are assigned to a mentor teacher at another school. Transportation is the
responsibility of the student. A portfolio will be developed. Students are graded on a pass/no pass basis.

VETERINARY EXPERIENCE .5 credit

The veterinary experience combines biweekly Oregon State University lectures with field trips and expert guest speakers from the
veterinary field. The class is held outside of school hours and transportation is the student’s responsibility. The experience takes place
over the course of the entire school year and awards one elective credit upon completion. Students are graded on a pass/no pass
basis.

A Way of Understanding

Technology’s continued influence upon our society makes understanding basic principles of science essential for informed decision-
making. Additionally, science provides individuals with a proven and successful framework for seeking appropriate solutions to the
problems encountered throughout life. The purpose of the science program is to provide to all individuals an understanding of the role
of science and technology in modern society.

The science department believes that the best way to learn science is by doing science. As a result, most courses emphasize student
participation in authentic investigations, seeking solutions to real problems. Often, investigations will be undertaken jointly between
individual classes and/or with other community partners (i.e. Oregon State University, local businesses). In such investigations,
students from a variety of grade levels representing a variety of subjects or disciplines may work cooperatively in multi-discipline teams.
Where possible, integration with other disciplines (math, English, humanities, applied technology, etc.) will be prioritized. Such pursuits
model real science. Support from our community has been outstanding in providing our students with unique opportunities.

In pursuing science at Crescent Valley, students will learn how creativity, communication, technology and interpersonal skills are not
only helpful to but essential parts of the scientific endeavor. The science curriculum provides solid educational experiences appropriate
for beginning science students as well as for those who may pursue technical careers in the sciences, engineering, medicine,
agriculture and related professions.

Students must successfully complete Physical Science & Technology, or Biology, or Honors Biology, prior to enrolling in any other
science class.

APPLIED SCIENCE 1 credit
e Prerequisites: grades 10-12
e CVHS Credit: lab science
e QUSCredit:  none

Applied Science is designed to allow students to use knowledge gained through scientific inquiry to further their understanding of
science in general. Students will be involved in a range of scientific activities. A variety of teaching strategies will be used, but the
focus will be on hands-on activities and group projects. In addition, students will continue to develop basic scientific skills such as
questioning, observation, measurement, experimental design, communication, research, problem solving and critical analysis.
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PHYSICAL SCIENCE & TECHNOLOGY 1 credit
e Prerequisite: none
e CVHS Credit: lab science
e (QUS Credit:  science

PST is an interactive course which uses computers and other technologies to help students expand their understanding of physical
science. Students will use computer simulations, on-line course material, readings, lab activities, and discussions to move toward
mastering concepts such as measurement, motion, and force, the atom, and basic chemistry. Students will be instructed on some
basic programming, web page construction and other technology tools. They will then couple their understanding of physical science
to the technology use in class on an authentic project. In one case, students might use their understanding to prepare a series of
technology-based lessons and activities geared toward elementary-aged children. At the end of the semester, students might bring a
mobile technology lab to a local elementary school to share their activities with younger students.

PST is a good choice for students who prefer hands-on activities and who are interested in technology. It is also appropriate for
students who would benefit from a deeper understanding of the foundations of scientific principles before taking classes such as
biology, chemistry or physics.

INTRODUCTION TO ENGINEERING 1 credit
e Prerequisite: none .50 applied art / .50 science *
o Fee: materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)

e CVHS Credit: .5 applied art & .5 science *
(science credit pending the approval of Oregon’s 2009 State Science Standards)
e OUS Credit:  none (LBCC College Now 4 credits in Intro to CAD {EG4.407} available)

This course introduces students to engineering, the creative application of concepts of science and various forms of technology to
problems and their solutions. From the simplest machines to the most complex systems, everything you currently use today is, at least
in part, the result of creative problem solving on the part of an engineer. This course will teach ways of thinking and doing that make
invention and problem solving possible. Students will learn how to generate ideas, test and communicate those ideas, and make them
a reality. Students will use technical drawing (drafting) skills from simple sketches to AutoCAD, and will also utilize the CV materials
lab and its machine and hand tools. Later in the course, students will utilize solid modeling tools in design. Throughout the course
students will have the opportunity to interact with local professional engineers as well as Oregon State University engineering
departments. Students participating in this course must have the potential to work in a self-directed fashion. This course develops the
skills necessary for higher level engineering courses. This class will be team-taught by one applied technology instructor and one
science instructor. With the completion of this course, students will have the option to continue a study in engineering by taking the
Engineering 2 course (described on page 14) and/or many of the applied technology and science courses offered at CV.

