1. Birth Rate Graph = Series 1

Death Rate Graph = Series 2

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2. Growth rates = r = b-d 

1850: 25/1000-23/1000 = 2/1000 = 0.2%

1870: 25/1000-10/1000 = 15/1000 = 1.5%

1890: 20/1000-6/1000 = 14/1000 = 1.4%

1990: 5/1000-5/1000 = 0

3. 1890 growth rate = 1.4%

To double once = 70/1.4 = 50 years and to double again is 100 years
