Brief history of school funding in Oregon

Over the last two decades, several citizen initiatives have changed how Oregon funds public education. Starting in

1990, after Oregon citizens approved Ballot Measure 5, the responsibility of funding schools shifted from local

property taxes and state levies to state income taxes and lottery proceeds. This shift affected how funds are pro-

vided to public schools, making them more dependent on the overa
primary resources of revenue is income taxes, when the economy goes down and there is a high unemployment rate

T public programs and services, such as schools, are directly impacted.
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
