In order to better understand the impact of class size on educational
results at a local level, the Corvallis School District has produced this report on class sizes to the
School Board since 2002. The intent of this report is to pro\igective data to the School Board to

assist in theireview of programming at the elementary@ievel.

Special Considerations

The data for this report lzased omistrict enmllment as of September 18, 2008s important to note

that t hisshoitsd d ofbosknapg the overall District enro
day.Additionally, there are several factors that may also impact enroliment in specific classes at

specific times. Therefore, special considerations were taken in thepeezit of this report when

illustrating data regardinglendedgradeclasses, as well as when reporting the enrollment of students

who may also participate Bpecialized programs.

third through fifth grades

200809 District enrollment in grades-&ranged from 44@87 students per grade as of September 18,
2008. This year there are 440 kindergarten students; last year there were 427 kindergarten students.
The 200809 countof 440 sudentsmatches the five year average

Kindergarten historically has shown smaller enrollment nunbearsfirst gradelueto community
enrollment in private kindergarten programs, especially thoseirdf full-day classes or afteschoot
care options.

The District average for kindergarten class szast under twentywo (21.9) students per class.
Class sizes range from a low dtdien (15) students to a high of almost twesity(25.5).

This year there are three classes thataleast two studentbove the District average and two
classes that are more than tstadentdelow the District average. In comparison, the 2087eport
indicated there were twelve (12) kindergarten classes that varied more than two students from the
District average.
