Every school in Corvallis offers an exceptional
educational experience. Each one provides a sdfe an
supportive learning environment focused on progdt
students with a relevant and challenging educdtian
prepares them for the future.

Students at every level regularly outperform state
averages on student assessments. They also receiyv,
frequent awards in state and national competitions
the quality of their fine arts performances, scesfar
projects, math skills, robotic demonstrations and
athletic accomplishments.

The district has established specific school boundeeas, but families are allowed to requestiastex to a
school outside their attendance zone or to onedfifierts a K-8 configuration. Most schools, howeveaye
limited numbers of openings from year to year.tAdhsfer requests are considered according todhergl
guidelines noted below.

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All elementary schools in the Corvallis School tbiet focus on strong academic
achievement, including 90 minutes of literacy instion each day. Each offers a warm
and nurturing environment and welcomes a high degf@arent involvement. All have
active parent-teacher organizations.

In addition to a comprehensive academic culum, each school provides students
with physical education and music at least two gmyrsweek, plus frequent access to an
extensive library and modern computer lab. Mangro$trings programs, artists in
residence, robotics teams and chess clubs. A#llsixentary schools are host sites for
the Boys & Girls Club STARS program which offerseafschool care including help
with homework, recreational games/sports and aitiaes.
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Adams is a school with deep community roots hagieryed
its southwest Corvallis neighborhood since 1968ffkrs both
single and blended grade classrooms and a classtmaohdy”
program between younger and older students. Adanmda-
tion is a weekly activity in which students andfskeep track
of how many miles they run or walk along a newd#s path.
Other programs unique to Adams include its aftezetima-
rimba band program and a school garden tended dystilt
dents in each classroom.
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Garfield is a culturally diverse school that serassone of
the district’s English Language Learner (ELL) matgsehools.
Students may enroll in a dual immersion progranmwirich
they are taught in both Spanish and English staitinkinder-
garten. A new playground was completed last year ithfully
accessible to children with physical disabiliti€sarfield also
offers a weekly chess club and hosts a number roffdmily
activities such as International Night, Family Mattd Science
Night, and a Saturday morning Breakfast and Booksie
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Hoover offers both single grade and blended grddsse¢
rooms and a Buddy Class program which pairs youager
older students together to promote a welcoming aprinere. It
has an active student council which sponsors a rummtcom-
munity service projects throughout the year. Fifthders oper-
ate a student store once a week and a new foudtfifdngrade
choir has been started which hopes to perform tivout the
community. Hoover also offers after-school, feedmhgpro-
grams in Spanish, art and Destination Imagination.
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Jefferson is host to the district's Life Skills gram that
serves students with special needs. Its playgraanpopular
because it is accessible to all children. Studpatticipate in a
Wildlife Stewards program and host a regional WikdIStew-
ards Summit each spring. During lunch, the mustmrds open
for Dance Dance Revolution and karaoke to encousagdents
of all abilities to enjoy music together. Beforéngol, children
can start the day by reading books together asopartRockin’

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Mountain View is located on the outskirts of towna semi-
rural setting.

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Franklin is the only school in the district withoah atten-
dance boundary. The sequential Core Knowledge autarin is
used to teach reading, writing, classic literaturgth, social
studies and science in a smaller school settinly siitgle grade
classes. Art, choir, drama, yearbook and technogichment
courses are provided to students in grade 6 todughout the
year. Band also is available as a fee-based etediafore
school. For many years, the seventh grade classaised the
funds to take a week-long trip to Washington, DdCget a first-

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Lincoln School is an English Language Learner (Ehiag-
net school where students may enroll in a dual irsioa pro-
gram offering instruction in both Spanish and Estglbeginning
in kindergarten. Grades 6 through 8 participatea idifferent
theme study each year rotating between rivers,sferand
mountains. There is a special focus on science,aad technol-
ogy in grades 6 to 8. Lincoln is the site of theris Den After
School Program run by the Boys & Girls Club to pdevK-5
students with homework help and a variety of acadeemrich-
ment and physical activities.

The Corvallis School District operates two middtbaols for
students in grades 6 to 8. Both schools providee friendly and
supportive learning environment for students tri@asng from

elementary to middle school. Students are chalgtgenaximize
their potential and to prepare for the rigors ghhschool.

Numerous electives and extracurricular activiibeund at both
schools and students often participate in serégaening projects
which take them outside the school to serve peoplee
