The district w1ll issue a high school diploma, upon request, to a person who served in the
Armed Forces®, as specified in Oregon law, if the person was discharged or released
under honorable conditions and has received either a General Educational Development,
a post-secondary degree, or has received a minimum score on the Armed Services

Vocational Aptitude Battery.
