From the Desk of the Principal…. ―Dr. K.‖  

I always enjoy visiting with parents, guardians, and 
students at the annual PTA “Back-to-School” BBQ and 
this year was no exception.  The line was long, the 
food plentiful, and the weather was perfect for picnics 
on the lawn and playing in the field.   I want to ex-

press my sincere appreciation to the PTA, especially 
Lisa Davis , Melissa Allan, and all of the volunteers (special men-
tion to the grill guys—cooking up lots of burgers for all—nice 
work!) that pitched in to create a really fabulous event. Thanks. 
 

October finds staff diligently focused on the creating and deliver-
ing learning opportunities for students.  With a little over three 
weeks of schooling behind us the rhythm of schooling is steady 
with students fully engaged in content learning, social activities, 
and planning.  We have also started testing third through eighth 
graders with the computerized MAP (Measurement of Academic 
Progress), establishing baseline data that will now be measured 
“fall to fall” rather than “spring to spring.”  The primary reason 
for the change had to do with the Oregon state level standards 
testing, grades 3-8, normally occurring in the spring (OAKS—
Oregon Assessment of Knowledge and Skills).  It was felt that 
too much testing at that time can bring about “test fatigue” 
thereby providing results that may or may not accurately reflect 
the true academic growth that we want to measure.   
 

I shared the OAKS test results from last spring at the two cur-
riculum nights and for the most part the news is encouraging, 
but we are determined to do better.  The OAKS Reading for 
grades 3-8 found 93% of our students meeting or exceeding 
the standards, up from 89% last year.  The OAKS Math found 
88% of our students meeting or exceeding the standards, about 
the same as last year.   The OAKS Science scores, grades 5 & 
8, found 87% of the students meeting or exceeding standards, 
up from 82% last year.  The OAKS Writing scores, grades 4 & 
7, found 75% of the students meeting or exceeding standards, 
up 2% from last year.    
 

As the Franklin Staff continues in the pursuit of excellence in all 
endeavors having to do with instruction and learning, we define 
ourselves as a community of professionals dedicated to learning:  
A Professional Learning Community!  We include you in our defi-
nition of community; strong parent support is the foundation of 
success for any school.  Staff is solidly focused on ensuring indi-
vidual learning.  The middle level “Fabulous Friday” (see back 
page) is but one endeavor designed to provide targeted inter-
vention strategies to those students that need additional learning 
opportunities.  The same occurs in with elementary students in 
their reading.  Staff is creating school improvement goals for the 
year that target continual improvement in all areas, especially 
writing, as we generate formative assessment strategies to en-
sure student learning.  Our primary focus on October 12 is dedi-
cated to this type of professional development.

Preparing for Flu Season 

District officials have been working with the Benton County Health 
Department throughout the summer to prepare for the upcoming 
flu season. Because itõs so contagious, the flu is always a concern 
but health care workers are being more proactive than usual be-
cause a resurgence of the H1N1 (swine flu) virus is likely this fall. 
 
A number of fliers, tip sheets and other resources will be distrib-
uted to families in coming weeks through the school and on the 
districtõs Web site www.csd509j.net. These will include specific tips 
for how to protect your family from the flu virus and steps to take 
in case someone in your family gets sick or in a worst case  
scenario, the spread of the virus prompts a school closure. 
 
The primary message continues to be: Wash your hands often with 
soap and water. Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when 
you sneeze or cough, or if you donõt have a tissue, use the òsneeze 
in your sleeveó technique. Also, keep sick students at home! They 
should not return to school until at least 24 hours after a fever of 
100 degrees or higher is gone without the use of medication. 
 
 

How to Make Sure You Stay Informed 

This first Franklin Phoenix is being printed in hardcopy to make sure 
that our communication gets off to everyone. However, most of the 
PTA communication this year will be electronic in order to save 
money. To ensure that your family receives all the PTA communica-

2) Go to http://maillist.peak.org/mailman/listinfo/franklin-news and 
type your email address into the appropriate line. Then click on 
the "Subscribe" button. With either choice, you will need to reply to 

the email confirming that you want to be on the listserve.  

You also need to become familiar with our Franklin School website, 
a great resource for information. Go to http://www.csd509j.net/
franklin/index.htm) and look around. There is a lot of information 
there, including contact information for staff, SCRIP order forms, and 
much more.  The newsletter will be posted there every other week, 
and you will also be able to find copies of previous issues. In the 
"Stay Informed" section, there is even a link to help you sign up eas-

ily for the listserve. 

If you do not have easy access to the Internet and need a hard copy 
of the newsletter, please send a request to the front office. We can 
get a paper copy to you--preferably by sending it home with your 
student, but mailing it if necessary. We also plan to post the newslet-
ter regularly on the bulletin boards at Franklin.
