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From the Desk of the Principalé. ñDr. K.ò                             

I am so proud of our students.  No 
sooner had the vivid and heart rendering 
images of the Haitian earthquake became 
known, individual students came to me 
and asked if the school could do some-
thing to help the people of Haiti.  The 
answer:  Yes, we can help.  The elemen-
tary and middle level student govern-
ments met and quickly decided that 

Franklin students would collect money to support a worthy organi-
zation.  We chose ñSave the Children ò because the money col-
lected by children will be for children.  Also, Save the Children 
was already in the country before the earthquake serving the 

needs of disadvantaged children.  The organization has a stellar 
track record, reporting that over 94% of the funds will target the 
needs of the children, with little overhead or administrative costs 
involved.  In my involvement with previous disaster relief, includ-
ing the tsunami in Indonesia and the hurricane in New Orleans,  
the work of Save the Children is effective, rapid, with lasting 
results.  At Franklin, each class has a fundraising bucket.  Each 
grade level class will vie for coins and dollarsðplease support 
them.  Watch out for bake sales and car washes too!  Thanks. 

Enrollment & Transfer:  The districtôs transfer window has 
closed, with waiting lists established for parents that wish to 
transfer their student to Franklin for the 2010 -2011 school year.  
As usual, we have a lengthy list of parents that wish to transfer to 
the elementary grades, a healthy influx of new students at the 
sixth grade, but little movement for transferring to the seventh or 
eighth grades.  I want to express my appreciation to the parents 
that helped to spread the word and inform potential transfer fami-
lies of Franklin School.  We have had great success giving morn-
ing tours to prospective parents and students.  The kindergarten 
registration process will begin in March.  For open seats without 
waiting lists, students will be placed on a first -come, first-served 
basis until the class capacity is met.  The following are the num-
ber of requests generated during the open registration process.   

 
Parking Safety:  A reminder to parents of elementary children 
that drop off in the primary lot to the north of the building.  We 
ask that you do not back into spaces as you park in the lot.  This 
is a safety issue because of the children walking in the lot in the 
morning.  We had a close call last week with a parking vehicle 
backing into a spot that did not see the child immediately behind 
the car.

Workshop presenter, Kristi Sakai, lives on a farm 
in Oregon with her three children and husband, all 
of whom have Asperger's Syndrome. After her old-
est child was diagnosed, she embarked on an in-
tense journey of seeking out interventions, only to 
discover they mostly applied to clinical and school 
settings. She set about to ñtranslateò these re-
search-based strategies for home and family, 
which eventually led to her writing Finding Our 
Way: Creating a Supportive Home and Community 
for the Asperger's Syndrome Family, which re-
ceived the Autism Society of Americaôs 2006 Liter-
ary Work of the Year in the Family Social category. 
She is Editor of the Autism Asperger Publishing 
Companyôs online newsletter, AAPC Community of 
Support for Parents, Professionals, and People on 
the Spectrum and is currently writing a book on 
addressing sexuality in individuals with ASD. Kristi 
has been featured at numerous conferences na-
tionwide, serves on the Attorney General of Ore-
gonôs Sexual Assault  Task Force for Developmen-
tal Disabilities and is the Region 4 Chapter Leader 
for the Autism Society of Oregon.
