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Dear Hoover Community, 
 
As you read this you are likely 
planning to attend your childôs 
spring Parent ï Teacher 
conference, so I thought it a good 
idea to offer some reminders of 
ways to approach and respond to 
this important meeting with your 
childôs teacher.   
 
First, let me thank you for your 
active participation in your childôs 
education.  There is much 
evidence that reinforces the 
significance of parent involvement 
in their childrenôs education.  This 
involvement for many extends 
beyond attending Parent ï 
Teacher conferences, which is 
great, but these twice annual 
events are significant and 
important benchmarks each year 
for every child, parent and 
teacher.  We strive for 100% 
attendance at our conferences 
and hope you, too, will make 
attending a priority this week. 
 
Tips for Parents Attending 
Parent ï Teacher Conferences 

1. Ask your child if there is 
anything that they would 
like you to discuss with 
their teacher.  
 

2. Be prepared - Jot down 
ahead of time everything 
that you want to talk about 
at the conference.  
 

3. Arrive promptly or a few 
minutes early.  If you are 
unsure of your scheduled 
time please call the office.  
If you need to change your 
time contact  your childôs 
teacher. 

 

 
4. Begin with positive 

comments about the 
teacher or classroom.   
 

5. Avoid lengthy discussions 
of topics that are not 
related to the purpose of 
the conference.  
  

6. Be open-minded to 
suggestions from the 
teacher.  We still have two 
months of school 
remaining, so there is time 
to work on areas needing 
improvement. 

 
7. Keep your emotions under 

control.  If you have a 
difficult issue to discuss 
you may need to ask for a 
follow up meeting.  Be sure 
to consider inviting other 
staff that should also be a 
part of this follow up 
meeting, such as a 
counselor or principal. 
 

8. Take notes about what has 
been discussed to share 
with your child.  Sometimes 
children are anxious about 
the conference, so it is 
helpful if you have good 
information to share with  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
them about their growth or 
areas needing 
improvement.  Some 
teachers welcome the 
student participating in the 
conference, so be sure to 
check with your childôs 
teacher about this option. 
 

9. Express appreciation for 
the conference.   
 

10. Do not stay beyond your 
allotted time.  Conferences 
are often scheduled back-
to-back, and some parents 
have a very tight schedule, 
so sticking to the schedule 
is very important. If you 
need additional time to 
discuss something you 
should ask to schedule 
another meeting. 

 
We hope your Parent ï Teacher 
conference experience is both 
rewarding and informative.   
Thank you for your support of 
your child, the staff, and Hoover 
School as a whole.  We are truly 
fortunate to work with you and 
your children.
