If your child will be absent, please 
call the Hoover Office at 757-
5958 before 9:00 a.m. on the day 
of the absence. 
 
If your child arrives late or will 
leave early for any reason, please 
have them check in and out at the 
Hoover Office before going to 
class or leaving campus.   
 
Your student may be excused 
from school due to illness, 
medical/dental appointments, 
religious observances, family 
emergencies, and pre-arranged 
trips and vacations.  Please keep 
in mind that absences and tardies 
due to oversleeping, babysitting, 
missing the bus, or ñslow-startò 
mornings are not considered 
excused. 
 
 

    Early Arrival 
to School 

 
All students who arrive at school 
prior to 8:10 am need to go to the 
gym.  When the bell rings at 8:10, 
students will be released to the 
classrooms.   
 
Students should not line up 
outside their classroom doors or 
enter their classrooms as 
teachers need this uninterrupted 
time to prepare for the day's 
classes.  
 
Also, any student arriving on 
campus prior to 8:00 am should 
be participating in the fee-based 
before-school care program.  This 
program allows students to arrive 
as early as 7:30 am.  The fee is 
$25.00 per child/per month or 
families can pay a drop-in rate of 
$2.00 per day/per child.

Donôt forget that Wednesday 
February 11

th
 is an early 

release day throughout the 
Corvallis School District!   
 
All students will be released from 
school three hours early.  Hoover 
School will release ALL 
students at 11:35 a.m. Lunch 
will be served to students before 
they are dismissed. 
 
Bus transportation will be 
available as usual, but parents 
will need to make sure children 
are supervised once they get 
home. Students who typically 
participate in after-school 
programs through the Boys & 
Girls Club of Corvallis will begin 
those activities three hours early. 
 
The purpose of the early release 
day is to allow teachers to attend 
training events during the 
afternoon to enhance their 
teaching skills and deepen their 
understanding of curriculum and 
material used with students. A 
second early release day is set 
for May 20.

Third grade 
students are the primary 
ñpostmastersò who pickup, sort, 
and deliver the mail (they are 
assisted by the 2

nd
 graders for 

primary grades). 
 
Parents and other family 
members are encouraged to drop 
by the school office ñmailboxò and 
write a letter or postcard to their 
child.  Stationery and stamps, 
(designed by the 3

rd
 grade 

ñpostmastersò) will be available at 
the school office ñmailboxò for 
your use.  Be sure to look up your 
childôs special classroom mailing 
address in the Hoover Post Office 
directory when you come to send 
your letter (this makes sure that 
your child will receive it!).

HOW WOULD YOU LIKE TO 
HELP SELL IT!  
 
Over the past several years, the 
Hoover community has prided 
itself in having daily *service-with-
a-smile* SCRIP sales at drop-off 
and pick-up times. This has 
helped make SCRIP one of 
HPTOôs top money earners! 
While Mrs. Hermensô and Mrs. 
Kovacôs willingness to sell SCRIP 
(as their time permits during the 
school day) has also helped 
immensely, a couple more 
parents are needed to help man 
the before- and after-school table. 
 
WHAT DO I NEED TO DO TO 
HELP SELL SCRIP? 
Á Just commit to one or two 

20-30 minute shifts a week. 
Mornings are 8 to 8:30 am; 
afternoons are 2:20 to 2:45 
pm or so.  

Á During your shift, you sit 
out front (or inside the 
lobby during the winter) 
with the box. When folks 
want to buy SCRIP, you 
record their sales, accept 
their cash or check, and 
hand them their gift cards.   

Á You donôt need to worry 
about ordering the gift 
cards or making those big 
posters that hang out front 
of Hoover (thatôs my job).  

Á This IS a job that has been 
and can be done with a 
younger sibling in tow.

Corvallis city manager Jon 
Nelson recently shared with 
superintendent Dawn Tarzian the 
results of the cityôs participation in 
the 2008 National Citizen Survey.  
 
Seventy-eight percent of local 
citizens who took the survey 
described our schools as either 
ñgoodò or ñexcellent.ò 
 
Also, the Corvallis scores (related 
to public schools) ranked higher 
than other communities 
participating in the survey, when 
compared with data from across 
the nation, the West and towns 
with populations of 35,000 to
