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  Principalôs Corner 
 
Dear Hoover Community, 
 
The current economic turmoil is 
unlike any Iôve experience in my 
life and, I imagine, yours.  As I 
deal with the impact of cutting the 
schoolôs budget, I have realized 
that many of you are also dealing 
with changes to your familyôs 
employment and budget- 
changes that no one anticipated 
just five months ago.  I know Iôve 
had to come to terms with my 
own experiences with the 
economic downturn both 
personally and professionally.  I 
can only imagine that many of 
you have also struggled with or 
are currently struggling with the 
affects as well.   
 
As parents of school age children 
you bear an even greater burden 
as you make necessary 
adjustments to your family budget 
and family dynamic. Below I have 
summarized some key points that 
I hope will be helpful to you in 
supporting your children in these 
trying times. 
 
No matter how hard we try, we 
cannot shield our children from 
stressful situations, but we can 
provide them with healthy 
models, safe settings, and 
effective strategies to manage the 
stress.  It is the adultsô job to 
handle adult problems, so it is 
important for parents to take good 
care of themselves.  Make sure 
you are handling the situation well 
and are getting the support you 
need.  The most important thing 
you can give your children during  
times of stress is healthy and 
steady parents.   That alone gives 
your children confidence that 
things are going to be okay.  It is 
also very important for parents to 
pay attention to their comments 
and conversations about the 
serious problems they are facing.   
 

Your children do not need to hear 
the serious and difficult 
conversations you may be having 
about job losses, pay cuts, and 
other financial stressors.  
Depending on their age, children 
do need to be given honest 
information about changes to the 
family budget or job status, but at 
the same time they need to be 
reassured both physically (hugs) 
and verbally that you are okay, 
and that they are okay.  
 
School age children often feel 
better if they can help be a part of 
a solution.  Involve them in 
discussions about how each 
family member can share the 
responsibilities of the household.  
Realistic contributions like doing 
chores, recycling, helping prepare 
meals, riding a bike instead of 
taking the car on errands, or 
doing without a hoped-for video 
game are all ways your children 
can feel they are helping the 
family.   
 
Even as families trim their budget 
you should strive to keep normal 
family routines.  Regular family 
dinner hour, homework routines, 
bedtime routines, etc., should all 
stay intact.  You may even want 
to add some new routines that 
are free or inexpensive, such as 
walks or trips to the library.  Most 
importantly, be sure to give your 
children time to talk and ask 
questions.  That will give you 
important insights in to their state 
of mind.   
 
We live in a time where we are 
barraged by too much ñbad newsò 
from the media.  Be sure to pay 
attention to how much the TV or 
radio news is on endlessly 
pronouncing how bad it is or how 
much worse itôs going to get.  If 
you find yourself being stressed 
by the Dow Jones or your latest 
401K statement, put those things 
away when your children are 
present.   
 

Some common indicators of 
stress vary from person to 
person, but you will often see 
some of the following when you 
or your child is under stress: 

¶ Changes in behavior.  An 

outgoing child becomes 

withdrawn, a well mannered 

child becomes disagreeable. 

¶ Appetite changes or changes 

in sleep patterns. 

¶ Sadness, anger, fear, worry 

or grief seemingly without 

cause. 

¶ Isolation.  A child secludes 

self in their room or doesnôt 

want to interact with peers. 

If these indicators are present you 
should assume there is a cause.  
While not all behavior changes 
stem from crisis, you should 
consider what may be the cause 
and seek support and strategies 
to address the behavior.   
 
Be sure to keep the school in 
mind as you see signs of stress, 
both to inform us and to seek 
resources we may be able to 
provide.   You can find more 
information about dealing with 
your childrenôs stress at these 
websites:  www.kidshealth.org   
and  www.aap.org (the site of the 
American Academy of Pediatrics) 
 
These are interesting times to be 
living in.  I am hopeful that sooner 
rather than later we will all be 
looking back at this period as a 
challenging but positive time for 
all of us in which we worked as a 
family and as a community to get 
through some tough times.  
 
Our children are looking to every 
important adult in their lives to 
make sense of the world and to 
learn how to respond to 
challenges.  Letôs set our resolve 
to give our children the best of 
ourselves.  They will then give us 
their best in return.

If your child will be absent, please 
call the Hoover Office at 757-
5958 before 9:00 a.m. on the day 
of the absence. 
 
If your child arrives late or will 
leave early for any reason, please 
have them check in and out at the 
Hoover Office before going to 
class or leaving campus.   
 
Your student may be excused 
from school due to illness, 
medical/dental appointments, 
religious observances, family 
emergencies, and pre-arranged 
trips and vacations.  Please keep 
in mind that absences and tardies 
due to oversleeping, babysitting, 
missing the bus, or ñslow-startò 
mornings are not considered 
excused. 
 
 

  Medication at School 
 
All medication, including cough 
drops, must be turned into the 
office with a completed Medical 
Authorization/Administration 
Form.   District policy states that 
we need to have the medication 
in the original container, and if it 
is a prescription, the label must 
be attached to the container.

Meal Program 

 
Parents - your child(ren) may be 
eligible for free meals (breakfast 
and lunch), especially if you have 
recently lost your job or had your 
work hours reduced. You are also 
automatically eligible if you have 
been approved for Food Stamps. 
You can qualify for Free Meals by 
picking up an application in the 
school office or by contacting 
Marv Newcombe at District Food 
Services (757-5903). Applying for 
Free or Reduced Meals can be 
done anytime during the year.
