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Dear Hoover Community, 
 
In recent weeks a couple tidbits 
about family life and parenting 
have crossed my desk that I 
thought worthy of passing on to 
you.  I hope you enjoy them and, 
perhaps, gain an insight or two on 
how you can raise your children 
more effectively.   
 
The first one involves a research 
project on the mindset people 
form as they grow.  In one aspect 
of this research project children 
were spoken to about their work 
and effort in two different ways.  
The first group was frequently 
told, ñYouôre so smart!ò by adults 
in their lives for their work and 
effort.  The second groups of 
children were frequently told, 
ñYouôre such a hard worker!ò by 
adults in their lives in response to 
the same kinds of work and effort.  
Over time it was found that the 
children who were frequently told 
they were smart were less willing 
to take risks, attempt unfamiliar 
tasks, or try more challenging 
tasks when given the opportunity 
because they were unwilling to try 
something that might make them 
not look smart.  The children who 
were frequently told they were 
hard workers were much more 
willing to try new and challenging 
tasks without fear of failure.  This 
has certainly given me pause to 
think about how I respond to 
children when they share work 
with me.  I want all children to be 
willing to take risks throughout 
their lives.  This topic can be 
further explored in the book 
Mindset, by Carol Dweck, Ph. D. 
 
The second item is a story I 
received from the Love and Logic 
on-line newsletter.  The Love and 

Logic Institute offers excellent 
resources on parenting 
(www.loveandlogic.com).  Hereôs 
the story:  Following our recent 
blizzard, the service and product 
providers known as fathers were 
out trying to clear the walks and 
driveways. There was not a kid to 
be seen anywhere.  
 
I commented to a neighbor that in 
the past, kids would be out with 
their shovels helping clear the 
snow. After that they would be off 
shoveling walks to earn money.  
 
"Is that where your kids are?" I 
asked.  
 
"No," he answered. "Kids today 
aren't that motivated."  
 
He blames today's kids. Little 
does he know that parents are 
the ones who train kids to believe 
they are honored guests in the 
home, rather than contributing 
members of a family team.  
Many tasks, like snow removal or 
yard work, are family jobs where 
kids can and should become part 
of the team.

helping in any way that is 
appropriate for their age. Even 
small kids can help prepare 
drinks or snacks to serve the 
ones who are doing the hard 
work. The last thing I want to see 
is a kid sleeping in or playing 
video games while their parents 
do these jobs alone. 
 
As I reflect back on my own 
experiences raising my 3 sons, I 
canôt help but believe I could have 
been a more effective father had I 
better understood and embraced 
these ideas.  Iôm not saying I was 
a bad parent whose children grew 
up to be worthless scoundrels, by 
any means.  They are great 
young adults.  I just know I could 
have served them better had I 
more deeply understood these 
two simple ideas.  I hope you will 
take time while your children are 
young to consider how these 
principles of parenting might help 
you be more effective and your 
children more grounded and 
confident.
