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  Principalôs Corner 
 
Dear Hoover Community, 
 
Parent-Teacher Conferences are 
overé.now what?   Hopefully, 
you had a productive discussion 
with your childôs teacher about 
your studentôs progress so far.  
We are well underway toward the 
learning goals of the year.    
 
At the same time, we still have 
about 4/5

th
 of the year to go.  

There is plenty of time to work 
toward new learning goals, but in 
the same breath, teachers are 
very aware that the time will go by 
very quickly.   
 
To put it into perspective, we now 
have about six and a half weeks 
until winter break and then five 
more weeks until we reach the 
mid-point of the year, and report 
cards.  This is somewhat how 
teachers look at the school year ï 
in chunks of days that allow them 
uninterrupted instruction time.  
The next 11 weeks have three 
distinct blocks of time ï now to 
Thanksgiving, Thanksgiving to 
Winter Break, and the weeks after 
we return to school in January to 
the semester break in early 
February.  These are rich and 
valuable chunks of learning time 
for our students.    
 
Parents will then have their 
second check point in the year in 
early February with report cards, 
and another chance to 
conference with teachers in April.    
 
In the meantime, how do you 
keep up on your childôs progress 
toward their learning goals?   

 
So, as I asked earlier, ñParent ï 
Teacher Conferences are 
overénow what?ò   
  
Most importantly, stay connected 
to your childôs school experience 
by looking over work that has 
been sent home and/or the 
homework she or he is doing in 
the evening.   This is much better 
than just asking your child, ñHow 
was school today?ò or ñWhat did 
you learn in school today?ò  Too 
often the answers to those 
questions are short and void of 
useful information.  You might get 
an, ñOKò or ñFineò or ñNothingò.   
 
If you are aware of what is being 
studied or learned, you can then 
ask informed questions about the 
learning such as, ñI see youôve 
been working on multiplication 
facts.  What number are you 
really fast with?ò or ñTell me about 
the story you read in reading 
class this week.  It looks really 
interesting.ò  If you have an idea 
of what is being learned it is then 
easy to ask questions that will get 
a more detailed response from 
your child.  Youôll both enjoy the 
conversation. 
  
Second, keep in contact with 
classroom activities by faithfully 
reading the class newsletter 
and/or visiting the class website.  
Again, this can be an opportunity 
for a fertile conversation with your 
child about school.  Your interest 
in his/her school life reinforces its 
value.  Of course, itôs even better 
if you can occasionally volunteer 
to help in the classroom.  By 
doing this you get a much better 
sense of what school life is like 
for the modern elementary 
student. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Thirdly, communicate with your 
childôs teacher when you have a 
question about his or her work, or 
the area of study currently 
underway in the classroom.  This 
is probably best done by e-mail, 
but if you really have serious 
concerns donôt hesitate to request 
a meeting with your childôs 
teacher to address your 
questions.  Hooverôs teachers 
value your support and 
involvement in your childrenôs 
education.  We understand that it 
is the collaborative and 
cooperative effort between home 
and school that produces the 
most benefit for each child. 
 
Each year of your childôs 
experience in elementary school 
is full of opportunities for 
interaction about the various 
things being learned.  If family 
comfortable conversations are a 
common practice while they are 
young it is more likely to continue 
as a natural part of family life as 
they enter their middle school and 
high school years.   
 
Your children want your support 
and value your interest in what 
they are learning, especially when 
it is a natural part of your family 
routines, rather than an 
occasional interview or high 
pressure third degree about their 
school.  Parents who are 
sensitive to their childrenôs 
strengths and areas for growth, 
and who approach those areas in 
a supportive manner will find the 
best results from their 
conversations with their children 
about school.

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  The Future of All-
Day Kindergarten 

Enrichment Program 
 
Over the next few weeks, the 
Corvallis School Board will be 
considering whether to continue 
the tuition-based, all-day 
kindergarten enrichment program 
in the 2010-2011 school year.   
 
Two years ago, the Oregon 
Legislature determined that all 
students eligible for either free or 
reduced lunches also were 
eligible for a full scholarship in 
kindergarten tuition programs.   
 
To comply with this ruling, the 
district began running a lottery 
process for available seats 
without consideration of whether 
a student would receive the 
services for free or by parent-paid 
tuition.  (In previous years, the 
district set the tuition amount to 
fully pay for the program by 
allocating a certain number of 
seats for tuition, full, and partial 
scholarship students.)  
 
Also at that time, the district 
restructured the fee-based 
program to clearly meet the legal 
constraints of providing 
enrichment only, no new 
teaching.  
 
With this change, the cost of the 
enrichment program now is not 
fully paid by the tuition fees.  
Extending full scholarships to all 
eligible students added about 
$50,000 to the annual cost of this 
program.  
 
This year, the Corvallis Schools 
Foundation agreed to pay the 
additional $50,000. It is unlikely, 
however, that the foundation will 
be able to continue this subsidy in 
the future.  With the slow 
economic recovery, more 
students are eligible for  
 

scholarships and the cost to the 
district will grow.  Additionally, if a 
student has special needs, the 
cost of providing the necessary 
services during kindergarten 
enrichment time increases the 
cost.   
 
Garfield and Lincoln schools paid 
for their all-day kindergarten 
programs with Title I federal grant 
money.  Less federal grant funds 
will be available in the 2010-2011 
school year and these schools 
may not be able to continue to 
provide free all-day kindergarten.  
If the district had to cover the cost 
of all scholarships at all schools, 
including Garfield and Lincoln, the 
cost of the program would exceed 
current tuition charges by about 
$250,000 to $300,000. 
 
The future of our all-day 
kindergarten program will be 
addressed on the following 
dates:  

¶ Nov. 2 -- The school board 
will receive a report regarding 
this issue. 

¶ Nov. 16
 
-- Public testimony 

will be heard.  

¶ Dec.7
 
-- The school board is 

scheduled to make a decision 
about whether or not the 
tuition-based enrichment 
program will continue beyond 
the current 2009 ï 2010 
school year.   

 
Each of these meetings begins at 
6:30 p.m. in the District Office 
board room.  The starting time or 
meeting place may be adjusted 
based on the agenda and the 
number of people attending, so 
please check with the District 
Office by calling 757-5811 a few 
days before the meeting to be 
sure there are no changes.
