All students who arrive at school 
prior to 8:10 am need to go to the 
gym.  When the bell rings at 8:10, 
students will be released to the 
classrooms.

 Free/Reduced  
Meal Program

You can qualify for Free Meals by 
picking up an application in the 
school office or by contacting 
Marv Newcombe at District Food 
Services (757-5903). Applying for 
Free or Reduced Meals can be 
done anytime during the year. 

 
 

  Medication at School 
 
All medication, including cough 
drops, must be turned into the 
office with a completed Medical 
Authorization/Administration 
Form.   District policy states that 
we need to have the medication 
in the original container, and if it 
is a prescription, the label must 
be attached to the container.

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 District Bus 
Route Changes 

 
The Corvallis School District has 
adjusted several of its bus routes 
for the 2009-10 school year, in 
part to make the system more 
efficient and to reduce costs. 
 
Several routes have been 
consolidated and some stops will 
no longer be serviced. 
 
ñIn the past, some students have 
received bussing services even 
though they live within the legal 
walking distance of one mile to 
elementary schools,ò said 
facilities manager Greg Lecuyer. 
ñKeeping in line with our wellness, 
sustainability, and compliance 
efforts, stops within a mile of 
elementary schools will no longer 
be serviced unless there is a 
state approved supplemental plan 
filed for student safety.ò 
 
 
Transportation efficiency savings 
was one of several cost-reduction 
strategies the Corvallis School 
District implemented to balance 
its 2009-10 school budget 
following last yearôs 
announcement that schools 
would not receive as much 
money from the state due to the 
poor economy. 
 
WHAT DOES THIS MEAN AT 
HOOVER? 
 
As part of balancing the school 
budget for the 2009-2010 school 
year, bus service has been 
reduced throughout the district.  
In the past, many students living 
within the state-defined one-mile 
radius walking distance to a 
school have received bussing.  
This can no longer be the case. 
 
Hooverôs impact from these 
budget cuts is the elimination of 
two of our three bus routes.  Only 
one bus will be serving the 

portion of our student population 
that live outside the one mile 
radius; this same bus will also 
provide afternoon transportation 
to the Boys and Girls Club at the 
end of its route.   
 

 

  Students Ride Free! 
 

 All students attending 509J 

schools may ride CTS (Corvallis 

city busses) and PC (Philomath 

Connection) buses for no charge 

as part of a new group pass 

agreement between the 509J 

School District and the City.  
 
The agreement is in place from 
September 1, 2009 through June 
30, 2010. 
 
No proof is required for 
elementary-age students.  Middle 
and High school-age students 
must show their student body 
cards to the bus driver.

  Preparing for  
Flu Season 

 
District officials have been 
working with the Benton County 
Health Department throughout 
the summer to prepare for the 
upcoming flu season.  Because 
itôs so contagious, the flu is 
always a concern but health care 
workers are being more proactive 
than usual because a resurgence 

of the H1N1 (swine flu) virus is 
likely this fall. 
 
A number of fliers, tip sheets and 
other resources will be distributed 
to families in coming weeks 
through the school and on the 
districtôs Web site 
www.csd509j.net. These will 
include specific tips for how to 
protect your family from the flu 
virus and steps to take in case 
someone in your family gets sick 
or in a worst case scenario, the 
spread of the virus prompts a 
school closure. 
 
The primary message continues 
to be: Wash your hands often 
with soap and water. Cover your 
mouth and nose with a tissue 
when you sneeze or cough, or if 
you donôt have a tissue, use the 
ñsneeze in your sleeveò 
technique. Also, keep sick 
students at home!  Students who 
have been sick should not return 
to school until at least 24 hours 
after a fever of 100 degrees or 
higher is gone without the use of 
medication.