BIOLOGY 1 credit
e Prerequisite: teacher recommendation
e CVHS Credit: lab science
e QUS Credit:  science

Biology surveys the structure and function of living organisms. Students study basic cell chemistry, cell biology, genetics, taxonomy,
ecology, botany, zoology, and human biology. In addition, students participate in activities that encourage the development of
laboratory and problem-solving skills, and challenge the students to interpret data. Frequent laboratory exercises are structured to
reinforce concepts and principles presented in class. Technology integration is a key component of all our activities.

HONORS BIOLOGY 1 credit
e Prerequisite: teacher recommendation
e CVHS Credit: lab science
e QUS Credit:  science

Honors Biology is for motivated students who read at or above grade level; have a history of completing all assignments thoroughly and
on time; remain on task for the duration of class time; are enrolled in Algebra 1 or higher, and can follow complex verbal and written
directions. Honors Biology students are required to attend 2 scientific community events, conduct authentic research projects, and will
have the opportunity to participate at a regional science fair competition.
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FIELD BIOLOGY 1 credit
o Prerequisite:  Physical Science & Technology or Biology, or teacher recommendation
e CVHS Credit: lab science
e OUS Credit:  science

This course offers an introduction to the study of ecology using local terrestrial and aquatic systems as a resource. It emphasizes field
and laboratory experiences and offers in-depth coverage of: (1) general ecology theory; (2) principles of experimental design; (3) data
acquisition and analysis; (4) application of ecological theory to the analysis of aquatic and terrestrial ecosystems; (5) basic animal and
plant taxonomy; and (6) technical report writing. Field Biology is appropriate for those students with a general interest in life science,
and is especially appropriate for those students who have an interest in resource management or research.

ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY 1 credit
o Prerequisite:  Biology (passed with a C or better)
o CVHS Credit: science, or health 2 (requires successful completion of the entire course)
e OUS Credit:  science

Anatomy and Physiology is an advanced science course that focuses primarily on the structure and function of the healthy human
body. This course is reading and vocabulary intensive. It covers all the major body systems in depth. It emphasizes many Greek &
Latin pre/suffixes that aid in understanding of the material. Labs include a cow eyeball dissection, blood typing and vital capacity
testing. There will be an integration of health issues such as: blood borne pathogens, drug use on the brain, eating disorders, birth
control and sexually transmitted infections with the corresponding chapters. Students will learn to administer CPR and to use the
Automatic External Defibrillator (AED). This class is a must for students interested in any of the health and/or medical fields as their
career choice.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT BIOLOGY 1 credit
ADVANCED PLACEMENT BIOLOGY 2 .5 credit
o Prerequisites: Biology AND Chemistry (passed with a C or better), or teacher recommendation
o CVHS Credit: 346 — 1 lab science; 347 — .5 elective
e OUS Credit:  science (LBCC College Now credit in Biology 101, 102 and 103 available)

AP Biology is rigorous laboratory-based college level course for highly motivated students who want to study living systems in more
detail. Students will study topics such as evolution, biochemistry, cell and molecular biology, genetics, anatomy, development, botany
and ecology. Students may earn college credit based on the results of the AP Exam in May or through LBCC’s College Now program.
AP Biology 1 will meet first semester for one block. AP Biology 2 will continue AP preparation second semester. Students may not
elect to take only AP Biology 2.

CHEMISTRY 1 credit
e Prerequisites: Physical Science & Technology, or Biology AND completion of Algebra 1
e CVHS Credit: lab science
e OUS Credit:  science (LBCC College Now credit may be available, pending LBCC approval)

The focus of this course is on the major concepts in chemistry. This course is a lab-based science class that covers the core concepts
in chemistry while practicing basic science. Students should consider this course if they are planning a college program in science,
engineering, medicine, pharmacy, home economics, food sciences, or any vocation where chemistry is a prerequisite. Students
wishing to complete this course on an “honors” basis must complete an extended research project and present their project at the
Central Western Oregon Science and Engineering Expo. This work is in addition to all normal class content. In order to earn honors
credit, students MUST attend both days of the CWOSE event. Students will be expected to commit to this honors option in September.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT CHEMISTRY 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  Chemistry
e CVHS Credit: lab science
e OUS Credit:  science (LBCC College Now credit may be available, pending LBCC approval)

AP Chemistry offers the opportunity for students to develop a more in-depth and complete mastery of chemistry concepts and
principles. The course involves rigorous treatment of current theory in areas such as atomic structure, nuclear chemistry, reaction
dynamics and energies, and gas behavior. In addition to reading and individual study, students participate in teacher and student
directed lab work, discussion, collaborative projects, and individual research. Those interested in a career in the sciences or medicine
should consider this course. Students may earn college credit based on the results of the AP Exam in May.
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PHYSICS 1 credit
o Prerequisites: Chemistry AND completion of Geometry
e CVHS Credit: lab science
o QOUS Credit:  science (LBCC College Now credit in PHYS 201 (4 credits) and GS 104 (5 credits) available)

Physics attempts to understand and explain our entire world with a small number of specific relationships. An understanding of physics
is essential to everyone — the non-scientist and the engineer alike. In this course, the student can expect exposure to topics of
mechanics (motion, forces, energy, rotation, gravity) and electricity and magnetism (electrostatics, electric potential, circuits,
magnetism). In addition, students will undertake an authentic investigation in which physics and science will be learned through
application. As time permits, additional topics might include optics and wave motion (sound) and nuclear physics. This course is
intended to prepare students for college-level courses in physics. An emphasis is placed on math and problem solving. Assignments
and lab activities, while numerous, are designed for mastery and complete understanding. Students should expect hard work to yield
extensive learning. Students wishing to complete his course on an “honors” basis must complete an extended research project and
present their project at the Central Western Oregon Science and Engineering Expo. This work is in addition to all normal class content.
In order to earn honors credit, students MUST attend both days of the CWOSE event. Students will be expected to commit to this
honors option in September.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT PHYSICS 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  Physics or instructor permission; completion of calculus is helpful but not required
e CVHS Credit: lab science
e QUS Credit:  science (LBCC College Now credit available)
o Depending on school resources, this course may only be offered at Corvallis High School in 2009-10

This course is intended to increase physics exposure beyond the first-year course. In the past, course structure has been dictated
largely by student (and parent) interest. In one extreme, the entire course can be focused upon AP test preparation (mechanics and E
& M). At the opposite exireme, the course can provide students exposure to new topics not covered in the first-year course (optics,
wave motion, fluids, thermodynamics, relativity, nuclear physics, particle physics, quantum theory, cosmology). Typically the course is
a combination of the two approaches — covering some new topics with complete preparation for the mechanics portion of the AP test.
Regardless, students will be asked to participate in an authentic project requiring the application of physics principles. Also, topics will
be presented within the context of calculus (although an algebra context will be provided for those students lacking a calculus
background). Students should expect to be challenged and to grow in their understanding. Students may earn college credit based on
the results of the AP Exam in May or through the LBCC’s College Now program.

MARINE SCIENCE 1 credit
e Prerequisites: grades 10 — 12; Honors Biology, or Biology with teacher approval
e CVHS Credit: lab science
e OUS Credit:  science

This course offers an introduction to the study of marine science and is intended for students who have completed Honors Biology or
Biology and are motivated to learn more about the oceans of the world and the organisms that live in them. Students will develop an
understanding of the basic concepts of marine science including: the nature of science, the chemical, physical, and geological aspects
of the marine environment, the diversity of marine organisms, characteristics of major marine ecosystems, the major marine
phyla/divisions, and the interrelationship between humans and the ocean. Please note that visits to the Hatfield Marine Science Center
and the Oregon coast are integral parts of the course. This course would be a good choice for students who have a general interest in
the marine sciences and are possibly thinking about a college program or career in this field.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE (APES) 1 credit
o Prerequisites: Biology AND Chemistry (passed with a C or better), or teacher recommendation
o CVHS Credit: lab science
o QOUS Credit:  science (LBCC College Now credit available)

APES is a laboratory-based college level course for highly motivated students who care about the environment. APES promotes
systems thinking to explore such ecological principles as interrelationships in nature, biogeochemical transformations, human
population dynamics, environmental quality, resource utilization, species protection, and sustainable practices. Students also learn to
critically analyze the economic, social and political issues related to local and global environmental concerns, and will investigate
numerous environmental ethical dilemmas. Students may earn college credit based on the results of the AP Exam in May or through
the LBCC’s College Now program. Students should not enroll in this class if they are enrolled in Seminar on Sustainability.
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SEMINAR ON SUSTAINABILITY .5 credit

e Prerequisites: grade 11 or 12, successful complete of Biology AND Chemistry

e CVHS Credit: science

e QOUS Credit:  science
This course is for students who are concerned about environmental issues but don’t want to take an AP science class. Students will
explore some of the most complex environmental problems facing our world today, the underlying causes of these problems, and
potential solutions. Students will read and analyze information from a variety of sources (e.g., Internet, scientific journals) and use the
principles of sustainability to learn how to make more ecologically sound choices as consumers and citizens. Students should not enroll
in this class if they are enrolled in AP Environmental Science.
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Social Studies

Making Sense Out of a Complex World

The purpose of the Social Studies curriculum is to provide the opportunity for students to acquire a broad understanding of the subjects
and disciplines that represent the various ways universal human kind relate to each other. Education in the social sciences aims to
help students develop as rational, humane and productive citizens in a democratic society. Four elements of social studies education
help develop such citizens: content knowledge, practical skills, democratic values, and active participation.

FRESHMAN FOCUS .5 credit

o Prerequisite: grade 9

e CVHS Credit: elective

e OUS Credit:  none
Freshman Focus is a course designed to ease the transition into high school as well as build a foundation of skills that can be used
throughout a student's four years at Crescent Valley. Freshman Focus provides students the opportunity to work on personal social
development, educational achievement, and career and life skills. Focus units will include learning styles, research practices, literacy,
Crescent Valley culture, and classroom survival. Students will also work on required career-related learning standards including
personal management, problem solving, communication skills, employment foundations, and teamwork/collaboration. Students will
have the opportunity to participate in service learning projects and make connections to upper classmen.

EUROPEAN CULTURE AND HISTORY 1 credit
e Prerequisite: grade 9or 10
e CVHS Credit: elective (this does not meet the Social Studies 12 credit requirement)
e OUS Credit:  none

Throughout their careers, students will be expected to have sufficient world knowledge to function at a global level. It is necessary
that they learn and understand the culture and modern history of other nations. The increased need for economic unions is worldwide
and is currently growing to include many nations. Knowledge of the cultural and political nuances of several countries in Europe
makes our students more employable and culturally aware.

This is a course for students interested in learning the culture and modern history of France, Germany and Spain. Students will be
provided the opportunity to increase their work view through a study of the culture and modern history of these countries. Student will
be exposed to the geography, government, economy, culture and history, while developing continuity between the countries in the 20t
century. They will also explore current issues and trends in the politics of these countries.
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WORLD GEOGRAPHY 1 credit
e Prerequisite: grade 10
e CVHS Credit: global studies
e QOUS Credit:  none

World Geography is designed to use the five themes of geography as a foundation for studying various regions of the world. This
course will focus on map skills and identifying physical and human features. Students will also study how humans interact with their
environment as well as the current issues of each region. Students will display their learning in a variety of formats including hands-on
projects and small group activities.

INTERNATIONAL STUDIES 1 credit
o Prerequisite: grade 10
o CVHS Credit: global studies
o QOUS Credit:  social studies

International Studies provides students the opportunity to expand their world view through a study of world regions including Asia, the
Middle East, Russia and Africa. Students will become familiar with physical and human geography while maintaining a focus on each
region’s role in 20th Century World History. Students will also analyze current issues from the perspective of each region’s history
and exercise their skills in speaking and writing.

HONORS INTERNATIONAL STUDIES 1 credit
e Prerequisites: grade 10; for students who consistently exceed standards in
reading and writing; placement based on teacher recommendation;
students must enroll in both English and social studies sections
of Honors International Studies
e CVHS Credit: global studies
e OUS Credit:  social studies

Honors International Studies is an integrated and academically challenging study of 20th century world regions and literature. The
curriculum emphasizes the unique aspects and universal concerns of the people and cultures of East and South Asia, the Middle
East, the former Soviet Union and Africa. Students will study a broad range of social, political, geographic, and economic issues using
a variety of learning activities and special projects. The high standards of this course allow students to practice reading, writing,
speaking, listening, and critical thinking as well as gathering, synthesizing, and applying information. Enrollment in both the English
and social studies sections of Honors International Studies is required.

20th CENTURY US HISTORY 1 credit
o Prerequisite:  World Geography or International Studies
o CVHS Credit: US History
o QOUS Credit:  social studies

US History is a survey course of American history beginning in the mid-19th century and extending deep into the 20th century. The
universal themes of conflict, change, unity and growth will be touched upon as students move through the social, political, and military
history of the United States. Students will be challenged to make connections between America's past and their own present. US
History is a great choice for students who enjoy active participation in the learning process and who thrive in an environment of
project-based-learning and lively discussion.

HONORS 20th CENTURY US HISTORY 1 credit
e Prerequisite: International Studies or Honors International Studies
e CVHS Credit: US History
e OUS Credit:  social studies

Honors 20th Century US History is a more demanding version of the 20th Century US History course. Students will apply critical
thinking and analytical skills to the content of social, political, and military history of the United States in the 20th century. Emphasis
will be placed on primary source material and creating connections between America’s past and the present in order to delve into
history topics. Students will have several opportunities to speak and write at an honors level.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT US HISTORY 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  International Studies or Honors International Studies
e CVHS Credit: US History
e OUS Credit:  social studies (LBCC College Now credit in History 201, 202, 203 available)

AP US History is an academically rigorous study of American history. The class meets every other day all year long and prepares
students for the Advanced Placement exam in May. It examines the major political, economic, and social movements of the United
States from the Colonial Period through the 1990’s. Considerable emphasis is placed on reading and analyzing historical documents
and on writing essays incorporating those documents. Concurrent enrollment in Honors American Literature is strongly
recommended.

GOVERNMENT .5 credit
o Prerequisite  grade 12
e CVHS Credit: government
e OUS Credit  social studies

This class focuses on the structure and function of the national government. The basic political process is analyzed in its attempt to
resolve social, political, and economic conflicts in the United States. World events as they relate to the United States are considered.
Discussion and evaluation of current events are emphasized.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT US GOVERNMENT AND POLITICS 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  grade 12 or teacher approval
e CVHS Credit: .5 government, .5 social studies 12
e QOUS Credit:  social studies (LBCC College Now credit in Political Science 201 available)

This course satisfies both the government and senior social studies requirements. This is a year-long course. AP Government is a
challenging college-level class designed to give students an analytical perspective on government and politics in the United States.
Topics include constitutional principles, political institutions, parties and interest groups, political behavior, civil liberties and public
policy. Through debates, essays, simulations, and other activities, students will practice and refine skills in writing, critical thinking,
and oral presentation. This course will prepare students to take the national exam in US Government and Politics.

PSYCHOLOGY .5 credit
e Prerequisite: grade 12
e CVHS Credit social studies 12, honors credit available
e QUS Credit: social studies

This course is an introduction to psychology, the study of behavior. This is a college prep course that reviews the history of man's
study of human behavior and personality. It surveys areas of psychological study and experimentation, various theories of behavior,
psychological testing and psychological disorders. The course presents the terms and research methods specific to psychology and
explores the opportunity for careers in psychology. The class is activity and discussion oriented with major assignments being written
abstracts, a term paper and an oral presentation.

SOCIOLOGY .5 credit
e Prerequisite: grade 12
e CVHS Credit: social studies 12
e QUS Credit:  social studies

The discipline of sociology deals with aspects of human interactions. Students study group behavior from a sociological point of view
and develop the tools for making this analysis. The class is structured around the following areas: introduction to sociology, family,
gender roles, race and ethnicity, socioeconomics and socialization.
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LEADERSHIP .5 credit

e Prerequisite: grades 10 - 12

e CVHS Credit: elective

e OUS Credit:  none

o May be repeated for credit
Leadership is designed to build and enhance students’ personal leadership skills. Course content will be a combination of group study
of leadership topics and direct involvement in service learning projects for the community and CV’s extracurricular program. Leaders
from the school and community serve as guest presenters on specific topics, and students will make presentations as well.
Associated student body officers, class officers, and club officers are required to enroll in this class.

This class introduces an eclectic mix of both traditional and contemporary translations of the three-dimensional form. Highlighting the
work of sculptors of both past and present, students will work with media such as clay, plaster, fibers, found objects, molds/castings
and wire. Students will complete five to seven exploratory projects that will culminate in a final self-directed sculpture.
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BEGINNING GLASS ARTS .5 credit
e Prerequisite: none
o Fee: $25 materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)
o CVHS Credit: fine art
e OUS Credit:  none

Beginning Glass Arts is an introduction to the world of glass! Students will learn how to design, score, grind, and melt glass into a
variety of different forms. Projects include stained glass sun catchers, fused glass windows, slumped glass bowls, glass mosaics and
flame worked marbles, beads and pendants.

INTERMEDIATE GLASS ARTS .5 credit
o Prerequisite:  Beginning Glass Arts (passed with a C or better)
o Fee: $25 materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)
o CVHS Credit: fine art
e QOUS Credit:  none

Intermediate Glass Arts is for motivated students who want to further expand their skill set and work on larger more complicated
projects. Students will choose an area to specialize their interest and will complete staff-approved projects that require advanced skills.

BEGINNING JEWELRY .5 credit
e Prerequisite: none
Fee: $25 materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)

e CVHS Credit: fine art
e QOUS Credit: none

This class combines design with fabrication to create unique silversmith jewelry. Students will use both lost wax and metal forging
techniques in the jewelry-making process. Students may also have the opportunity to work with torch/lamp work glass and mixed
media to create unique jewelry form. Projects include rings, pendants and jewel boxes.

INTERMEDIATE JEWELRY .5 credit
e Prerequisite:  Beginning Jewelry (passed with a C or better)
o Fee: $25 materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e OUS Credit:  none

This is a continuation course from Beginning Jewelry with a sustained emphasis on design as well as traditional hand fabrication and
metal-smithing. The class will also focus on more intricate lost wax casting, stone setting, lamp/torch work (glass bead and pendant)
and mixed media.

BEGINNING CERAMICS 1 credit
e Prerequisite: none
o Fee: $25 materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e OUS Credit:  none

Beginning Ceramics is a foundation course that introduces students to the ceramic process. Projects emphasize basic techniques for
designing, preparing, assembling, glazing and firing a variety of hand-built and wheel-thrown objects. All students will participate in
daily studio operations which include mixing clay, forming wares, loading/unloading kilns, and cleaning. Completion of this course will
give students the skills and knowledge to design, create and process ceramic objects such as bowls, mugs, vases, jars, boxes, large
coil pots, bas-relief tiles and small-scale sculptures.
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INTERMEDIATE CERAMICS 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  Beginning Ceramics (passed with a C or better)
o Fee: $25 materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)
o CVHS Credit: fine art; Arts and Communication Pathway
e OUS Credit:  none (LBCC College Now credit available)

Intermediate Ceramics is a continuation course where students can choose to focus their instruction in either hand-building or wheel-
throwing. Projects will emphasize the use of specialized techniques and the development of individual design characteristics.
Intermediate students will have the opportunity to expand their studio knowledge by assisting with tool making, glaze and slip mixing,
kiln firing and kiln building. Completion of this course will give student the technical ability to design and create complex forms such as
teapots, bowl and plate sets, casserole dishes, lanterns and large scale sculptures.

ADVANCED CERAMICS 1 credit
o Prerequisites: Intermediate Ceramics (passed with a B or better), AND instructor approval
e Fee: $25 materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)
e CVHS Credit: fine art; Arts and Communication Pathway
e QOUS Credit:  none (LBCC College Now credit available)

Advanced Ceramics is for students who have completed Intermediate Ceramics and have been pre-approved by staff. Projects will
emphasize the student's mastery of technical skills and the establishment of a personal design concept. Advanced students will
continue to help with all studio operations and will also have the opportunity to take on an apprenticeship role, which could include
mentoring peers, developing glazes and slips, and firing individual kiln loads. Advanced students are expected to rigorously self-
critique their work and maintain a journal or sketchbook of their progress. Students who complete this course will have a
comprehensive portfolio of ceramics work.

BEGINNING DRAWING AND PAINTING 1 credit
e Prerequisite: none
o Fee: $25 materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)
o CVHS Credit: fine art
e QOUS Credit:  none

Beginning Drawing and Painting is for students interested in exploring their creative potential! Students will work in several media
including graphite, charcoal, watercolor, tempera, acrylic, oils and ink to explore various design concepts. Coursework will emphasize
integration of the elements and principles of design while helping to build an historical context for the role art plays in our culture.
Students will keep sketchbooks and begin building personal art portfolios.

INTERMEDIATE DRAWING AND PAINTING 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  Painting and Drawing
o Fee: $25 materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)
e CVHS Credit: fine art; Arts and Communication Pathway
e OUS Credit:  none (LBCC College Now credit may be available, pending LBCC approval)

Intermediate students will continue exploring a variety of different media while taking a foundational approach to refining basic drawing
and painting skills. Emphasis will be placed on improving specific techniques and the developing personal style. Students will maintain
personal sketchbooks and continue adding to their art portfolios.

ADVANCED DRAWING AND PAINTING 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  Painting and Drawing
o Fee: $25 materials fee (see page 8 for additional information)
e CVHS Credit fine art; Arts and Communication Pathway
e OUS Credit:  none (LBCC College Now credit may be available, pending LBCC approval)

Advanced Drawing and Painting is for students who are serious about art! Students can choose to broaden their skills across new
media or focus their interest onto a specific area. This course is for self-motivated students who want to continue work toward a well-
rounded art portfolio.
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STUDIO TECHNICIAN .5 -1 credit
o Prerequisites: completion of two or more art classes (passed with a B or better) AND instructor approval
e CVHS Credit: elective; Arts and Communication Pathway
e OUS Credit:  none

Studio Technicians need to have studio knowledge and approval of the art staff. Responsibilities may include studio maintenance,
clerical duties, material distribution and instructional assistance to beginning students.

CADET TEACHING 5 —1credit
e Prerequisite:  instructor approval P/N
e CVHS Credit: elective; Arts and Communication Pathway
e QUS Credit: none

Cadet Teaching is for students who are interested in art education or want to apply their knowledge to give something back to their
community and inspire future artists. Students may work alone with a mentor teacher or with peers in a small group. This opportunity
is for a limited number of highly motivated, self-directed students. Seniors will have placement priority. Cadet teachers in art will be
held to the same standards as other cadet teachers.

ART INTERNSHIP .5 =1 credit
e Prerequisite: instructor, counselor and parent approval P/N
e CVHS Credit: fine art; Arts and Communication Pathway
e OUSCredit: none

Art internships are for students who are considering art as a career. Internships may cover a wide range of disciplines related to
design and fabrication. Students need to have specific career interests and a commitment to their community partnership, which
includes the same responsibilities associated with paid employment. Art interns will be held to the same standards as other internship
positions.
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World Languages

Open a Door to the World - Discover New Vistas

When you take a world language class, you open the door to the world. Opportunities, information, and friendships that would have
been closed to you because of the language barrier are suddenly open, and the possibilities of the international life are endless. A
world language will help you learn more about what it is to be human--those traits and concerns that transcend culture and unite us and
the differences that keep life interesting.

CVHS offers instruction in French, German and Spanish. Active daily participation in class activities and daily attendance are
important factors in being successful in World Language classes.

Students will learn the ABCs of French, German or Spanish in their level 1 language class. They will learn to read, write and converse
in simple phrases and sentences about their friends, family and daily experiences. Students will learn about the lives of high school
students in other countries through video, guest speakers and the Internet.

FRENCH 2 1 credit

o Prerequisite: level 1 of same language (passed with a C or better), or instructor consent

o CVHS Credit: fine art

e OUS Credit:  world language (LBCC College Now credit available)

e Schedule Restriction:  offered first semester only

Students will be able to discuss past and future events using new and practical vocabulary as they learn to ask questions, to talk with
one another, and to present projects. They will read short articles, weather reports, recipes and cartoons. Their writing will take on
depth as they begin to write about past experiences and explore cultural topics.
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GERMAN 3 1 credit
SPANISH 3

e Prerequisite: level 2 of same language (passed with a C or better), or instructor consent

o CVHS Credit fine art

e QOUS Credit:  world language (LBCC College Now credit available)

Students in level 3 will add versatility to their tenses and complexity to their sentence structure as they speak about a variety of topics.
In addition to reading poetry selections, articles on contemporary life, song lyrics, and short stories, students will be able to summarize
what they have read as well as write original stories and skits.

FRENCH 3 1 credit
e Prerequisite:  French 2 (passed with a C or better), or instructor consent
e CVHS Credit fine art
e QOUS Credit:  world language

This level of French continues study of reading, writing, speaking and listening begun in French | and Il and is conducted primarily in
French. A high emphasis is placed on speaking and participation. Students will master past tenses (passé composé and imparfait),
understand and use future and conditional tenses, subjunctive mood, and practice all compound tenses. Use of the Allez, viens! Level
3 textbook will enhance vocabulary as well as teach new and reinforce previously learned grammar structures and pronoun usages.
The students will be able to accurately write at paragraph level, read and understand poems and short stories, and verbally
communicate clearly and effectively enough for a native speaker to have little to no difficulty understanding them.  The students will
learn about aspects of French and Francophone culture including family practices, gestures, pronunciation and intonation, cuisine and
film to better understand Francophone norms and nuances. Written and oral exams will be given regularly.

FRENCH 4 1 credit
FRENCH 5
FRENCH 6

o Prerequisite:  level 3 French (passed with a C or better), or instructor consent

e CVHS Credit: fine art

e QOUS Credit:  world language

This level of French continues study of reading, writing, speaking and listening from previous French courses and is conducted entirely
in French. The content of this advanced-level course will be on a 3-semester rotation of literature, history and culture. Every semester
will review all past, future, conditional and present tenses of verbs, practice all compound tenses, grammar structures and pronoun
usages. Students will write at paragraph and page-length level and learn to analyze and interpret various texts. Each semester will
expand the student's French vocabulary. The literature semester will include reading Le petit prince d’Antoine de Saint-Exupéry,
various poems and short stories by Francophone authors, and an independent reading of a novel of each student’s choice, creation of
a short story or children’s book. We will also have a brief unit on French film and cinema. The history semester will begin at the “pre-
history” of current France and continue through the Middle Ages, the Renaissance, the many Revolutions and end with the modern-day
Cinquiéme République. Trésor du Temps will be the required textbook for the history semester. The culture semester will focus on art,
music, cultural practices and idiosyncrasies, cooking and film/cinema with various references to literature and history. Students will be
expected to study, research and analyze cultural works and influences throughout the ages, with an emphasis on Renaissance and
post-Renaissance works. These works are inspiration for modern pieces in art, literature, music and film. The films we study will all
have a strong cultural or historical base and will be watched, discussed, analyzed and written about.

GERMAN 4 1 credit
SPANISH 4

e Prerequisite: level 3 of same language (passed with a C or better), or instructor consent

e CVHS Credit: fine art

e OUS Credit:  world language (LBCC College Now credit available)

Level 4 is intended for those students who have chosen to further develop their proficiency in German or Spanish. This class
encompasses numerous activities, projects and tasks that simulate real life. Students improve their oral and written skills via level and
age-appropriate composition, literature and conversation. They also continue learning to use the internet to search for information in
German or Spanish, thus enhancing their proficiency level.
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SPANISH 5 1 credit
SPANISH 6

e Prerequisite: level 4 Spanish (passed with a C or better), or instructor consent

o CVHS Credit: fine art

e QOUS Credit:  world language (LBCC College Now credit available)
Spanish 5 is intended for those students who have chosen to further develop their proficiency in Spanish. Students continue their
study to improve the quality of their oral and written skills. This will be accomplished through literature, composition and speaking
presentations and conversation. Spanish-speaking media and resources will be used in order to enhance their proficiency level.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT SPANISH LANGUAGE 1 credit
o Prerequisite: level 4 or 5 Spanish, passed with a C or better, or instructor consent
e CVHS Credit: fine art
e QOUS Credit:  world language
AP Spanish is intended for accelerated students who have completed Spanish 4 or 5. This course is fast paced with a variety of topics
which prepare students for the Advanced Placement exam in May. Major topic categories include: listening, comprehension, reading,
vocabulary and structure, reading comprehension, writing and speaking. Thematic vocabulary, literature and culture are woven
throughout the course.
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CHS/CVHS COURSES

Corvallis School District 509J offers students at CHS and CVHS excellent opportunity to explore a
variety of course offerings and learning opportunities. The District also encourages both high schools to
develop unique and different course offerings to meet the variety of interests and abilities of students and staff.

Students are generally expected to take their course offerings at their “home” school. However, there
are a select group of courses that because of budget or staffing constraints are offered at one school with
certain limitations to students from the other school.

Orchestra

Orchestra courses are open to students from both schools and funding and transportation will be provided by the school
district. Students interested in taking “common courses” must register for them through their “home” school. Once
enrolled, if a student decides not to attend the class, they will forfeit the credit and will not be enrolled in
another class from their home school. Students will be bussed between campuses for these classes only.

Concert Orchestra offered at CVHS 1 elective credit
Chamber Orchestra offered at CVHS 1 elective credit

These “limited-availability courses” are open to students from the school not offering the course in proportion to the total
number of students who pre-registered for the class in the spring from both schools. Students are responsible for
providing their own transportation. Students need to register for these “common courses” through their “home” school.
Once enrolled, if a student decides not to attend the class, they will forfeit the credit and will not be enrolled in another
class at their home school.

Arts and Applied Arts

Technical Theater offered at CHS 1 elective credit
o Prerequisite: Introduction to Theater or equivalent, or instructor approval

This is a basic introduction to the art of technical theater. The design precepts established in Introduction to Theater can be
realized in this intensive, hands-on course using the full-scale scenic design shop, our state-of-the-art Iighting equipment, our
advance sound technology, and student design concepts. This class functions as the primary design, building and running crew for
major performances, as well as the technical team for Theater Ensemble. Students in this course will have the opportunity to leam
how to hang and focus lighting instruments, to engineer sound, to learn how to safely and effectively operate rigging, and to serve
as arunning crew.

Automotive | offered at CHS 1 elective credit
o Prerequisite: Basic Shop or teacher recommendation $20 lab fee
This course is designed to introduce students to the theory and practical application of the modem automobile. The operation,
construction and repair of all makes and models of cars and light trucks will be covered. This course will benefit vehicle owners
needing a guide to general service as well as those preparing for a career in automotive technology. No experience is necessary for

this hands on course.

Automotive Il offered at CHS 1 applied art credit

e Prerequisite: Automotive | or teacher recommendation . . $20 lab fee
This course is a continuation of Automotive | with more emphasis placed on troubleshooting and electrical system analysis.

Computer Science

Oracle/Databases offered at CVHS see business section of CV handbook
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Mathematics

o Prerequisites: ggade 11 or 12; Algebra 2 (with a B or better) and CV teacher recommendation College Now available
Students will build on their knowledge of graphical displays of one and two variable data, descriptive statistics and basic

robability. New topics include: samplinﬁ procedures, experimental design, probability distributions, confidence intervals and

ypothesis testing. Real data is used throughout the course and an extended Iearning project will be completed. Videos,
software, and TI-83 calculators complement the course to prepare students for the Advanced Placement Statistics test in
early May. Students may also choose to earn LBCC credit if they register and complete the course with an A or B.
Calculator required: Graphing, TI-83+ family preferred.

Science
AP Physics offered at CHS 1 science credit
o Prerequisites: grade 11 or 12; Algebra 2 (with a B or better) and teacher recommendation College Now available

This is an in-depth, college-level course for juniors and seniors. The same subject matter covered in physics will be taught but with
deeper analysis of more complex problems. Basic calculus as applied to physical law will be included, but calculus is not a
prerequisite. A student may earn up to 15 hours of college or university credit and/or placement by satisfactory performance on the
Advanced Placement examination.
